CANCER KILLING SULTAN
ABDUL HAMID IS NEAR DEATH

Has Repeatedly Required the Serv-

ices of Eminent Spec-

ialists.

Me** Yor-k Sun Special Service
Vienna, May 27.—News has just

reached here that the eminent cancer
specialist. Dr. Emil Ziemseen, has been
hastily summoned to attend the sultan in
Constantinople, who is reported to be
near death. The fact that this is the
third time this medical expert has been
called to the Yildiz palace, confirms the
rumors of the precarious health of Abdul
Hamid. which have been current of late.

A few years ago Abdul Hamid was so
unwell, being unable to digest anything
but the lightest food, that Dr. Ziemssen
was called to Constantinople to give an
expert opinion. He examined the im-
perial patient and told him bluntly that
he would have to undergo an operation.

This the sultan peremptorily refused
and Dr. Ziemssen left after predicting
that a certain crisis could not be averted.
The cancer In the sultan's stomach at
that time was not large and could have
been removed with little danger. Then
Dr. Emm Pasha, the noted Turkish phy-
sician, took Abdul in hand and prescribed
subcutaneous injections and other reme-
dies, but vith no permanent effect. Last
month the sultan became very ill and
Dr. Ziemssen was again sent for. The
physician Insisted on an operation, but
the sultan declined.

Since the last visit of Dr. Ziemssen the
sultan seems to have lost his usual
energy. He is irritable in the extreme,

and when he takes any active part in the
affairs of state it is to order the punish-
ment of all who displease him or sup-
posed enemies. He has partaken of
numerous remedies sent to him and he be-
lieves himself poisoned.

A number of high Turkish court offi-
cials and many of the Young Turk party,
fleeing the sultan's severity, have ar-
rived here. They report grave unrest at
the Porte. A terrible scare exists. No
man's reputation or position is safe and
embarrassment of the national finances
has reached an alarming point. At times
the sultan seems insane, when the affairs
of state lapse into the hands of Tahsin
Bey, chief secretary, and Aabed Zadeh
Ahmed Izzat Bey, the second chamberlain.
To the irritability of the sultan is as-
cribed the summary seizures of the mail
bags of the foreign ambassadors which
threatened to break off-amicable relations
with the leading powers, the sultan fear-
ing plots against his life and regime by

the young Turk party. Other anti-for-
