DEFENSE OF CADETS
Expelled West Pointers Make State-

ments in Self-Vindication.

BREACH OF FAITH ALLEGED

ThU the Charge Aguium Snpt. MllU

—Most of the luunir Men
Provided For.

New York, May 27.—A number of the
West Point cadets who were ordered to
leave the military academy at West Point,
five being expelled and six suspended un-
til April 1, 1902, were in the city on their
way to Washington. Three of the five
who were dismissed were at once engaged
by the New York and Bermudez Asphalt
company, and, it is said, will go to Vene-
zuela and organize and train the asphalt
company's forces in anticipation of trou-
ble when the controversy involving the
asphalt tnißt, the Quinlan-Warner com-
pany and the Venezuelan government
oomes to be definitely settled. The other
two will soon be similiarly placed.

Former Cadets Mahafey, Linton and
Cleveland are the only ones employed by
the New York and Bermudez Asphalt com-pany. The first named will go to the
concern's property in Venezuela and the
other two will be given work in western
cities until something develops in Vene-
zuela. Bowlby and Keller, the others ex-
pelled, will probably accept positions witha South American railroad now beingbuilt.

"We feel that our side of the story has not
been fully presented," said one of the cadets
to a reporter for one of the most prominent
afternoon papers In New York. "The hark-
ing back to the 'hazing' as the cause of the
uprising is entirely wrong. An agreement
was drawn up with Colonel Mills by a com-
mittee of twelve cadets, In which he agreed
that if all hazing was stopped he would
show leniency in small matters. He ad-
mitted that he did not consider 'bracing' a
form of hazing, and ye"t, after his agree-
ment was made and signed. Lieutenant Cris-
sey was reduced to the ranks, given tourson the area and confined to the barracks.
In addition to this a fourth class man was
reported and punished for speaking to a cadet
—a new man, you know. We consider thft
to be a distinctly unfair breach of faith on
the part of Colonel Mills."

"Was the reporting of Lieutenant Ralston
for not himself reporting the member who
tossed a biscuit from one table to another, at
supper, the cause of the uprising?"

"It was the final straw," be replied, "Ral-
ston Is the last man in the academy to suffer
for lack of conscientiousness. He is a very
hard worker, a member of the Y. M. C. A.,
and as an example of his conscientiousness
will not study on Sunday, but works late on
Saturday night and gets up early Sunday
morning. The wording of his censure was so
outrageous and under such insinuations
against his 'lack of moral character,' as it
was termed, that we could not stand it."

"We weren't given any opportunity to de-
fend ourselves," another of the number re-
marked. "The custom is when a 'report' is
made that the reported one is allowed to
.write his statement on the paper, which is
then sent to the man who made the report
that he may write his side of It. The paper
then comes back to the accused man again,
who may th«n write a defense. In this case
we were not allowed to explain. The paper
did not come back at all and we heard noth-
ing more until we were notified of our dis-
missal."

"How many men took part in this up-
rising?"

"About 200."
"Out of a possible how many?"
"About 350. All the men that could did

so."
"And were they all examined and made to

Incriminate themselves?"
"Not themselves, no. That is not allowed;

\u25a0but we were asked about each other. It isn't
nice to have to testify against one's own
roommate."

"Is that really necessary?"
"Yes, that's the rule. It's part of the

discipline, and when we give our word, of
course, we live up to it. You never knew a
West Point cadet who didn't,"

"Was Colonel Mills popular before the out-
break?"

"No."
"Do you think the dismissal will be re-

considered?"
"That is impossible to say; people don't

like to take back decisions, you know."
"Will this have any effect upon hazing?"

"There isn't any hazing, I told you. That
was the agreement we made; that Is a thing
of the past."

"What will the men who are still at the
academy do?"

"It was said that the entire fourth class
would resign, but I don't know whether they
will or not. Probably some of them will,
but I don't care to talk about that. I don't
want to complain or kick; we want the sec-
retary of war to hear a fair account of the
whole situation, that is all, and then if the
decision Is sustained there Is nothing more
for us to do," he said, ruefully. "You know
it's a lasting disgrace to be turned out of
the army, and It's a pretty bitter blow," and
he looked up in the air and blinked a lit-
tle. "I may have spoken too freely," he
said, after a moment, "but I feel it so thor-
oughly. We don't want to talk until we see
the secretary, so please don't write anything
that will damage our cause with him."

PHILIPPINEEXPENSE
Some of the Official Salaries That

Are to Be Paid.

Washington, May 27.—1n anticipation of
the establishment of civil government on
July 1, the Philippine commission has just
enacted a law declaring the salaries to be
received by officials and employes of the
Central government in the islands. In
round numbers the estimate is $1,200,000.
Including the cost of provincial and ju-
dicial administration, the Filipino tax-
payers will pay salaries amounting to
several million dollars. Some of the prin-
cipal items of expense will be:

Philippine commission and staff, $112,620;
military governor,sss,ooo; collector of customs
in Manila, $198,«50; postofllce in Manila, $67,-
--779; collectors of customs outside of Manila,
$226,000; municipal administration, $243,396;

auditor. $52,480; police of Manila, $33,760;
postofflces outside of Manila, $30,800; Internal

irevenue collection, $28,106; civil service, $21,-
--050.

Provision is made for native subordin-
ates in the list of municipal employes in
Manila.
