NOW MEAT PRICEiTGO UP
PORTERHOUSE STEAKS TO COST 25c

Advance In "Wholesale Prices Force*

Retailer* to Charge More

—The Figures. . .

The retail. price of meat was advanced
by local dealers this week. Another ad-
vance is scheduled to take place within a
few days. The total increase will amount
to about 40 per cent over last week's
prices. The following schedule is the one
which dealers ' have in mind and which
they say must be paid for meat in order
to allow the markets to make any money
at all. . -. :

; ;-- •
Roast beef, 18 cents; sirloin steak, 20 cents;

porterhouse steak, 115 cents; ehoulder steak,
10 cents; pork chops, 15 cents; lamb roast,

IS cents; lamb chops, 20 cents; mutton roast
15 cents; mutton chops, 18 cents.

At a meeting of the retail meat dealers'
association in St. Paul yesterday, the
prices named above were decided upon as
the schedule. Although the Minneapolis
dealers have no iron-clad association,
most of them are of the opinion that the
price must be raised materially and that
the figures named will be about the right
thing. The principal advance is on the
higher priced cuts.

During the last month the advance in
the wholesale prices of meat has been
rapid, amounting to from 1% to 2 cents
per pound on beef. This usually occurs
at this time of year and the market men
are of the opinion that the advance this
year is due to stay in effect until the mid-
dle of September. If it were a temporary
matter for thirty days or so. it Is likely
that no change in the retail price would
be made. Cattle are bringing a good
price and the retailer says that the whole-
sale price generally is so strong that
unless a raise in price to the consumer is
made the retailer will ose money every
day.

A Campaign of Education Ha* Been;
: Reaponatble for the Large

Acreage.

* The Minnesota Sugar' company is pre-
paring for the biggest run this season
since the plant was established. The con-
ditions throughout the state are most fa-
vorable for a splendid crop of beets, and
the company's officers are elated over, the
prospect for a record breaking 'run." :

President O. Theden said to-day that the
plentiful moisture of the past year had
put the ground in fine condition, and that
reports from all parts of the state pointed
to a vastly increased acreage. \ The beet.
President Theden says, is a tricky sort of

vegetable, and if compelled to flourish in
uncongenial soil, will 'waste its sweet-
ness on the desert air" instead of gar-
nering sugar-making elements. This was
the case to some extent last year, owing

to the extreme dryness of the season. ;
The outlook Is so favorable from every

point of view that President Theden ex-
pects the St. Louis Park plant to be oper-
ated for at least five months, beginning
about Sept. 1. As the plant employs be-

tween 600 and 700 men the importance of

good beet weather to Minneapolis is ap-

parent.
Campaign of Education.

- A feature of the Minnesota company's
operations which is of incalculable bene-
fit to the farmers of the atate is the edu-
cational campaign which the com-
pany conducts the year through. For
this purpose the state is divided into
nineteen districts, which are looked after
by thirty division superintendents. These
men are employed every day in the year.
Their business is to contract with farm-

ens along the different lines of railway for
beet acreage and to watch the crops from

the moment the seed is in the ground un-
til the crop Is ready for shipment to the
Minneapolis plant. During the winter
months these thirty superintendents carry

on an elaborate campaign of education in

the various* farming communities of Min-

nesota, instructing the farmers in the
most approved methods of beet culture.
- "We are elated over the prospect for a

big season's business," said President
Theden this morning. "Our plant is in
first-class condition, and let me say It

is mighty expensive business keeping It

that way. It costs 5100 to clean one of
our evaporaters, so you see there are
plenty of ways in which the company can

BRIGGS JURY~ IS SECURED
THE STATE OPEXS ITS CASE

The Flanagan Indictment Taken Ii>

First—Graud Jnry About

to Report.

The trial of Fred A. Briggs on the first
of a number of indictments charging him
with promoting gambling by introducing
nickel-in-the-slot machines into many sa-
loons of Minneapolis, was resumed before
Judge McGee this morning.

At noon the Jury was completed as fol:

The defendant was on hand promptly
when court opened this morning. Beside
Judge Steele. Judge W. A. Kerr has been
retained for the defense.

Judge McGee advised the Jury that they

were not to talk with any one about the
case or discuss it among themselves until
it is finally submitted.

Assistant County Attorney Al J. Smith
opened the case for the state and in ad-
dressing the jury he aaid the only ques-

tion to consider in the particular case
was whether or not the defendant had in-
duced John L. Flannigan, of the Bruns-
wick hotel, to place a gambling device in

i his place of business. Counse^ said the
state expected to show that Briggs had
been engaged in placing gambling devices
throughout the city, and evidence would be
produced to show that the proceeds had
been divided into three parts, Briggs re-
ceiving a third of the money.

HEAR XO WITNESSES

Grand Jury About Through With Its

morning no witnesses were examined. The
Jury was engaged in preparing its report
to the court.which County Attorney Board-
man thought would be submitted before
tight.

STORY OF MRS. COLE
Dr. Clark Wanted $400 of Insurance

Money Paid Over.

HUSBAND DIED IN THE HOSPITAL

Tue Houae Phy*ician Refnaed to

Sign the Reuulred DeatU Rec-

ord*—Patient .Neglected.

According to the statement of Dr. E. J.
Clark, house physician of the city hospital.
It has been the custom under the Byrnes
regime there to interpret the rules of the
Institution regarding pay from patients
in a more liberal spirit than under the
former administration. The city hospital,
he assumed, was a charitable institution
supported by the city and it was not in-

tended that unfortunate men and women
sent there should be "skinned" of their
last cent to make a good financial showing
for the hospital at the end of the year.
This fact explained why*it was that the
revenues from pay patients had not shown
up so well of late, he said.

Concerning the accuracy of the story of
Mrs. Ira Cole of 1222 Western avenue,
whose husband died in the city hospital
last March, it would be necessary to take
Dr. Clark's expression of zealous interest
In behalf of the pocketbooks of city hos-
pital patients in a Pickwickian sense.

Ira Cole was teamster in the employ of
the Bardwell-Robinson company. He was
a sufferer for months with paralysis, ac-
companied by a softening of the brain,
and in February. 1900, on the advice of
Dr. Nye, the attending physician, and on
the order of Dr. Straub, the assistant phy-
sician, but without any application on the
part of his wife and against his own ex-
press wish. Mrs. Cole says, he was sent
to the hospital for treatment. He died
there thirteen months later. Here is Mrs.
Cole's statement of what she saw of the
treatment he received there and of Dr.
Clark's demands after her husband*
death:

-Mr*. Cole's Statement.
I went down to the hospital to see Mr. Cola

the day after he was admitted. He had' worn
heavy underclothes constantly at home. I
found him clad in a thin night shirt and
with nothing over him but a single pair of
blankets. He was shivering violently and
complained of being cold. 1 asked the nurse
for more bed clothing, and while she at first
demurred, it was finally brought. Mr. Cole
was treated well for a time. Then they be-
gan to neglect him. I have been there and
found him lyingin filth and he would tell me
that it had been that way all day. I re-
monstrated with the nurse but she refused
to make any changes.

After my husband had been there some
time Dr. Clark learned that he carried $2,000
life insurance with the United "Workmen,
and when I next went down there he insisted
that I raise money on the policy and turn
it over to him. Otherwise I must take Mr.
Cole home with me. He was not a proper
subject for city hospital care, he said. I
told him that I could not care for him; that
I had no money at all and was four months
behind in my rent and expected to have to
move out any day. Dr. Clark at that time
talked very abusively to me, and kept in-
sisting that I must get some money to pay
for Mr. Cole's treatment. I found that I
could not raise any money on the insurance
policy, and I was so afraid that Dr. Clark
would send my husband home that I did not
give him my new address. Mr. Cole died
March 13. Soon after his death Mr. Sundell,
recorder of Plymouth Lodge of the Work-
men, of which my husband was a member,
prepared the death records necessary before
the insurance could be paid over and asked
Dr. Clark to sign them. Dr. Clark refused
to do so unless $400 of the amount was turned
over to him. Then I put the matter in the
hands of Mr. Ferree, an attorney,and he saw
Dr. Clark. Still he refused. Alderman
Mumm, an acquaintance of my husband,
took hold of the matter with the attorney,
and again Dr. Clark refused to sign the pa-
pers, declaring that he would do so only when
he had been paid the $400. Then the attor-
new and Alderman Mumm went to the health
department records and fixed the matter up
without Dr. Clark's signature and 1 got the
money.
I never felt that I ought to pay for my

husban4's treatment at the hospital. I had
no means at all and the life insurance was
all I would have to start life again. My at-
torney told me that I was under no legal ob-
ligations to do so. Dr. Clark treated me very
rudely and was exceedingly unkiad and abu-
sive in his talk. ,

Simpson E. Ferree, Mrfi. Cole's attor-
ney, corroborates her statement in regard

to Dr. Clark's demands for money. He
says:

1 have forgotten now Just what amount
Dr. Clark did demand, but it was several
hundred dollars. This, he said, was in pay-
ment for the care and treatment Mr. Cole had
received at the hospital, and there was some-
thing besides, as 1 remember it, lor extra

medical services to be paid an outside phy-

sician, an expert in nervous diseases. Dr.
Clark was very insistent that the money be
paid, and declared that It was an imposition

on the city for people able to pay for hospital

services not to do so. He not only refused

to sign the death records desired, but tele-
phoned in my presence to the health depart-

ment and requested that they should not ba
furnished. He promised me at one time that

If Alderman Mumm would make the request

he would sign the papers. Then when Alder-
man Mumm did so request he backed water

and again flatly refused to do so. I never-
thought he h»d any legal or moral claim
against Mrs. Cole, as she had absolutely

nothing outside of the life insurance, and
durttig the sickness of her husband she was
totally unable to care for him.

HANDLED ROUGHLY

John Focati Tell* a City Hospital

Tale— Complaint Affainat Clark.

A9mong those who have sampled the
hospitality of the city hospital under the
Byrnes-Clark regime is John H. Focati, a
Scandinavian at 185 Western avenue. Fo-
cati says he was taken to the city hospital
March 2 for an operation, that he remained
there three days, and that he was then
ordered out as incurable, nothing at all
having been done for him. Later he went
to St. Barnabas hospital, where he re-
mained four weeks and was cured, he says.

Focati says that Dr. Clark treated him
In a brutal fashion,, shook him roughly,
slapped him in the face twice, and in re- ;
moving his. clothes simply tore his shirt
off his back. He was kept on a milk diet
for three days, he pays, and then- Informed
that nothing could j be done for him -and
that he must get out.; After he was cured
at the other hospital, Focati says, he
,went back and saw Dr. Clark, who apolo-
gized for his former rough treatment.

Famous Woman Suffragist Talks of-

Her Work.

Mis* BlaoUwell and Mini Laura Clay

The arrival yesterday of Miss Susan B.
Anthony, honorary president; Miss Alice
Stone Black well, recording secretary; and
Miss Laura Clay, auditor of the National
Suffrage Association, rounded, out the full
number, of jofficers \u25a0 who ; will be present at
the convention. .The only absentee is the
other auditor, jMrs. Catherine Waugh Mc-
Culloch, of Chicago, who is kept at home
by the recent advent of a little daughter.

The. business committee., made up of
officers, had a meeting in the course of the
morning. ;The,committee will be in nearly
continuous session until the first .executive
committee, meeting. It, ,r will, round
out ~f the, 'rqu tine " work of the
year and prepare . its ..recommenda-
tions for the work of the coming year.
These will be submitted to the executive
committee with the suggestions on plan
of work :sent in by the state presidents.
The . executive committee is : made up of\u25a0

the statev©residents' and a; member from
each state and 'it"will winnow] over all
plans submitted and will decide upon what
Is worth laying before the convention. The
action of both the business and executive
committees are secret and will be made
public first at the opening meeting of the
convention Thursday afternoon. •

Mlas Anthony Tired.
Miss Anthony arrived very weary and

dld*not attend the first business commit-
tee meeting, spending the morning rest-
ing qutetly. Monday Miss Anthony
was a guest at a reception given by the
political equality section of the Chicago
Woman's Club in honor of Henry ' B.
Blackwell and Miss Blackwell. This or-
ganization Miss Anthony strongly ap-
proves, as the uniting of many interests
under one effort.

Asked about how she had passed the
year, Miss Anthony said that the greet
part of it had been devoted to the com-
pletion of the history of woman's suffrage

and the remainder to memorializing con-
ventions and public bodies. This is a work
begun by Miss Anthony and in which she
sees great possibilities. She has sent to
all of those conventions and meetings a
letter and a resolution asking congress to
submit an amendment granting equal
suffrage to all citizens. These have very
generally been read U' f-o.nctinres a
suffrage speaker has been invited to ap-
pear In behalf of the resolution. Miss
Anthony spoke in connection with this
work at a bricklayers and masons' con-
vention in Rochester. The resolution was
indorsed by the Federation of Labor and
has received its strongest support gen-
erally from labor organizations.

Miss Anthony expects that when the
fact becomes impressed upon politicians
that organizations of voters numbering
in the hundred thousands, indorse
the equal suffrage principle, it will re-
ceive more consideration,, for, as Miss
Anthony put it, •'What we need is a back-
ing of voters and all our efforts must be
expended in securing them."

She Is Encouraged. •
Miss Anthony finds a study of club

women and their work encouraging, as she
believes that a large percentage of club
women are really "in sympathy with suf-
frage and, when it becomes a question of
taking action as in a campaign, that they
will be on the equal suffrage side.

One of the moffi important of Miss An-
thony's recent efforts for women was the
completion of the endowment fund for
the collega of Rochester, which was con-
ditioned on the admittance of women stu-
dents.

One
of Mis3 Anthony's regrets is that she can-
not be at home on Saturday to attend a
luncheon to be given by the girl students
in honor of the patrons whose contribu-
tions made their admission to the college
possible. Miss Anthony regards the open-
ing as just in the nick of time, as she
thinks the sentiment among the men was
so crystallizing in opposition that later
action would have been made difficult on
account of unpleasant friction.

Positive Conviction*.

Miss Clay is a woman of positive con-
victions and great force of character. One
of her strong convictions regarding the
suffrage association is that the moveable
conventions are highly desirable. She was
among those who first broke the long es-
tablished usage of having all the conven-
tions in Washington and this year she will
try to bring about a change whereby the
conventions may move each year if it
seems deairatole, instead of meeting in
Washington the year of the opening of
each session of congress as is now the
practice. To The Journal .represen-
tative she said this morning that It was
thought that the change would require a
change of the by-la"ws, but that she would
try to bring about that if necessary to
carry out her idea.
