HIMAKE SOCIETY INTERFERES

lioveruur Savage Will Be Appealed

To—Xo Attention Given the
Warning.

Omaha, Neb.. May 31.—The plans for a

heroic revival of bull fighting in connec-
tion with the approaching South Omaha
street fair have met with sudden opposi-

tion from the American Humane society.
R. J. O'Hanlon, general organizer for that
body, was in the city for several days and
will return from the east next week re-
inforced with counsel and money to fight

the project to the end. The bull fighters
have been warned that any attempt to
bring off the event will be treated as a
defiance of law.

The fair management, however, is pay-
ing no heed to the injunction and plans
for an arena have just been completed by
an architect. An agent has also been dis-
-1 atched to Mexico to collet bulls and
toreadors capable of furnishing a first-
class performance. The management urges
that a display of the progess of the bull
will in a sense exemplify South Omaha's
position as among the foremost of the
packing cities.

In speaking of their probable course an
official of rhe local branch of the Humane
society says: "There will be no bull fight-
iug allowed in either Omaha or South
Omaha. I am not prepared" to state just

how we will proceed, until the return of
Air. O'Hanlon. If necessary, however, we
will appeal to Governor Savage, who may-
be relied upon to interfere. There is a
section in the statutes forbidding the tor-
ture of animals and we think this will
cover the case."

Suitrente and Federal Court* Help

Fargo, N. I).. May 31.—This has-been a
good week for Ole T. Aasen. He owns
some land in Noble township in this coun-
ty and some years ago the road overseers
turned a ditch through his-field, flooding
some wheat land. Aasen didn't like the
deal and dammed up a culvert. He was
arrested and the township given judgment
against him. He again stopped up the
culvert after being enjoined by Judge Pol-
lock and was fined for contempt. From
this he appealed to the state supreme
(ourt, which has decided that he was all
right and has reversed Judge Pollock. As
a side issue, Aasen had a suit on trial this
week in the United States court for dam-
ages done by the water, and the jury
awarded him $578.

The United States grand jury has been
dismissed after returning twenty-seven
indictments. The majority of the com-
plaints were for violations of the internal
revenue and the timber trespass laws,
though \t is understood a few alleged
homesteaders, who made fraudulent proofs,
were touched up. There were only two
really important indictments found and
these are as yet unannounced.

Normannaheimen
HIS FAME GROWING
Svend Svendson's Paintings At-

tracting Increased Attention.

THE TONALITY OF NEW PICTURE

It In Xot I uder»toud bat Greatly

Admired—Pattl.on'a Praise of
Svendsen.

Svend Svendsen, long known to his
countrymen, had won a high place in the
wide world of art. Hia progress is being
closely watched by artiats and art lovera,
for he is indefatigable as a worker and
every new picture reveals some new trait
of his talent. He is best known for his snow

scenes, but he is a master of landscape
painting and is art is not by means lim-
ited u> snow themes which he handles
with fcch skill that each picture is quite
different from any other.

Recently Mr. Svendsen has hung in a
well known Chicago gallery, a painting
which compels attention from all the crit-
ics. It is only a common place dwelling
house beside a dusty road. It ie a moon-
light secene and wholly lacks color, but
the critics find a "tonality," as they call
it, which they cannot understand, but
which they admire very greatly.

Writing of Mr. Svendsen, James William
Patterson, the art critic, says:

Sveudsens snow pictures are popular be-
cause so true to fact, so brilliant in color
and so poetical in story. But there is a
poetry which does not depend upon pretty
story. It is the presentation of facts in a
new dress, the reincarnation of things. This
is the last lesson in art that the student and
art lover learns. It is the hardest lesson to
master. We all love imitations when young;
artists and all. Only the ripe understanding
of the artist can grasp this idea of a rein-
carnation, and the sanfe with the connois-
seur. But it is the true end of art and thus
becomes "high art." High art used to mean
great pictures of sain*,: or warriors doing
unheard-of tilings in an unheard-of way,
like the strange artificiality of David's "Rape
of the Sabines." Every one to his artificial-
ity. David and his following thought theirs
very grand. In these days "high art"
signifies a more subtle thing than that. It
means the wonderful tone in Millet's "An-
gelus" (which so few people comprehended),
or the peculiar "quality" in the tonality of
Puvis de Chavannes, or the colorless color
of Cazin, and that came to him as an in-
heritance from Pere Corot.

Svendsen has reached out after this higher
art in several of his recent exhibitions, and
now he give 3us more of it. May it be
granted to us, and to him, that he have the
courage, the persistency and enough of dol-
lars to maintain his convictions.

In asking myself, "Whose art is this like?"
I have found no answer except that it is like
Svend Svendsen's; a rejuvenated Svendsen.
No art can exist except as it have a forerun-
ner. Even Claude Lorrain, the greatest orig-
inator in the history of landscape painting,
based his newness upon that which went be-
fore. So Svendsen must have some progen-
itor, and possibly we find it in Corot first and
Cazin more recently. There is a flavor of
Cazin in it, but only mi'.dly so. Nothing of
Cazin's is like this, but only of the same
family. If possibly some of that good fam-
ily blood flows in Svendsen's artistic circu-
lation he need not be unhappy; nor we either.

Tom McDonald Showed Hia Resent

ment and Learned Much.

"The Irishman can never understand
the Swede," says the Kansas City Star.
"The Tuton is a mystery to the calt, and
the latter resents the Idea of a nation-
ality which he can't comprehend. Tom
McDonald, the brawny Irish hospital
guard, had long been disturbed in mind
because of Dr. Nylund, the assistant city
physician, who is a Swede. With true
national instinct, McDonald concluded that
the best thing to do about it was to *whip

his man. Also true to his racial traits,
he had no doubt that he could do it.
Probably, in his dreams, he say the pros-
trate enemy felled by his strong right
arm.
