MR. THOMPSON HONORED

Chosen on the Committee of Revis-
ion of the v'resbyterian Creed.

Charles T. Thompson, an elder in West-
minster Presbyteriarr church, and one of
the delegates to the general assembly of
that church just adjourned, received this
morning a letter from W. H. Roberts,
stated clerk, informing him that he had
been chosen by Moderator Minton as one!
of the committee of twenty-one, created
by the recent session of the general as-
sembly, and known as the . revision com-
mittee. To this committee has been del-

egated the work of making certain desired
changes in the Preshyterian confession |
of faith, and by it there will also be pre~;
pared a brief statement of religious be-:
llef, which it is expected will be the
statement adopted by the membership of |
the church. The effect will be, while
preserving the grand, historic document,
the Presbyterian confession of faith, with
certain few modifications and alterations, !
and leaving it as a monument to the past, '
worthy to be continued in substantially
its present historic form and venerated
for its associations, to substitute as the
creed to be subscribed to by the mem-
bership, & short, simple, clear statement |
expressing the belief of the church to-
day.

The appointment of Mr. Thompson on
this commission is certainly a very high
compliment to him, and is regarded by
him as the greatest honor to which he
could aspire. He will accept the positjon,
although it doubtless will involve a great
deal of labor. The appoluntment comes to
him as a great surprise, no intimation of
his consideration in that connection hav-
ing been made (o him, and no such
thought having occurred to him. But
those who are familiar with the facts are
not surprised at his appointment, espe-
cially in view of the circumstance that
the course finally adopted by the general
assembly was exactly that recommended
by the Minneapolis presbytery with the
preparation of which plan Mr. Thompson
was actively identified.

Peaceful Settlement.

In accordance with the advice of Judge
Simpson, and on the same line as indi-
cated by the court, an understanding was
reached yesterday between the warring
factions of the Austrian Hungarian La-
dies Benevolent Society. It was decided
that the majority should continue the or-
ganization, and that the minority should
retire.

The money now in the hands of the
treasurer, amounting to about $700, will
be divided between the two factions pro
rata.

Dr. "Golden “';;;n Pay.

Papers are being prepared in a suit that
is to be brought by Dr. A. J. Golden, ex-
county physician, against the county com-
missioners to enforce the payment of
bills amounting to about $80 alleged to be
cdue for professional services rendered
prisoners in the county jail.  Aside from
looking after the welfare of sick and in-
digent persons in Hennepin county, it has
been the custom of the county physician
to attend prisoners from other counties,
who are brought here for sale keeping or
other reasons. The bills for such services
would be allowed by the county board
and the amount would be col-
lected from the county in which the pris-
oner resided. When Dr. Golden put in
his bill for January, it was OK’d by As-
sistant County Attorney C. L. Smith, and
allowed by the board, the action of which
was afterwards rescinded. It is now said
that the money paid out in this manner
for years was without ceolor of law. Dr.
Golden sues-for amounts due at inter-
vals for the past couple of years.

GRISWOLD THE SCAPEGOAT.

The ends of the investigation into the of-
fice of County Auditor Johnson of St. Paul
were served yesterday by the resignation of
Harry Griswold, Johnson's chief deputy. The
resignation was requested by Johnson him-
self, who said the evidence satisfed him
that Griswold should not be retained in the
office. Governor Van Sant announced at the
close of the hearing that the evidence had
sustained the charges made by Public Exam-
iner Pope and that Griswold ;shad given out
public moneys to persons not entitled to
them. He was glad to hear that Griswold
had been dismissed, and if Johnson had un-
dertaken to uphold his deputy a commission
would have been appointed looking to John-
son's dismissal from office.

BOARD OF CONTROL PRINTING.

The board of control cannot let the contract
for its printing. By an opinion of the at-
torney general, handed down yesterday, the
blanks must be secured through the state
printer, from the printing company which
has the state contract. The order amounts
to about 200,000 blanks. The bids received.
by the board of control will have to be re-
Jected.

PAVING BORDS VOTED

Only Lars Porsena Rand Held the
Bridge.

AND HE AT LAST SUCCUMBED

Last Night's Council Meeting—Un-
certainty as to When $150,000
Will Be Available.

After several ineffectual efforts the city
council last night finally approved the is-
sue of $150,000 of permanent improvement
bonds authorized by the last legislature.
Tt was the second time this year. that
every member of the council was on hand.

At a previous meeting the council or-
dered the construction of three blocks of
paving in the sixth ward, and as Alderman
Dwyer of the tenth gets tem blocks of
macadam pavement in his section, it was
supposed that all objections to the bond
proposition had been satisfied and that it
would go through with a swing last night.
But Alderman Rand was still obdurate and
disposed to jockey. He again insisted
that the matter should be passed upon by
a tommittee before final action was taken,
and he declared he was not going to do
anything to help the issue through until
positively assured that he would get the
three blocks of paving ordered in his ward.
Alderman Dwyer and Foell stood with him
on the committee reference proposition,
but on the final vote Rand stood alone in
opposition. - 2 X

Alderman Holmes then took him into
a side room and had a heart to heart
talk with him, and on the reconsideration
of the vote later in the evening Rand
fell into line with the others and the
agony was over. x

Some Unecertainty.

While the bonds are now authorized
there is no certainty that the money will
be available this year. The money must
be in hand before paving operations can
be begun, and at the best that will not be
before July 15.° The bonds must be ad-
vertised for three weeks, and the autho-
rity fer the same cannot be obtained until
the next meeting of the council, June 14.
There will necessarily be other delays
‘before the aetual work will be under way.
The city has not had good succeds with
paving laid late in the season, owing to
the effect of the cold weather on the con-
crete foundation, and it may be decided
good policy to spend none of the money
until next year. This objection would not
apply, however, to paving on sand foun-
dation or to macadam paving, but.it is
very unlikely that more than a small
proportion of the paving paid for from the
bond ‘issue will be of either of these
classes.

The paving already ordered will exhaust
the street intersection fund entirely and
exceed the $67,000 in the fund to meet
assessments on the abutting property by
about $40,000. The first fact makes it
necessary in selecting the location of new
paving to be paid for out of the bond is-
sue to name blocks where there are no
intersections to be paved or where the
amount is very small.

One of the worst stretches of ruined
cedar block pavement in the ecity is
two blocks between Third and Fifth ave-
nues N. Following the action of the bond
issue last night, it ‘'was voted to include
this in the season’s paving. Brick on a
concrete fouhdation was the material se-
lected. It was also voted to change the
paving ordered on University avenue from
sandstone on a concrete foundation to
sandstone on a sand foundation, to cor-
respond with the five blocks laid last
season. The two blocks between Twen-
iy-fourth and Twenty-sixth avenues N on
Washington avenue, previously ordered
paved with sandstone, was changed to
macadam with a crushed slate surface.

The first three on the list were of the
fourth precinct, the last two of the thirc
Leo, Wintheiser, Schoenborn and Mec-
Carthy were all appointed by the mayor
Jan. 1. Marsh is an old soldier and has
been on the force for a number of years.
His untimely end was wholly unexpected
as it was thought no old veteran would
feel the snickersnee when Mayor Ames
sat on the regal throne.

This is part of the promised ‘‘some-
thing™ that has been predicted would
drop in the police department June 1.
More surprises of the same nature are
soon to follow. The ipatrolmen dropped
to-day have been notified that their dis-
missals were “for cause.”

At police headquarters there is the
greatest uneasiness. The fact that three
former deputy sheriffs are slated as ‘“‘fiy
bobs’ for duty the coming month is con-
sidered significant. It is feared  that
three changes will be made at headquart-
ers to even up in that quarter.

The mayor has not annourced any ap-
pointments to fill the places. of those dis-
charged. It is known that ex-Lieutenant
Mealey stands a good show of being re-
appointed. Ex-Governor D. M. Clough has
had several conferences with the mayor
in behalf of the ex-lieutenant and his
chances are considered good. Several
other former officers of good records have
had their cases presented to the mayor
within the past week in an effort to get
on the force again.

The Changes.

In addition to the dismissals in the po-
lice some changes are announced. Police
Sergeant Plummer, Fifth precinct, has
been promoted to a lieutenancy. He has
been a member of the force for twelve
vears. Sergeant Holmes, Fifth precinct
and Sergeant Allen, Third precinct change
places.

DUE TO HAVE TROUBLE

AND NELSON

ARE MESSRS. RAND

They Oppose Twin City Telephone
Poles in the Sixth Ward—Con-
stituents Want Them,

The factories, small breweries and busi-
ness houses in the sixth ward are up in
arms against Aldermen Lars M. Rand and
Peter Nelson because of their refusal to
allow the Twin' City Telephone companpy
to set up poles in the ward preparatory
to installing independent telephone serv-
ice in that section of the city.

At a meeting of the committee on un-
derground wires yesterday: the company’s
request to be allowed to set poles in other
wards was granted unanimously, but when
it came to the sixth, the aldermen de-
murred. ‘‘Nothing but underground wires
for the sixth,”” was the battle ecry of
Messrs. Rand and Nelson. Oddly enough,
the poles of the Northwestern company
are scattered all over the bailiwick repre-
sented by the two aldermen, and no un-
conquerable aversion to said poles has
been noticed on the part of either repre-
sentative of the ward. But the Twin City
company is quite another thing, accord-
ing to Messrs. Rand and Nelson.

‘““There are no alleys in the ward,” gaid
an officer of the independent concern to-
day, “so if we are permitted to go into
the ward at all we must set our poles in
the streets. There is no reason in the
world why we should not be permitted to
do this. There are many stores, factories
and business houses in the sixth ward that
are clamoring for our service because of
the success we have had in securing sub-
scribers up town who are associateq with
them in a business way. Rand and Nel-
son are due to hear from their constitu-
ents in a few days.” .

PROBLEM IN ECONOMICS

SOLVED BY PLUG TOBACCO TRUST

It Relates Only to the Company and
the Jobber—President
Duke’s Work.

.

President Duke of the Continental To-
bacco company, the “plug tobacco trust,”
is making an earnest effort to straighten
out the tcbacco situation in the west and
especially in the northwest, where price
slashing has been deep and profits small.
Mr. Duke is said to realize the value of
the middleman as a distributing agent,
because through him goods can be distrib-
uted at a less cost than by direct
trade between the trust and the retailer.
Consequently the Continental company has
evolved a scheme to force the jobber to
keep his margin on plug tobacco instead
of giving it away. .

TFor years it was customary in the
plug tobacco trade to allow the jobber
10 per cent off the retail list, freight
paid. This rule was in force up to the
time of the organization of the Contin-
ental company. This company endeavored
to maintain harmony among wholesalers
by working in co-operation with the
National Wholesale Grocers’ association.
But the war among the wholesalers was
not long in beginning. Plug tobacco was
used as a “‘coaxer” for trade. It was not
long before some of the jobbers were
making a 10 per cent discount to the re-
tailer. Thejobber was making no profit
on plug tobacco, the various wholesale
grocers’ associations discussed the mat-
ter and endeavored to bring the jobbers
into line for better methods but to no
purpose.

The continental then wiped out oll dis-
counts and made a net price to the whole-
saler allowing him to sell for what he
pleased. That brought a change for the
better. Now the company has notified the
jobbers ‘that the discount system is to be
utilized again so as to make the middle-
man's total profit about 5 per cent. The
jobber is notified that the giving of this
discount is optional with the'Continental
Tobacco company, that the jobber is sup-
posed to keep the 5 per cent, and that to
give it away will be detrimental to the
company, discouraging other _jobbers
from handling the company’s goods.

It is the opinion of several local job-
bers that President-Duke has hit upon an
effective way of quieting the disturbing
elements in the tobacco trade in the
northwest.

. Treasurer's Report,
The t of the treasurer, Mrs. Har-
riet Taylor Upton, gave these summaries:
Total recel: for the year, $22,522. Tot
disbursements, = $21,652.11; balance, $869.89.
The five states paying the largest auxiliary
dues are New York, Massachusetts, Iowa,
Pennsylvania and Nebraska. The states
which have doubled membership are Kansas,
Nebraske, Minnesota, Montana, ' Oregon,
Ohio, New Mexico and the District of Colum-
bia. = The states which have Increased in
membership, Delaware, Louislana, Massachu-
setts, Michigan, Missouri, New York, Okla-
homa territory, Rhode Island, South Carolina,
West Virginia, Maryland, Californla, Maine,
New Jersey, Indlana, Vermont, lowa, Arkan-
sas, Utah and Kentucky. The states making
the largest contributions are New York, Mas-
sachusetts, New Jersey, District of Columblia,
Pennsylvania.

The Meeting Place.

The report was then vouched for by the
auditor, Miss Laura Clay. Miss Clay fol-
lowed her report by giving notice of the
amendment to provide for movable con-
ventions by striking out from the by-
laws the sentence—

‘“An annual meeting shall be held in Wash-
ington, D, C., during the first session of each
congress."’

The effect of this amendment will be to re-
lieve the N. W. S, A. of the obligation to
held its annual convention in Washington
once in two years, and give it freedom to hold
it in any part of the country and at any sea-
son of the year that shall be judged best for
the advancement of its objects,

The report of the committee on federal
suffrage was given by Mrs, Sarah Clay
Bennett, in which she stated that the
committee had continued to petition con-
gress to protect white and black women
equally with black men in their right to
vote for members of congress and presi-
dential electors in the states, under that
clause of the Fourteenth amendment of
out national copstitution which says: “No
state shall make or enforce any law which
shall abridge the privileges or immuni-
ties of citizens of the United States.” Be-
cause the judges of the supreme court of
the United States had now indirectly af-
firmed that this clause of the Fourteenth
amendment had annulled the word “male”’
in the constitutions and laws of the states
which conflned the right of suffrage to
men, and substantially conferred the
right upon women, by holding 4n the
Yarbrough decision of 1884 that the right

of suffrage was one of the ‘‘necessary’:

privileges of citizens of the United
States, after the members of their court
had affirmed in their Miner vs. Happersett
decision of 1875, that if the right of suf-
frage was one of these privileges, the
Fourteenth amendment had made void the
constitutions and laws of the states which
confined suffrage to men.

Miss Anthony's Report.

Miss Anthony’s report of the committee
on congressional work was listened to
with deep interest and attention. Her
work during the year was upon two dis-
tinct lines, the old. tamiliar petition to
congress to pass a 16th amendment grant-
ing full suffrage privileges upon women
and another ‘movement brought about by
new conditions. The latter was a petition
that the word ‘“male’ should not be in-
serted in the electoral clause of the con-
gtitutions proposed for Hawaii and Porto
Rico. The return of these petitions was
secured from every state and territory,
a tremendous work, as many of them are
almost entirely unorganized. - These pe-
titions were laid before the members of
congress from each state. The most in-
teresting petition was from Wyoming,
where one sheet was signed by every offi-
cer of ‘the state, several United States
officers and other prominent people of the
state. They had-signed in-duplicate sev-
eral petitions, and in this way Miss An-
thony had an autograph copy with her to
show that Wyoming prizes the equal suf-
frage statys unpder which it works. The
work of securing this petition was done
chiefly by Mrs. Cary, wife of the United
States senator.

There was some objection in Wyoming
to the. island constitutions granting uni-
versal suffrage. To that Miss Anthony
assented, if there was to be no sex dis-
crimination, Lut she rensiled: ‘They
grant a voe to every ignorant man,
whether he wears a shirt-waist or not,”
a sally greeted by much laughter.

Antis Appeared.

* For the first time the antis made their
appearance at the last congressional hear-
ing. Miss Anthony admitted that often
the petitioners received scant attention,
but she maintained that it was education-
al work that in the end would tell. Mrs.
Catt also called attention to the indigni-
ties sometimes still suffered and the poor
committees usually secured. She hoped
to get the matter before a more prom-
inent committee. Miss Anthony explained
that the special committee, although a
poor one, enabled them to get public
hearings and the printing of the reports.
; Press Committee.

* An elaborate and lengthy report was
made by Mre. Elnora Monroe Babcock for
the press committee, double time being
granted for this, showing the estimate
placed upon its importance.

The report of the work of enrollment
showed that this is a new line of work
just beginning and it will be considered
more fully in the work conference led by
Mrs. Priscilla Dudley Hackstaff, chairman
of the committee, to-morrow afternoon.
The report of presidential suffrage by
Henry B. Blackwell was deferred.

Council Committee Will Try to
Keep New Crematory Running,

ALL SORTS OF FINE SCHEMES

One Member Wants to Move the
Crematory to a Point Nearer
Town,

“Give me the money and the author-
ity to collect the garbagé in Minneapolis,”
said Health Commissioner Hall to the
council committee on the crematory this
morning, ‘““and- I will give you an abso-
lutely clean eity.”

The committee met  yesterday to
hear reports on ‘the garbage situation.
Health Commissioner Hall reported that
de.pite rhe activity of his department,
coupled with the efforts of the police, not
over eight or ten loads of garbage are
received d»ily at th: crematory. He
had issued permits to fifty-seven persons,
he said. A good deal of garbage was still.
going outside the city for feeding pur-
poses. -

At the best the present system of
garbage collection was but a makeshift.
It was guite inadequate to deal properly
with the garbage situation in Minneapolis,
and should be displaced for a more effi-
cient system. The best method, in his
estimation, was for the city to do its own
garbage collecting. That was the only
means he knew of that would assure a
clean community.

An Aldermanic Complaint.

Some of the aldermen complained that
the collection of garbage was costing the
householder too much, owing to the ex-
pense incident to the long haul to the
crematory. They thought an attempt
should be made to effect an -arrange-
ment with the street railway company for
hauling the garbage fram various central
points in the eity.

Alderman Merrill thought that there
would be just as stout an opposition to the
location of garbage transfer places in the
city as there was to the location of a
crematory itself.

The best way to deal with the. proposi-
tion, he insisted, was to continue under
the present system this year in the hope
of educating the eommunity to something
better and cheaper later on. The crema-
tory would have to br brought nearer the
garbage supply, he declared.

Like the Street Railway Scheme.

There was something very alluring to
some of the gentlemen of the committee
in the street railway transportation
scheme, and it was decided to appoint a
subcommittee to negotiate with the
street railway management in the matter.

The Matter of Closing the City’s
Theater-Saloons.

COURTS CAN'T TAKE INITIATIVE

The City Council Probably Won't—
The Mayor, Therefore, the
Only Recourse, .

The four theater-saloons mentioned in
the report of the grand jury as operating
contrary to law will probaly continue to
operate without any change in their con-
ditions, until the expirati of their li-
censes.

The power to revoke saloon license is
vested in the mayor, the city council and
the munieipal court. The court, however,
can act only after a trial and conviction
in the court. The council can act at any
time, either on specific complaints or on
general principles.

While this power to reveke is given to
the city council, it is not known that it
has ever been used in any instance, and
it would require some very exceptional
conditions to induce a city council to act
in the premises.

The popular opinion among the present
aldermen s that it would not be wise from
a political standpoint, or justifiable, in
fact, for them to ‘“‘cut in’’ and usurp a pow-
er which by long precedent belongs to the
executive department of the city govern-
ment.

Except in some very flagrant case of
disregard for the law and the ordinary
decencies on the mayor’'s part, or where
the morals of the community .might be
distinctly threatened, they argue, it
would be better all around to leave the
enforcement of the -ordinances wholly
to the mayor and to let the people settle
with him in dpe time.

The people elevated Dr. Ames to the po-
sition of mayor, they say, kpowing full
:well the character of the administration
he would give them, and now let them
broil in their own fat until his time is
out.

The more he disregards municipal de-
cencies, some of them say, the better they
will like it, because it will be that much
easier to retire him to private life at the
close of his term.

There are those in the council who
would gladly take the bits in their teeth
and, in so far as the charter perarits them,
enforce the law wherein the mayor fails.
But their number is few.

Military Surgeons Condemn That
~ Body’s Work.

THE CANTEEN ° IS INDORSED

A Red Hot Discussion—Resolution
in Favor of Repealing Anti-
. Canteen Law.

By a unanimous vote, the association
of military surgeons, in session at St.
Paul yesterday, pased a resolution in favor
of the repeal of the anti-canteen law.

The subject was introduced, with the
resolution, in a paper by Lieutenant Louis
L. Seaman, late of the First United States
Volunteer Engineers. His paper dealt
with the army canteen and the army ra-

tion.. It provoked considerable talk, but
every speaker agreed with the author.

A supplementary resolution, by Colonel
Reed, of Wyoming, constituted every dele-
gate a committee to see the congressmen
from his own state and provided for a
committee of three to labor with congress.
This last committee is to act with the
legislation committee of the American
Medical Association.

Lieutenant Seaman’s paper was bitter,
but full of facts, derived from experience
with the troops in the Philppines and in
China. He said in part:

Of what value is the best evidence before a
court ‘or congress that would sell its birth-
right for a mess of pottage, .as was done by
the last one in its servile catering for votes,
by submitting, against its judgment, to the
influence of a lot of fanatical and hysterical
women, and abolishing the army post ex-
change, or canteen.

In reviewing the report of vital statistics
at Camp Reilly, you must have observed the
high percentage of the venereal diseases,
over §0 per cent of all patients under treat-
ment being for this cause. It is to this dis-
tressing factor in connection with the.sub-
ject of the canteen that your attention is
specially invited. Venereal disease always
claims a large proportion of patients in a mil-
itary hospital, but I have it on the authority
of Lieutenant Greenleaf and his assistant,
Dr. Lewis, than whom I have met no more
conscientious officers in the medical depart-
ment of the American army, that since the
abolition of the canteen the percentage of
these cases has almost doubled.

Misguided W. C. T. U.

When the misguided enthusiasts of the W.
C. T. U. stop to reflect that the resul of their
influence in inducing congress to abolish
the post exchange, which produced this
enormous ‘increase of wretchedness in the
army hospitals, and made many husband,
father or lover the victim of a degrading dis-
ease, they may indulge in less self-congratu-
lation, and conclude to cease interfering with
institutions about which they are so hope-
lessly ignorant.

1f the W. C. T. U. could be induced to di-
rect its energles toward a co-operation with
the medical associations of ourountry which
are now making a study of the social evil
and are endeavoring to bring anout its segre-
gation and limitation as far as possible
within proper lines, it would then accom-
plish a great reform and prove itself a real
benefactor to humanity.

Congress, however, when considering the
repeal of the anti-canteen act, as it must
at its next session, will do well to remember
that the abolition of the post exchange has
not promoted even temperance.

The reading was frequently interrupted
by applause and followed by a general
discussion.

General Discussion.

Major Griffin of St. Louis, Mo., said: “If
it had not beén for the canteen in Chicka-
mauga we would have had more trouble
than we did.”

Colonel Grant of Colorado declared that
the convention should not adjourn with-
out passing a resolution for the repeal of
the anticanteen law. Colonel Reed of
Wyoming said it. was unfortunate that
we have a class of theorists—the W, C

They have no business trying to change
things in the army that they know nothing
about. They have induced congress to abolish
the canteen and made worse the very evils
that they sought to abate.

General Byers of Wisconsin—The great mis-
take of llate years has been this cussed med-
dling by legislation with the army. The good

‘women meant to do something, but they went

at it in the wrong way. If we can give those
congressmen to understand that this associa-
tion controls more votes than the W, C. T, U.
we can do something.

Colonel Grifin—Since Eve gathered the ap-
ple, she had wielded a power. However, her
place was. established shortly afterwards in
the home with her babies, not in war, and
not in camp. Hence the W. €. T. U. should
be at home, not in.the army. Had it not
Leen for the canteen the Lord knows how
many cases of typhoid we would have had in
Chickamauga. The soldier would go to it and
get his beer. He was not drunk. We rarely
bad a court-martial.

Women Defended.

Major Clark of Stillwater—This is a small
association, but it ought to be an influential
cpe. I would be the last to question the mo-
tives of these women. We may question the
wisdom of woman as a legislator, but we

know she means right, Hence we should act
with dignity. A bod; of men that have had
experience in dealing with this evil shouid
bave weight.

General Byers of Wisconsin
laugh by remarking:

“We had better go slow in talking of the
position of women. I've just come down
from Minneapolis, and Susan B. Anthony
is there.”

Major Halley of Misesouri said it was
impossible to stop the drink habit. The
‘best thing that could be done would be to
regulate it.

Major Westlake, a colored officer from
Chicago, agreed with the previous speak-
ers,

Major Hoffman of the regular army, said
the army officers recognized the value of
the post exchange, and were satisfied with
it for eight years. He ascribed the agita-
tion against the canteen to the fact that
the war of 1898 had brought 200,000 inex-
perienced men into the service.

The Resolution.

Following is the resolution:

Whereas, The Association of Military Sur-
geons. of the United States, now in session at
St. Paul, recognizes that the abolition of the
army post exchange, or canteen, has resulted,
and must inevitably result, in an increase of
intemperance, insubordination, discontent, de-
sertion and disease in the army; therefore,
be it

Resolved, That this body deplores the ac-
tion of congress in abolishing the said post
exchange or canteen, and, in the interests of
sanitation, ~morality. and discipline, recom-
mends - its re-establishment at the earllest.
possible date.

LICENSE COMMITTEE

Alderman Ryan Defines Its Position
as to G. J. Criticism.

Alderman John Ryan, chairman of the
council committee on’ licenses, naturally
takes an active interest in “the grand
jury’s reflections on the character of the
work of the license inspector and the
other license agencles. Speaking of the
jury’s criticlsms of License Inspector
Gardner he said that:he bad no marked
cause for complaint of his work, so far
as he knew of it.

Mr. Gardner had alwaye answered,
seemingly with truthfulness,. any ques-
tions put to him by members of the com-
mittee, At the samg time* he had no-
ticed that he never volunteered any infor-
mation. S

Alderman Ryan admitted that the com-
mittee had been working along in an un-
aggressive sort of a way, taking no mote
of the individual merits of the applicants
for liquor licenses. In doing this, how-
ever, they had only followed precedent
and acted in conformity with thg¢ advice
of the city attorney, who ha@l ruled that
the committee’s duties were purely for-
mal, and that in the absence of object-
tions they had no right to hold up an ep-
plicant’s license if all the legal formali-
ties had been complied with, which include
the license inspector's 0. K.

The applications previous to two meet-
ings ago had never come before the com-
mittee, only the licenses themselves and
the bonds. Lately the committee de-
cided to require all applications to come
before them, and it is Alderman Ryan's
idea that the committee should go far-
ther and require the applicants to appear
in person. He does not know that this
can legally be required of them, but he
holds that:it is worth the effort and he
will so recommend to the committee at
the next meeting. “If there is anything.
more that the committee can do in the
premises looking to better results in this
connection,” said he in conclusiom, I
shall be in favor of it.” .
