SCOPE OF FREE DELIVERY

Sapt. Mucbru Holds Oat a Hoseate
Prospect for All Who Get

Mali.

Washington, June 1.—"It Is entirely
within the bounds of possibility that the
people of the United States, east, west,
north and south, will have their mail de-
livered at their doors daily," said Super-
intendent A. TV. Machen, of the free de-
livery service, recently, "practically mak-
ing the entiro country, for the purpose of
mail delivery, one great city." The super-
intendent went on:

The proposition is entrely feasible. Rural
free delivery i3now an assured, permanent,
expanding branch of the postal system which
fs so rapidly developing that any conclusion
applicable to it is entirely within reason.
Whether It will be desirable to extend the
service to the limit suggested is a question
which will have to be determined in the
future. The conditions in different sections
of the country are varied and present diffi-
culties which will have to be overcome, each
in its turn. The public benefits accruing
from the service are many and ramified.
Good roads are a condition precedent to the
establishment of a route. Creeks and streams
must be bridged and highways must be kept
in permanent repair. A community denied
mail delivery for the reason that its roads
ara unfit or its bridges unsafe will at once
set about remedying the defects and will
keep thoroughfares and bridges in good con-
dition thereafter. The great problem of
"good roads" is thus happily solved with
one stroke of the postmaster general's pen
when he authoriees the establishment of a
new route or number of routes in a given
locality. The effect of this requirement has
been most noticeable in some of the farming
communities In the middle west where the
desire for a daily delivery of the mall has
overcome the reluctance to spend money on
tb« Improvement of the old country roads.

Probable Coat.
The probable ultimate cost of extending the

system all over the United States 1b a mat-
ter of estimate. There are many districts
•which, by reason of their topographical Ir-
regularities, would make free delivery opera-
tions very expensive, and for the purpose
of estimate these must be omitted. Out of
2,843 counties in the United States about
one-half are such that free delivery is feas-
ible. From the cost or routes already in
operation an average of $19,000 per county
has been struck in counties where the land
Is hilly and Irregular. On. the prairies of
the great west mail may be placed in the
hand* of our patrons for one-third less than
In the hilly sections. The roads are level. In
these counties the average cost per county
has been estimated at $15,800, or a total cost
of about $21,000^000 for the area I have named.
In fact, the postmaster general estimates that
the net annual cost of rural free delivery
may be scaled down to $13,700,000, covering
all th* eligible portions of the country, the
$8,770,000 difference being gained by esti-
mated savings from discontinued star routes
•nd fourth class postofflces.

Aside entirely from the inestimable benefits
of bo diverse and far reaching a nature as
to be almost without limit, the general result
of compelling the maintenance of good roads
in the United States will be more than
commensurate with the cost of the entire
system. This spring, by reason of bad roads,
we have been obliged occasionally to aban-
don trips on several route?, in the west.
We have notified the communities Interested
that unless the roads are kept in such order
that this year's experience will not be re-
peated the service will be discontinued, as
it will be. Advocates of good roads will
thoroughly appreciate the meaning of this or-
der, and the. people in the communities will
also discern that it means "good roads or
no rural free delivery."

Disproved by Experience.

It is but six years ago that the free de-
livery of mail in rural communities was
declared to be impracticable, too expensive,
and that the farmers themselves desired to
go to the village postofflee for their mall.
Experience has disproved these statements.
At the present time there are nearly 4,000
routes In operation, covering approximately
85,000 square miles, with about 4,000 car-
riers, supplying over 4,000,000 residents, who
weie formerly obliged to go to their nearest
postofflee for their mail —from a short walk
to several miles.

It is estimated that free delivery service
serves 31,000,000 city patrons, and that in
the 1,000,000 square miles to be served by
rural delivery 21,000,000 more persons are to
be reached. We are already serving about
one-fifth of this number and cover an area
with rural free delivery greater than that of
England. The Increase in the area covered
during the past year was 22,000 square
miles, and in the number of pieces of mall
handled nearly 26,000,000. It has been found
that when one community gets rural mall
delivery adjoining communities on all sides
Immediately make application for it. In this
way the service is gradually spreading and
th» natural conclusion is that it will finally
cover the whoU country.
