
'HOPPERS ARE THICK
Rocky Mountain Species Seen at Sev-

eral Points in Red Valley.

Grand Forks, N. D., June 4.—Reports
from neighboring localities show that
grasshoppers have made their appearance.
They are reported to have appeared in the
vicinity of Mclntosh in large numbers, andare also reported numerous in various por-
tions of the eastern part of Polk county,
Minn. They are of the destructive Rocky
mountain locust species. This locality,
as well as southwestern Polk and north-
western Norman, was visited by the late
Professor Lugger last fall, and he pre-
dicted that unless the fields were plowedthen the insects would appear in destruct-
ive numbers this summer.

Fargo, N. D., June 4.—Some alarm is
felt over the report that grasshoppers
have* commenced to ravage the fields in
this county. Sheriff Twichell reports
finding a field, near the Cheyenne river,
between Fargo and Mapleton, in which a
hundred acres of wheat had been destroyed
by the pests. In other fields it is claimed
small patches have been eaten away.
