FINE EXHIBITS

Minnesota Fish and Game at the
State Fair.

Plans for the fish and game exhibit at
the next state fair have been perfected
by Secretary E. W. Randall of the fair
and Executive A#ent Fullerton of the
state game and fish commission. The fair
board will furnish the aquariums and the
state will supply the fish with some aid
from the United States fish commission.

The game and fish exhibit will include
this year moose, deer and elk heads and
specimens of all kinds of game birds that
grow wild in Minnesota. It is probable
that sevral private collections of the
quality will be secured for the first year
while a state collection is being prepared.

As for fish, the state hatchery has a
pretty good collection. The United States
fish commissioner has promised to sendsome new stock for the plant.

The grotto will be in the shape of a
tunnel and willappear as though blasted
out of solid rock. At night the aquarium
will be lighted by electric bulbs in the
water, giving a very pretty effect.

The fish exhibit will consist of about
1,000 specimens, Including all the stur-
geon families, trout, bass, pike, crappie
and other game fish. The aoquarlum will
cost about Jl,ooo, over half of which will
be spent for plate glass.

It ia intended to make this a permanent

part of the fair exhibits and at the next
session of the legislature an appropriation
will be asked for its support. The idea
Is to make the fish display equal to that
at the Pan-American or any other na-
tional exposition.
