CAST 500 VOTES IN ONE DAY

Miss Gordon of New Orleans and
Her “Sufirage Spree."'

New York Sun Special Service.

, New Orleans, June 7.—Miss Kate M. Gor-
don of this city, who has just been elected
corresponding secretary of the National
American Woman’s Suffrage Association, is
probably the only person in the United States
who ever voted legitimately several hundred
times in one day. When the Louisiana cou-
stitutional convention, in 1898, gave taxpay-
ing women the right to vote upon all gues-
tions submijtted to the taxpayers, it added
a clause unique in suffrage legislation to the
effect that any woman who preferred to do
so might cast her vote by proxy.

Soon after, a special election was held in
New Orleans to levy a tax for improved
sewerage. New Orleans was almost the only
city of its size without underground sewers.
Up to that time every effort to levy a spe-
cial tax for sewers had failed. When the
women taxpayers were given a vote, they
took a great interest in the question, held
many public and parlor meetings and cast
a large vote. The election went in favor of
better sanitation, and all New Orleans papers
declared that ‘‘the women did it.”

Miss Gordon was president of the Women's
Sewerage and Drainage League of New Or-
leans. She collected proxies from 300 women
taxpayers who wanted better sewers but
were timid about going to the polls, and she
spent clection day in driving about and vot-
ing over and over again in all parts of the
city, as every proxy vote had to be cast in
the precinct 'where the person giving the
proxy lived. The Business Meén’'s Associa-
tion of New Orleans gave Miss Gordon a
-medal for her exertions, and her indulgence
in this unprecedented attempt of voting—a
real suffrage spree—has had no perceptible
effect in impairing the ladylike grace and re-
pose of her manner.

Suffragists Want Police Matrons.

At one of the executive committee meetings
of the suffrage association Mrs. Harrlet Tay-
lor Upton, state,president of the Ohio state
associatiop, tried to get a law through the
legislatures providing for police matrons in
citles large enough to require them. Objec-
tions were made to this on the ground that
the W. C. T. U. had such a department and
this looked like stealing thunder.
ton replied that the Toledo Woman Suffrage
association, which has held meetings for
thirty-three years, secured the passage of
such a law in Ohio before the W. C. T. U.
was born. The motion prevailed.
