OUR DAILY BREAD

Valuable Suggestions for the Kiteh-
en and Dining-Room,
By Katherine Kurtz.
SELECTING SUITABLE FO0O0DS FOR
HOT WEATHER

Extra care and attention must be given to
the preparation of our foods during this sea-
son of the year in order to avoid monotony
and insure tempting and gratifying results.

June is usually the beginning of hot weath-
er in our northern climate. It becomes neces-
sary, then, at this time to very materially
reduce the amount of heat-producing foods.
Cut off fats, though not vegetable oils, as
these accompany salads, which are most suit-
able for hot weather. ¥ncrease the supply of
fruits and fresh, green vegetables, but reduce
the supply of starchy foods. Lean meats are:
better for warm weather diet than starchy
vegetables, though meat decomposes quickly
in summer, and one tires of it very soon;
therefore fish, eggs and vegetable substitutes
for meats are much better, especially for the
morning meal.

The Appetite Grows Capricious.

As all perishable foods spoil so quickly in
hot weather, and there is less inclination for
even the daintiest food than in winter, one
must purchase such foods as will not keep
well in smallest possible quantities, and avoid
left-overs from day to day. The appetite that
is in the least fastidious can be kept in a
pormal condition only by variety, dainty
cooking and delicate serving.

On all occasion avoid too great an abun-
dance of food. The table should attract by
the freshness and whiteness of the linen,
sparkle of glass and silver, and general air
of lightness and restfulness, The dining-
room should be in direct contrast to the glare
and heat outside.

The Care of Meai-.

These give the housewife the greatest care;
it is therefore a better plan to purchase these
in just the amount necessary for the day’s
supply, and dispense with them as much as
possible, as they are not appetite producers
in hot weather, at least not the heavier
meats.” The moment meat comes from the
market remove the wrapper, which will soon
absorb the meat juices, lay the meat on a
platter and put it at once in the refrigerator,
for if allowed to remain in the warm Kkitchen
for any length of time the flavor will be de-
stroyed. Do not place the meat directly on
the ice, as it will draw out the juices. The
bottom of the refrigerator is the best place.

Serve Plenty of Fruit.

Every housewife should take advantage of
the wise provision of nature to supply us
with an abundance of fresh fruits during the
heated term. These will save her time and
work over the hot stove, and when served
daintily will prove more acceptable at most
meals than the rich, heavy viands. In sum-
mer fruits we have an embarrasement of
riched; but they do not pall on the taste, as
do almost all other foods, so they should be
eaten freely while they last.

The Summer Breakfast.

This meal is the most trying one to the
housewife who studies the comfort of her
family, as she knows it plays an 1mportaﬂ
part in ‘‘starting things right’’ for the day.
#While she must make due allowance for indi-
vidual tastes and fancies and the c¢apricious-
ness of the appetite, she must not lose sight
of the fact that a due regard must be shown
to the suitableness of the dishes, and though
those who toil not, neither do they spin, may
manage to exist very comfortably on fruits,
ices and such unsubstantial foods, the wage
earner must have something more solid and
“staying’’ added to these.

QCereals should take the place of meat for a
hot weather breakfast. These combine nicely
with fruit. ‘To avoid monotony in these, se-
Ject four or five that are best liked by the
family in general, and do not serve the same
kind twice in succession. Select those which
are the least heating. The wheat prepara-
tions, farina, rice and barley; and also those
which require the shortest time to cook thor-
oughly, as this is no small consideration in
hot weather, especially on sultry mornings.

A very good plan is to cook your breakfast
cereal the evening before, while preparing
dinner or supper. Pour the porridge into
individual molds and set in the refrigerator.
Do not make the porridge as thick when it is
to be served cold as wWhen eaten hot, or it
will be too stiff, This is delicious served with
fruit and cream.’ e

Meats for Breakfast.

As you desire to serve no larger cuts of
meat in hot weather than steak or chops, you
cannot consider them' for breakfast; and - in
fact one feels much better when they are dis-
pensed with at this meal. If meat is served
for breakfast it is desired more as an appe-|
tizer than for nourishment, therefore a-few
slices of thin, crisp bacon, grilled dried beef
or moderately salt fish will often add zest to
the appetite and make the meal enjoyable.’
