High School Baseball club, iv answer to the
blutf of the Central high school club of Min-
neapolis concerning the championship of Min-
nesota and northwestern Wisconsin, has this
to say: That, as the Elk River high not only
outclassed, but also outplayed, Central iv
three games here, and this the Central play-
ers themselves admitted, we know of no rea-
son why we should meet a second time. It
is not customary for high school teams to
play ball all summer, and the high school
iseason closes at the close of the school year,
and our school closed the day we played
Central. The Centrals came to Elk River
expecting to wipe the earth with us, accord-
ing to their "'brags" before the game, just
because we lived in a small town and had
a small high school; but they found, before
the close of our game, that it was not merely
size nor experience, but ability to play ball,
that wins games.

We do not claim the championship of Min-
nesota and northwestern Wisconsin, because
we have it without claim. Why did not Cen-
tral play more than one game with Ham-
mond? As Central does not play a club a
second time which it has defeated once, we
decline on the same grounds. During our
game with Central Bldlake umpired until
the eighth inning, when we allowed him to
go in and pitch, after seeing the weak points
of our players. As the result of this change,
Brown went to second and the center fielder
umpired the rest of the game, and he was
continually, from that on to the close of the
game, coaching his fellow players and giv-
ing them the best of decisions.

We were prac-
tically playing against ten men, and the
pitcher-umpire and umpire-coacher did their
•best to help their own club.

The Central high has no claim whatever
to the championship, and they know it, and
they are just putting up a big bluff in order
to keep their friends still. They are sore
because they let a lot of hayseeds beat them.
They admitted after the game that we had
the championship, and when they returned to
Minneapolis they were so "guyed" and
"joshed" about It that after a week's time
they stuck in their bluff in order to keep
the people still. But their bluff doesn't work.
We have defeated Central and we are through.
We have the championship and the high
school baseball season is over.

Professor
Leßoux has written The Journal a
letter in which he makes some caustic
observations on alleged unprofessional
conduct of the St. Paul swordsman. Said
Professor Leßoux:

To-
day I still decline, and will continue to de-
cline to soil my foil against his on account
of the iollowlng fake letter which I received
from him, showir.g what kind of a fake he
wanted to get up, under the name of a fenc-
ing contest with sharp points.
