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TUGS LEFT BEHIND
Independence Takes a Trial Spin at

a 15-Knot Pace.

1 TACHT SHOWS MANYGOOD POINTS

Trial Demonstrated Boat's Abilityto
Go to Windward in Moder-

ate Breese.

Boston, June 12.—If there ever were any
serious doubts about the ability of the
Independence to go windwerd in a moder-
ate breeze they were dispelled yesterday
by a great exhibition of fast sailing
from Half Way Rock, off Marble Head
harbor to Nahant Head. The sloop trav-
eled at a wonderful speed under conditions
which suited her perfectly. The sea was
as smooth as glass and the southerly wind
was just strong enough to put the loe
rail down to within a few inches of the
water.

Designer Crowninshield said afterward
that the showing to-day convinced him
that the Independence was not a slow boat
under such conditions and that more speed
could have been gotten out of her had
the club top sail and baby Jib top sail
been carried. He estimated from the time
taken at Half "Way Rock and Nahant Head
that the boat sailed at a speed of fifteen
knots an hour and she certainly left the
two tugs far behind in coming across the
bay. Both tugs were steaming at their
best and their captains say they were
going an eleven mile clip.

Rum to Marble Head.

The sloop was taken in tow at 10 o'clock
and cast loose from outside Boston light
at 11:25. The intermediate jib top sail
was hoisted for the first time and like all
the other light sails shown thus far, it
fitted her perfectly. Then the gaff top-
sail was sent up and with boom top part

the Independence stood away toward Mar-
ble Head. There was but a 6light breeze
blowing to the eastward at the time, but
for more than two hours she slid along
quietly and at 2 o'clock ran up into Marble
Head harbor. As soon as the boat poked
her nose around the neck a greeting from
all sizes of cannon echoed around the bay.

The visit was unexpected, but soon the
townspeople woke up and all along the
\u25a0water front there was a continuous firing
of small guns. The sailing masters on
the yachts lying at anchor ordered salutes
fired and altogether the greeting was a
cordial one.

Sweeping well Into the harbor the Inde-
pendence came about and catching the
fresh breeze from the southeast she
romped out again on the starboard tack
ac far as Half Way Rock. The wind in-
creased steadily and several puffs put the
lee rail under the water in good shape.

At Half Way Rock Haff tacked to port

and with sheets well aft, beat up to
Nahan Head. A couple of more hitches
brought the boat past the Brewsters, and
at 4 o'clock ehe was taken in tow for Bos-
ton.

Designer Crowninshield says he has not
abandoned the balance rudder entirely. A
roller bearing is to he made and he hopes
that this arrangement will prevent the
Jamming of the rudder. He expects to
give the rudder another trial when the
new bearing hes been made.

As one of
the men who has made money in western
North Dakota, a country against which a few
years ago eastern capitalists seemed to be
prejudiced, he takes pleasure in pointing to
the eastern money that is going into west-
ern. Dakota -ounties now for investment.
Mr. Regan looks for a big crop, and with It
the immigrants who arrived in the past two
years will be the best satisfied lot of people
in the west.

Q. F. Moulton is back from a trip to
Fargo and the fire festival. He says that
Fargo gave the people of the state a big
show. Crops in the valley could not look
tetter.

"Where rolls the Oregon is becoming a
great country," said S. L. Moorhead, editor
of the Junction City (Ore.)
