Here I am with a
hungry party behind me and such pressure
is brought to bear that sometimes it seems
as if human nature were unable to withstand,
but right I shall do every time as I see it,
before God."

FOLEY A COUNTY SEAT
Had Votes to Spare In Its Contest

With Sank Rapids.

St. Cloud, Minn., June 17.—A fierce
county seat fight ended in Benton county
with the closing of the polls Saturday
evening at 6 o'clock. Not until an early
hour Sunday morning was the exact re-
sult known, although it had been felt for
a week that Foley, the new candidate for
county seat honors, was likely to win.
The new town won out by a vote of 1,284
to 801 cast for Sauk Rapids. Fifty-five
per cent of the total vote cast was re-
quired to move the county seat, and it
will be seen that a couple of hundred
more votes than were required under the
statute were cast for Foley.

CAPTURE OF 'AGGY'
Major Braden Writes It Was of

Small Importance.

DARING OF FUNSTON RECOGNIZED

School Teacher to Supersede the
Soldier—lmproved Conditions

Everywhere Seen.

Special to The Journal,
Aberdeen, S. D., June 17.—Major J. Q.

A. Braden, writing from Manila under
date of May 17, says he has been ap-
pointed treasurer of the provinces of Am-
bos Camarines, and will leave in a short
time to enter upon his duties. His letter
contains much valuable information. He
says: "These provinces are in the south-
eastern part of Luzon, about 250 miles
from Manila by sea, and are one degree
nearer the equator than Manila, the capi-
tal, Neuva Caceres, being 13 degrees 30
minutes north.. The provinces have about
200,000 inhabitants, and embrace the en-
tire width of the island, reaching fromsea to sea.

There has been a great change in conditions
since I last wrote, although I believe I said
that the insurrection was as good as ended.
At the present time there are not more than
two or three insurrecto "generals" still out,
and they are of no importance and will soon
surrender or be captured, for their followers
have practically all deserted them.

I see the capture of Aguinalio was con-
sidered of great importance in the States.
Here it did not cause a ripple of excite-
ment. He had ceased to be a factor in the
situation and exercised no control over the
few remaining insurrectos; he was a fugitive
from justice, hiding even from his own peo-
ple. While the capture was not of great im-
portance I would not belittle the daring of
General Funston and those with him. I can
conceive of no undertaking more hazardous,
as those five officers placed their lives In the
hands of some eighty natives, any one of
whom could have betrayed them. I person-
ally know Captain Newton and Lieutenant
Mitchell of the party and have had a full
account of the expedition from first hands.
The event will live In history and it is right
that it should.

Manila keeps right on improving ell the
time. High rents are one of the surest in-
dications of business activity that I know. A
house suitable for a small family rents for
$75 in gold per month and is extremely hard
to find at that. The city is as orderly and
quiet as any city of the same size in the
States, and one goes about day or night
with no more thought of harm, and pernaps
with less,, than in San Francisco.

During the years of insurrection two signif-
icant facts inspired me with hope and con-
fidence in the future. These facts are the
universal deside, I may say more than desire
and perhaps can express it better by using
the word hunger, for education, and the uni-
versal desire of all, old and young, to learn
the English language. A people who desire
knowledge have something in them that can
be developed and built upon. The fact that
all wish to acquire English leads me to be-
lieve that down in the bottom of their hearts
they hope, expect and believe they will re-
main a part of the great republic in some
form.

The beginning of the end of the soldier'?
work here has come, and now let the school
teacher take his place. The army, nowever,
should not be hastily withdrawn. It will be
remembered that it was necessary to keep a
portion of our army in certain sections of the
States after the close of tho civil war, and
we certainly cannot expect these people to be
more obedient and law obiding than our
dofeated brothers were then, while they were
our brothers by all the ties that bind a
people together. The best guaranty of peace
is the maintenance of sufficient authority to
enforce it.
