DUMPED ON DES M.

Western League Manager Put the
‘“Has Beens’’ There.

IT IS PLAINLY BAD POLICY

Kansas City’s Great Lead in the
Western Procession—Minne-

apolis Is Stronger.

Having unloaded all their surplus play-
ers on to Des Moines, including a num-
ber of very passee ‘‘has beens’” and some
real gold bricks, the other Western league
barons will now proceed to acquire lofty
percentages for their hired men at the
expense of W. P. Chase, owner of the Des
Moines midgets. It would be a distinct
advantage to every one having money in-
vested in the Western league if the Des
Moines club was strengthened. Big Ban
Johnson, the mogul in the American
league, has been working on this lay for
many reasons, but his work this year has
been so coarse and raw, so clearly a confi-
dence game, as to disgust the intelligent
patrons of the game.

The closer the race for the pennant,
the more enthusiasm will be aroused
among the fans. If they have enthusiasm
they will not only go themselves, but at-
tract others, for in baseball as elsewhere,
a crowd attracts a crowd.' At the present
time the pennant ‘“‘race’” is tamer than
ever. Des Moines, which awhile ago
showed some inclination to move up into
closer communion with the others has
fallen further back instead, while the
teams which were to ttrim down the big
Kansas City margin have not kept their
promise. The ‘‘race’’ is not even a pro-
cession.

A Far Call.

Beall’s colts can hardly be said to be
within hailing distance of the Kawtown
sprinters. To-day a distance of .128 points

separates the two teams. The coming
week will determine whether the two
teams are in the same class. They have

not been, but the addition of new timber
secured recently has led to the belief
that the Minnes are stronger than be-
fore. The last twelve games have been
with the two tail-end teams, and no pen-
nant aspirants could ask for anything
softer on which to try its luck than Omaha
and Des Moines. Omaha has one ball play-
er, while the midgets have hardly that.
The cowboys, millionaires and St. Joes
will not be gathered in so easily, but even
against them the locals will have the ad-
vantage of playing on home ground, and
having a ‘“home umpire.” The only one
in the league which does not come under
that classification has been suspended, so
he need not be feared.

SODEN IS THINKING

That Brush Johnson Sudden Friend-
ship Looks Significant.

“I see that Ban Johnson has attended a
game in Cincinnati as the guest of John
T. Brush,” said President Soden the other
day. “I wonder if there is anything do-
ing? I have not heard from Brush this
season, but the chances are that he is
working out some plans for the future. I
think it will yet come to the_plan I
mapped out some years ago—that is,
baseball divided up in the east and in
the west, and after a series in both sec-
tions, the sections to pay one visit each
way.

““This would save traveling expense and
bring the game under one head, which is
the only way that investors are fairly
sure of making the thing pay. Then, too,
I think all will be playing for 25 cents
soon. This will force the clubs to cut
down salaries, and the best players will
be getting from §1,200 to $1,600 a year.
This is the final solution of baseball, and
all will see it in that way before the
Wresent year is over.”

Mr. Soden’s original plan was to have
Boston, New York, Philadelphia, Brook-
lyn, Baltimore and Washington play a
schedule of games up to the last of July.
In the west have Pittsburg, Cincinnati,
Chicago, St. Louis, Detroit and Cleve-
land or some other city play a schedule
as they do in the east and then have the
sections make one trip, the club having
the largest percentage of won games to
be awarded the championship. President
Soden believes the public would be hungry
for the meeting of the sections at the
time the sport began to wane, and all
the clubs would be benefited thereby.

Must Have Two Judges.

The sooner that the major leagues go back
to the double umpire system the better for
all concerned, -including the umpires, says
Tim Murnane. Never was better umpiring
witnessed than this season, and yet the life
of the officials is one of dissatisfaction. The
public has now given up the idea of intimi-
dating the umpires, so the players have
taken up the questionable work, to the detri-
ment of the sport. Then, again, a man
working every day becomes tired of his job
and could enjoy going on the bases while the
second man took a turn behind the plate.
‘It may cost a few dollars, but the only way
to give satisfaction on the ball field is to
have the double umpire plan in use, and
then there will be trouble, as some captains
believe in keeping the pot a-boiling with
trouble to keep the players up to their best
work.

How Denver Enterains Umpires.

TO REWARD AMERICANS

King Edward Will Give Medals to
Defenders of the Legations.

London, June 17.—King Edward has an-
nounced his intention of granting a medal
for services in China, which is to be con-
ferred upon the Englishmen and foreign-
ers alike who have taken part in the re-
lief of the legations at Peking and their
defense. Unless there is objection on the
part of the United States government, it
will be conferred on all the American sol-
diers, sailors, officers, consular and dipio-
matic officers and civilians concerned in
the defense and relief of the legations.

President McKinley will be requested,
through the British legation at Washing-
ton, to announce a list of names of those
entitled to the distinction, which will
take the form of a silver medal suspended
from the left breast by a blue  ribbon
bordered with yellow.
