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GUIDING PORTO RICO
Federal Party Comes Over to the

Support of the Administration.

DELEGATION VISITS GOV. ALLEN

Patriotic Speeches Exchanged ' and
All Looks Well for the

Island.

San Juan. Porto Rico, June 18.—The

members of the federal party who were
formerly bitter opponents of the adminis-
tration have now changed around and are
supporters of the policy of the govern-
ment. This party held a convention Sun-
day and elected Francisco Acuna as the
new leader to succeed Alunoz Rivera, who
has resigned. The convention also se-
cretly resolved to support the government.

Therefore, a committee consisting of
Senores Acuna, Santiago, Palmer, Per-
mince and Diaz called on Governor Allen
yesterday and paid their respects. They

said they were appointed to call on him
as the representatives of a political party
and citizens who were interested in the
development of Porto Rico and the ad-
vancement of the industries of the country.
They offered to co-operate with the gov-
ernor in any way that would redound to

the benefit of the country. The spokes-
man of the committee said they felt that
the time had come when small bickerings

should be overlooked and all men should
unite in the desire to aid good govern-
ment. Sufficient time had elapsed since
the establishment of civil government for
an idea to be formed as to the intentions
of the administration and the committee
felt that these were all for the best.

Governor Allen received the delegation
politely and expressed his pleasure on
hearing that the efforts of the administra-
tion met with the approval of all good
citizens. He said that the American gov-
ernment and himself personally welcomed
the support and co-operation of all the
people of Porto Rico. They had never
doubted the result of the experiment here,
\u25a0which had only been retarded by injudi-
cious statements which had been circulat-
ed. In regard to the future, Governor
Allen intimated that the island would soon
enjoy free trade and a great era of pros-
perity.

At the convention on Sunday delegates
\u25a0were present from every district on the
island and it is considered that this gen-
eral approval is the highest sort of a
tribute to Governor Allen and promises
a great deal of prosperity. The adminis-
tration is highly gratified at the indorse-
ment of the federal party.

COPPER AND GOAL
White Horse, Alaska, Has a Gen-

uine Boom.

COAL MINES OF GREAT VALUE

Properties of Robert Lowe Alone
Comprise 1,300 Acres—Town

With a Future.

Seattle, Wash., June 18. —The spring
boom has struck White Horse, Alaska, in
earnest. The sound of hammers can be
heard in all directions and vacant lots
in the business portion of the town are
becoming scarce.

The copper kings also have a large gang
of men at work opening up their respect-
ive properties, and the outlook from this
quaiLer alone is more than encouraging.

The coal mines, too, are not behind.
Mr. Lowe has already had one test made
by the W. P. & Y. railway, which has
proved that the White Horse coal is, in-
terior to none. Miners are hard at work.

H. C. Dickson has just completed a
survey of the coal mines owned by Rob-
ert Lowe and others. The total area cov-
ered by the survey will comprise in the
neighborhood of 1,300 acres and cover a
distance of about four miles in length,
along which the vein crops out the entire
way. At Discovery, a 60-foot tunnel with
a 21^foot crosscut has already been run,
a vein of clean solid coal of an anthracite
character, twenty-two feet in width,
struck, with every indication of perma-
nancy and improvement as greater depth
is attained.

Another Statement as to Their Dif-

ferences.

SOME CHARGES AGAINST CUBANS

How They Are Said to Have Viola-

ted the Confidence of the
Secretary

Washington, June IS.—It is absolutely

denied, by authority, on behalf of the ad-
ministration, that the majority report of
the constituent assembly at Havana was
tver submitted to the secretary of war
prior to its adoption, slightly modified at
his request, and then pronounced by him
•'all right." The assertion that it had
been so submitted and approved is made
by La Diseusion, the Havana newspaper,
as of its own knowledge.

"The meaning of this continual repeti-
tion of charges of bad faith is very diffi-
cult to understand," said a diplomat re-
cently. "Not one line, word or syllable
of the report was submitted to Secretary
Root for approval. Had it been, he could
not have approved it without utterly stul-
tifying himself in the eyes o! the dele-
gates who came here as representatives
ofthe assembly to have the Platt program
explained to them. At the first interview
with the Secretary of War, before they
had Been the president, they wished to
have certain things made clear, and the
secretary then warned them that anything
he might say would be exclusively his
opinion, and not an official expression,
since he had not the slightest power to
alter or amend or any legal authority
whatever to interpret, the terms of the
Platt conditions. One of the persons
present began to take notes but took pains
to explain that he was not doing this in
order to commit the secretary to any
Btatement, but merely to have a memoran-
dum of the conference for the use of the
delegates when they were discussing
among themselves questions on which
their memories might disagree.

"Again, when the party went to the
White House, the same thing was ex-
plicitly stated—that the president had no
more authority to alter or interpret the
Platt program than the secretary had.
Every one pretended to understand the
situation, and no other idea entered the
mind of anybody here till the dispatches
from Havana began to overflow with sto-
ries of American duplicity in dealing with
the delegation. Another thing happened
which is as inexplicable as this. When thedelegates pressed Mr.Root for his Interpre-
tation of the intervention clause, he an-
swered once more that he would rather
not attempt to give one, because he could,
say nothing that would have officialweight. He added, however, that Sen-
ator Platt -whose name was attached to
the program, and who, as a member of
congress, though only one of many, would
be far better able to judge of the mean-
ing of the several clauses, was at hand
and could perhaps give them some general
satisfaction. The secretary's note was
then written to Mr. Platt, and the sen-
ator's answer, covering his personal views,
returned. Before letting the delegates
see this last document, the secretary, in
order to avoid any possible misunder-
standings, wrote across the sheet, "In-
trusted in confidence to Senor Mendez
Capote." The next time the secretary
saw the letter thus "intrusted in confi-
dence," he read it as published in the Ha-
vana press. There, of course, the injunc-
tion of secrecy was carefully omitted. To
this day he has received no explanation
of this extraordinary phenomenon. Be-
tween this incident and the publication of
interpretations which he never made, to
which he never gave even an indirect as-
sent, and which, if they had been basedupon any statement he had made to thedelegates, would have involved a flat be-
trayal of his confidence, you may imagine
he has had his patience pretty sorely tried.
It has been the rule of his life not to go
into newspaper controversies; hence his
unwillingness to put forth a proclamation
of denial of any sort. But there is abun-
dant evidence on every point If congress
should ever care to probe the disagreeable
matter.

"Whether the latest story, that Secre-tary Root gave his approval to the pro-
posed electoral law for Cuba, proceeds
from the same source as all the othersnobody here knows. On its face it seems
to bear the same stamp; for everyone who
knows the secretary's theories about thesethings knows that he is wholly opposed to
the idea of a double or indirect electionsystem, which is a pronounced feature of
the Cuban law. The Cubans seem, in
their fancy for modeling their government
upon that of the United States, to havefelt impelled to take up with some of thethings which experience has least ap-
proved to us. What they wish to do,
for instance, is to have a popular electionfor electors, who in turn shall do the
final electing. This is every bit as in-
volved as it sounds. Moreover, they wish
to have a long time elapse — several
months — between the election of theelectors and the election by the electors.
It is the most cumbrous possible piece of
machinery, as they have devised it. If
the secretary had been consulted, he wouldnot only have approved it, but he wouldhave advised sweeping away all thetedious waits and entangling indirections
and getting up something whereby the Cu-ban people would have simply gone to
work, elected their officers by ballot, and
installed them with no unnecessary cere-mony. However, ifnot asked) to direct oreven advise on, the present undertaking,
bearing his recent experience in other
matters in mind, he will probably leave
the Cubans to their own devices and wishthem God-speed."

DEATH CHEATS HYMEN
Young: Man Pound Murdered on the

Day of His Wedding.
Shamokin, Pa., June 18.—Daniel Richards,

aged 20 years, of Green Ridge, was found
dead on the porch of his intended bride at
Mount Carmel to-day with a bullet hole in
his right temple. Young Richards was to
have been married to-day to Miss Elizabeth
Walters, daughter of Harry Walters. The
young man called at the Walters house last
night, and shortly after 10 o'clock started
for hie home in Green Ridge, a distance of
three miles. That was the last seen of him
by any member of the family until his body
was found on the porch this morning. The
weapon from which the fatal shot had been
fired has not yet been found, and the police
officials are working on the theory that Rich-
ards was murdered and his body carried to
the Walters home. Miss Walters said there
had been no quarrel between them and that
Richards appeared to be in unusually £oodspirits.

WORSE THAN THEFT
Story of the Great Quay Steal in

Pennsylvania.

HOW THE MACHINE DID IT

One of the Coldest Dealu Ever Hand-

ed Out to an Indignant
People.

Philadelphia, June 19.—The country Is
not yet fully avvare of the enormity of
the outrage perpetrated by the politicians
of Pennsylvania and Philadelphia in the
matter of street car franchises. The peo-
ple of Philadelphia and Pittsburg have
been at a fever heat for several days
over the disclosures made as a result of
Jahn Wanaraaker's offer of $2,500,000 for
the right's that have been given away by
the mayor and council under cover of a
new state law.

Two weeks ago there was no intima-
tion of any legislation of the character
under which these grants have been se-
cured. Suddenly Senator Quay, Senator
Penrose and other republican leaders ap-
peared at Harrisburg, and, as if by magic,
bills are introduced in the senate cal-
culated to revolutionize the granting ofcharters for street railways. Within ten
minutes after their introduction they are
favorably reported from the corporation
committee and three days later passed
the senate. Within a week the bills
passed the house.

On the eve of their passage by the
house, Senator Quay and his chief lieu-tenants returned to Harrisburg and spent
the night with Governor Stone. The nextmorning it was announced that the gov-
ernor had signed the bills. Several hours
before this fact had been made public-
applications for ninety-two street railway
charters, covering all the unoccupied
streets of Philadelphia and Pittsburg
\u25a0were filed with the secretary of the com-
monwealth. The applicants were well-
known Quay lieutenants, including Sena-
tor Quay's son.

As soon as the favored ones were sup-plied with charters the office of the sec-retary of the commonwealth was closed
and all other applicants refused attention.Three days later another bill was intro-duced in the senate, and is now upon sec-
ond reading in the house, providing thatfuture applicants for charters must con-
vince the governor, attorney general andsecretary of the commonwealth that rail-roads are needed upon the streets they
covet before charters will be granted

There is no doubt of the passage of thisbill, which will make it impossible forcompetition with the politicians who havesecured franchises under original legisla-
tion.

It Is generally understood that thebeneficiaries of this legislation are thosewho contributed to the enormous cam-paign fund used by the machine in Penn-sylvania during the last four years. One

I TRANS-ALASKAN ROAD
TO NOME AND BERING STRAITS

Preliminary Surveys for 800 Miles
of Track in the Arctic

Denver, June 18.—Rev. M. A. Rader,pastor of Grace M. E. church; Rev. W h!Talmadge, state superintendent of the
Antisaloon League, and Secretary Walter
D. Wynkoop of the Christian Endeavor
society of Denver, were summoned to an-
swer to-day in Judge 'Palmer's division of
the district court to the charge of con-tempt. I. P. Stauer, secretary of anoyster house, swore to the charges. Thecase grew out of a temporary injunction
granted by Judge Palmer restraining the
movement to stop liquor selling on Sun-day. Dr. Rader is cited for contempt on
account of having made a statement fromhis pulpit, in which he is quoted as hav-ing said:

I suppose we will soon be informed that ajudge will grant injunctions against the en-
forcement of the laws against thieves and
sluggers and murderers.

Information against Dr. Talmage says
that in an interview he declared, in sub-
stance:

That the said Peter L. Palmer was under
the control and influence of the saloon men
of the city of Denver and ihat the said in-
junctions were issued by him at their behest,
and that it would be worth while for the sa-
loon men to pay Judge Palmer $20,000 to make
the injunction permanent, but that if it were
accomplished, it would result in a great up-
heaval of the Christian people of Denver.

Mr. Wynkoop is cited in consequence of
a notice issued to the members of the
Christian Endeavor society calling a mass-meeting to protest against the granting
of injunctions.

London, June 18.—Craig-y-Nos castle, the
residence in Wales of Adelina Patti (Baroness
Rolf Cederstrom), was put up at auction thi3
afternoon at the Mart, this city. Mme. Patti's
reasons for disposing of one of the most
beautiful country seats in the United King-
dom are said by her agents to be twofold. In
the first place, she desires to spend a good
part of each year in Sweden with her hus-
band's relatives, and In the second place she
finds that the Welsh climate does not thor-
oughly agree with her. Her life in the future
will be spent in the country of her husband's
birth.

Craig-y-Xos was bought in for £45,000 aftera dramatic scene caused by a false bid of
£50,000, which wa^ the reserve price.

The auction room was packed with influ-
ential people and agents. Among those pres-
ent was Baron Cederstrom. The bidding
opened with an offer of £50,000, made by a
prominent London auctioneer. No other of-
fer was heard and Auctioneer Lumley de-
clared Madame Patti's castle sold at that
figure. Simultaneously the bidder rushedup and told Mr. Lumley he had not meant
his offer to be taken seriously. Long con-
ferences followed. Mr. Lumley went out
and consulted Sir George Lewis, the well-
known lawyer. Excitement reigned through-
out the auction room. The bidder, who wjs
very pale, remained In his seat, perspiring,
with the eyes of all present upon him.

Sir George Lewis said that no proceedings
will be taken and Mr. Lumley reopened the
sale at £20,000. By thousands and five hun-
dreds the bidding quickly advanced. At
£45,000 a deadlock was reached and Mr. Lum-
ley announced that he must buy in the prop-
erty for Mme. Patti, the reserve price beine
£50.000,
