THE FIRST VACATION SCHOOL

The Improvement League Will Open
It A'ext Week.

The first vacation school in Minneapolis
will be formally opened Wednesday, June 26,
in the Franklin school building.

The hours for the playground in the after-
noon are from 2 until 5, and on Saturday
from 2 until 4 o'clock. A second playground
will be opened at the Clay school under ths
supervision of Miss Ellis, and two days in
the week the children will receive instruction
in industrial work.

The grounds will be provided with swings,
teter boards, croquet and games which may
be played in the pavilion. The lumber for
the pavilion at the Clay grounds was gener-
ously donated by the Bovey & De Laittre and
the Shevlin-Carpenter companies.

The program Wednesday will be of an in-
formal nature and the different organizations
interested will take part. The Colonial chap-
ter, D. A. R., has given the Franklin vacation
school a flagstaff and ffag, and the forma!
presentation will be made. The children will
give the flag salute and sing patriotic songs.

A. R., and supervisors of the public schools,
will all be represented, and Dr. Jordan will
speak.
