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RAILROAD REFORMS

Less of Wasteful Duplication Is
Promised.

“COMMUNITY OF INTEREST” IDEA

This Is Eepected to Evolve More Sen-
sible and Less Costly Trans-
portation Methods.

Washington, June 18.—In the opinion of
thoughtful students here of the transpor-
tation problem, the end of the waslefql
duplication of American railroad lines is
near at hand. Economic forces have
brought this result about. In few re-
spects have Americans been more waste-
ful than in railroad building, although
evidences of it are much less apparent in
the older states of New England and the
east than in the Mississippi valley and
the newer west generally. There, the
multiplying of unnecessary railroad lines
has long been a cause of regret to all
thoughtful observers. Six trunk lines
would perhaps connect two cities, no one
of which was strong enough to maintain
double-tracking, or the other high-grade
appliances, and yet they would be all
striving for business and ﬁndlng fault
with the times or with granger legislation
if they did not succeed.

The topography of the Mississippi val-
ley made railroad construction cleap, and
the fact that the cities grew up with the
railroads, and not in advance of them,
made the procurement of terminal facili-
ties easy. Then the booming impulse of
western people, the ambition of each of
their lines to have an approach to every
city of note, conspired to produce a tre-
mendous overbuilding. As a result, two
or more sets of track-walkers, sta?lon
agents, telegraphers, section men, besides
the agencies for the solicitation of busi-
ness, have had to be supported out of a
traffic which in many instances in the past
has not been sufficient for one good-sized
line.

The community-of-interest spirit, wh}ch
now pervades railrad circles, is developing
such relations that the well-established
lines, already possessed of good terminals

t the large cities, will not run feeders
into the territory of another road, from
mere wantonness or rivalry. This com-
radeship of roads, by which each trades a
few dictatorships with the other, operates
to check duplications where the pro-
hibitive cost of terminal facilities would
not, and eltogether they make a very
sweeping combination.

Double and Single Tracks.

So rapid os the growth of our popula-
tion and of transpo;‘tation as a business,
that the country cah absorb legitimately
a surprisingly large amount in the way of
facilities that once seemed wasteful. The
greatest waste comes in the difference be-
tween the single and the double track.
The economy in operation of the latter is
very great; its advantages in safety, while
obvious, are much less than is usually
supposed. It is in the clearances, the
headway which must be reserved for a
fast passenger train necessitating the
holding on sidings of local passenger and
freight trains, that constitute the chief
waste of the single track line, and until
our business has so developed that all
our great roads are double tracked, we
shall suffer somewhat in this particular.
But the double tracking is now proceed-
ing very slowly. It is not many years ago
that there was nothing double tracked
west of Chicago or south of Baltimore.
To-day the double track has in oc-
casional instances reached the Missouri
on the west and the Falls of St. Anthony
on the north.

But even with some losses in economy
of operation from the multitude of single
track roads already in existence, there is
some social gain through having as many
towns as possible upon through lines. The
covering of a region with tracks upon the
plan of the ribs of a maple leaf, would
doubtless be the more scientific and eco-
nomical, but the branch towns are not so
well off in most cases, probably, as if on
the weakest of through lines. The edu-
cating value of through passenger traffic,
in place of suburban or branch line traffic,
is an important factor in the social life
of the community along the line.

It therefore appears as if the railroad
situation in this country is clearing quite
satisfactorily: we have our trunk lines
and trunk terminals in abundance, per-
haps still a superfluity; but we shall in
the main grow up to them, and the future
development of the railroads will be prin-
cipally in feeders, together with steady
strengthening of the old lines in many
ways, of which double tracing is the most
important.

TAPE WAS BEHIND TIME

SUIT AGAINST RUSSELL SAGE
Outgrowth of a Difiiculty on
May 9th, the Day of the
Panie.

New York, June 18.—In the supreme
court of this state a suit for $25,000 has
just been brought against Russel Sage,
who introduced the business of trading in
“puts” and *‘calls,” by Herbert D. Vroom,
who for years has been accustomed to buy
these privileges from him. The action is
an outgrowth of a difficulty which oc-
curred on May 9, the day of the panic.
Mr. Vroom came into Mr. Sage's office on
the morning of that day holding among
other ‘“puts’”’ sold by the latter on 500
shares of Chicago, Rock Island & Pacific.
The stocks in which Mr. Vroom had the
privileges were then selling so low, ac-
cording to the tape, that if he eould buy
them about those figures he could then
deliver them to Mr. Sage at the figures
named in his “puts” and make a net|
profit of many thousands. He asked the !
financier to buy in the stocks for him as |
a broker, whereupon he would then sell
them to Mr. Sage at the ‘put’ prices.
From this point the stories diverge. Mr.
Sage sald recently in discussing the meet-
in

fi«'.\ck Island was selling at 130, when Mr.
Vroom, who held my puts on 500 shares at
prices ranging from 140 to 153, gave me an
order to buy it at the market. I turned the
order in to my brokers. But the tape was
twenty-five minutes behind time, and the|
price they had to pay was 155.

When Jessup arrived
at the Adams house and remonstrated
with him, Adams drew a revolver and
shot the dentist through the breast. Adams
is in jail and Jessup is dying.

Mr. Adams’ last charge was St. An-
drews in Oakland, from which church he
was dismissed on account of intemper-
ance. Dr. Jessup and Adams had long
been friends. Adams said he was drunk
when he did the shooting.

Retaliatory Measures Urged and

May Be Adopted on the
Part of the Town.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., June 18.—An
order received by Agent S. H. Davis of the
Steamship com-
panies forbididng him to receive passen-
gers here for those lines, has aroused
much indignaticn. The.occasion for the
order is a report that the Soo has a
smallpox epidemic of large proportions.

The fact of the matter is that the Soo,
like all of the lake cities, has a mild
epidemic of the disease. There have been

i perhaps in all fifty cases—none fatal—and

at the present time there is not a case
but is convalescent and the end of the
week will see all of the patients out.
The Soo has been seriously injured by
wild reports to the effect that there are
hundreds of cases here.

The Northern and Anchor lines are
working a serious injury to the city by
their absurd order and the business men
threaten to retalilate by placing their
freight business with other lines. The
bulk of the Soo’s incoming freight in the
summer comes ever these lines and a boy-
cott of this sert would have a salutary
effect.

The board of health will immediately
demand an investigation from the steam-
ship companies. The board will either
send a representative to the companies at
Buffalo or will ask that the latter send
a man here to investigate the conditions.

200-POUND METEORITE

Farmer Near Crookston Sees One
Fall to Earth.
