NEW PUMPING STATION FIRST

Public Must Demand It—City Council
Powerless With FPublic
Sentiment,

‘

“I see that one of the city papers has
begun its periodical onslaught on the city
council for its failure to provide a better
water supply,” said Fratik Moody, register
of the city water department, ‘‘Now
that was all right in its day perhaps,
but I think it is ill advised at this time.
It will not effect the desired end, for the
reason that under the present circum-
stances it is quite out of the power of the
city council to do anything more than it
has done and is doing now. There was
never a waterworks committee of the
council that felt the necessity of a better
water supply more than does the present
committee, and none that has worked
harder to get it. But the committee and
the council can do nothing more than
they are doing now. They are powerless
to move any faster in the matter until
the money is supplied with which to do
the work, and the money will not be forth-
coming until the public wakes up to a true
realization of the situation and takes a
hand in the cause. Therefore the real
mission of the newspapers in the present
juncture is not to pound the council, or
the waterworks committee, but educate
the community to the needs of the time in
this regard. When,the people insist that
we have better water and lots of it, and
voice their demands through the Com-
mercial club and other city bodies, and
hammer hard all along the line, the Hen-
nepin delegation in the legislature will
stand together on a proposition for legis-
lation that will give the eity council the
means to work with, and then the be-
ginning of a new and adequate water
system for Minneapolis will be at hand.”
Continuing, Mr. Moody said:

Department’s Revenue,

The net revenues of the water department
are about $100,000 a year. The essentials for
an adequate supply of pure water are a new
pumping station in Northeast Minneapolis,
additional reservoir capacity, a system of
mechanical filtration and, finally, a large ex-
pansion of the present distributing system.
The half a hundred thousand a year that
can be spared from the earnings of the water
department will provide but a very small
share of the above improvements. It wili be
a2 work of many years before the city will
complete half of this program, if no other
means of revenue is provided than that of the
net earnings of the department. The commit-
tee proposed this year to go ahead with the
installation of a system of mechanical filtra-
tion, but ran right up against a ruling of the
city attorney thateunder the charter it had
no right to anticipate revenues. Before that
the committee labored with the Hennepin
delegation to get it to conmsent to a bill au-
thorizing the issuing of $400,000 of bonds for
water supply purposes, but was turned down.
Later the committee got through the council
a resolution setting aside $50,000 of the
revenues of the department for the erection
of a new pumping station in Northeast Min-
neapolis. The site has been purchased, the
necessary work on the forbays in the river
done, and the city clerk is now advertising
for bids for stone for the foundation, while
part of the committee is east looking up
pumps. It will take all of the $50,000 to erect
the station and a good deal more besides,

Relief Two Years Away.

Without other means than the department
earnings it will be itwo years or more be-
fore we can hope to have the new station in
operation, When it is, there will be a plenti-
ful supply of water from such a distance
above the city as to assure absolute safety
from sewage contamination. It seems to me
that this is the first necessity. The present
North Side station water is all right on this
score, but the trouble is that there is not
enough of it. That station cannot furnish
sufficient water during the summer season.
At such times and in the event of accidents,
we necessarily have to use the down towwn
pumps, and there is where the mischief is
done. When the new pumping station is in
operation I believe we should proceed to the
subject of filtration and expansion of the
distributing system. But the first essential,
in my estimation, and I think the committee
reasons about the same way, is a plentiful
supply* of up-the-river water for all sea-
sons of the year and under all conditions. If
the public insisis upon havi this and the
other things as well right awty, it will have
to junip in and use its influence to get the
money to do it with. St. Louis, Chicago and
other cities are spending vast sums of money
to get better water supplies and Minneapolis
has got to wake up to the necessity of similar
action.

CHILD LAY STILL

Three Engines Pass Over It Without
Serious Injury.

Three engines on the Milwaukee tracks
at Thirteenth avenue S ran over little
Tessie Took at 8 o’clock last night. The
child escaped with her life, suffering only
painful bruises about the head. Tessie
lives with her parents, Mr. and Mrs. John
Took, at 509 Thirteenth avenue S, near
the railroad tracks. The little girl, who is
9 years old, was playing in the yard when
the house of one of her playmates across
the tracks was quarantined and a large
placard announcing diphtheria was tacked
near the door. She asked her mama what
the sign was and was told that she might
run over and read it herself. This she
did, and then turned back towards home,
when she was struck by an engine which
was pushing two ‘‘dead” engines to the
roundhouse. The child was knocked down
between the tracks and the three engines
passed over her body. She did not at-
tempt to rise, perhaps because of fright,
but the fact that she remained quiet on
the ground accounts for her escape from
death. After the engines had passed little
Tessie started to cry for her mother, who
bad been standing in the yard and had
seen what she supposed was the killing of
her child, and was nearly prostrated. Dr,
de la Barre was called and he found that
the injuries were not serious. The child’s
father is employed by the Union Railway
Storage company.

The dispatch says that
more sales have been made this year along
the lower Columbia than for many years
previous and that many more are likely
to be consummated before the summer is
far advanced. The sales have been made
mostly to men who have been interested
in Jumbering in Minnesota and Wisconsin,
and to eastern speculators, who are famil-
jar with the situation in the northwest,
having had the land thoroughly ecruised

A CURIOUS NEWSPAPER ERROR

Law-and-Order Paper, Regrets That
Pan-American City Hasn’t
Such a Mayor,

has been in Buffalo now for almost a
week, and from the tenor of the news-
paper remarks it would seem as if he has
already impressed his unique personality
upon the bison community quite effective-
ly.

THE FORMER FEAR THE LATTER

The Centralization of Power May
Result in a Large Number
of Vacancies,

The members of that small army of men
engaged in the business of securing
freight shipments for their respective
lines, are uneasy over the latest story
touching rallway combinations in the west
and the rumored selection of Darius Mil-
ler to preside over the traffic destinies of
the northern group of roads. With ‘“‘com-
munity of interest” as the watchword,and
cne traffic expert, or manager, to har-
monize tariffs in the northern half of the
country between the Mississippl river and
the Pacific ocean, they see prospective and
numerous vacancies in their ranks. In
other words, it is clear to traffic man-
agers, freight agents and freight solicitors
generally that rallroads operating under
the ‘‘community” plan need not employ
solicitors to hustle in territory that has
been distributed, apportioned and parceled
out by a head tariff man located, for in-
stance, in Chicago. In that town, with
J. C. Stubbs, who is to have charge of
the traffic in the southern half of the dis-
trict west of the Mississippi, northwest-
ern freight men see Darius Miller, in
their mind's eye, directing things to the
satisfaction of the financial interests of
the northern group of roads, viz., the
Great Northern, the Northern Pacific and
the Burlington, with the necessary cler-
ical force.

With iron bound tariffs and an agree-
ment between the three properties re-
garding all business originating in their
territory, it looks to the lay mind, as
well as to the freight men, as 4f the
services of the solicitors could be dis-
pensed with in great measure.

Wherever industrial combinations - have
been effected in any line heads have fallen
by the dozen in managerial and soliciting
departments and there is apparently no
good reason for railroads maintaining an
army of men to solicit business when the
revenues derived from it go into a com-
mon pocket.

The Passenger Men, Too.

Precisely the same condition confronts
the passenger men. If no fine work is to
ke done in the way of crafty rate mani-
rulation and If no concessions are to be
made {o secure business, what necessity
exists for keeping high salaried solicitors
at work? The printed tariff rates must ap-
ply in all cases, whether there is a party
of ten or a thousand to be transported,
one pound or a trainload of merchandise
to be moved.

The freight and passenger men con-
nected with the northern group of roads
are, therefore, feverish with impatience
to learn what Mr. Miller will have to say
when he returns from the esst. A prom-
inent traffic man sald to-day that if the
Great Northern man was to have full
ewing in trafic matters he could readily
dispense with tbe services of a number
of high priced officials, besides practical-
ly doing away with freight and pas-
senger solicitors.

Governor Van Sant has issued an or-
der suspending G. G. Dickman from the
occupancy of the sheriff of Wabasha coun-
ty. This action by the governor was tak-
en after the public examiner had reported
that Dickman had been guilty of non-
feasance. Public Examiner Pope charges
that Dickman has not reported collections
upon the list of taxes delinquent March 1,
1899, and that he has not filled with the
clerk the list required under the provisions
of section 1,568 and that he has made no
accounting whatever for the collection of
delinquent personal property taxes. The
commissioners of Wabasha county will
meet to-morrow to_consider the case.
