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BATTLE

OF WHITESTONE HILLS

Story of a Famous Battle in What Is Now
Dickey County, N. D.---Efforts Being Made
to Mark the Scene of Deadly Strife.

Correspondence of The Journal.

Monango, N. D., June 17,—In the sum-
‘mer of 1863 General Sully and General
Sibley were ordered out to the territory
3f Dakota to pursue and capture a large
band of Sioux Indians. General Sibley ad-
vanced from the east and General Sully
came up the Missouri river from Fort
Plerre. After reaching a point somewhere
near the line that marks the division of
the two states, he turned eastward and
advanced to the hills that constitute the
divide between the Missouri and James
rivers, where the Indians were camping.
_ General Sully’s command was composed
of the Sixth Iowa and Second Nebraska
cavalry. A

On the 3d of September, 1863, Majot
House with the first battalion of the Iowa
cavalry was sent out to locate the Indian
village, while the rest of the command
remained in camp near a large lake.

Late in the afternoon of the 3d, the
small command turned the corner of a
sharp hill and found itself within a few
yards of the Indian village, which con-
tained many thousand men, women and
children.

To attack this force alone meant an-
nihilation, and, besides, was against or-
ders, and to retreat was equally impos-
sible as it would draw the whole tribe
upon them. The only thing, then, that
could be done wes to send La Trambeau,
the halfbreed scout, back to camp to in-
form Sully of their situation and trust
to Sully’s ability to reach them before

Major House’'s command was at this
time about twelve miles east of General
Sully’s camp, and the sun was getting low
toward the west.

The Indians knew their advantage over
the soldiers, and while some of the young
bloods wanted to finish them at once, the
older men counseled them to wait until
the darkneas, when it would be more com-
plete, as the soldiers would know nothing
of the country and could not escape them.
The Indians at this time supposed that
this 400 were all there was.

The Indlans were confident of the ulti-
mate outcome, and walked about the

mand at a short distance, and even
leyed among themselves as to which

cy happened to strike them.

They jeered and mocked at the soldiers,
and held up both hands pointing at one of
the soldiers to signify that they were ten
to one. The soldiers agreed that when

chances for resuce before dark were gone
they would fight and sell their lives as
dearly as possible.

As the sun neared the horizon the In-
dians began to prepare for their bloody
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battalions of the Iowa regiment came up
behind the first battalion and then every-
thing was confusion in the Indian village,
the old men, women and children began
to cut down the tepees and breakscamp.

The joy of the rescued battalion can
better be imagined than told.

As soon as their comrades reached
them they immediately began the attack
and drove the Sioux before them over
a hill and down into a small draw, when
the Nebraska regiment appeared on the
hill in front of them and they turned
with desperation upon the Iowa cavalry
and for half an hour one of the most des-
perate battles of the western frontier
ensued. At length the Indians discovered
a weak point in the blue line. They cut
everything loose from their horses and

A slepder old man of medium height ad-
vanced to the front of the stage.

Of the seventy-five or
eighty present, it was found that & large pro-
portion came from western New York; and
89, if we have accomplished much, it\ was
because much was to be expected of us, owing
to our origin. (Laughter.) We started right
at the outset; we recognized that In some re-
epects New York was our superior, at that
time, at least, and possibly in some respects
might always remain so, and we accordingly
adopted the criminal code of the state of New
York without dotting an *i” or crossing a
“t.” We thought it was useless to study up
anything upon that line as lopg as New York
had the matter in hand. (Laughter.) The
time was when we did not do scarcely any-
thing In a financial way without looking to
New York; we could scarcely build a school-
house or a livery stable, a church or a saloon
without calling upon New York for financial
aid. (Laughter.)

But that time has passed. It i{s more than
twenty years since the late Austin Corbin of
New York closed his loan agencies in Minne-
sota because the people were becoming too
prosperous to borrow money at high rates of
interest. It is only the poor man that can
afford to pay a high rate of interest. (Laugh-
ter.) We have for years sat at the feet of
your divines, your jurists, your authors, your
editors, your statesmen, but we have now en-
gaged in the Gamaliel business on our own
account. (Laughter.)

Now it is no wonder that we are fitted to
go into the Gamaliel business on our own ac-
count and rise independent of New York in
that respect as in others. (Laughter.) When
I first began newspaper work in Minnesota
the city of Rochester was styled the fiour
city, the spelling indicating the produet of
wheat.

road and transportation genius that the
world has ever seen. (Applause.) Wall street
uses his name to conjure with stocks, and
when he allows his name to be placed in the
directory of an eastern rallroad the ,stock
advances by leaps and bounds. (Laughter.)
They cannot even run a panic down on Wall
and Broad streets without aid from Minne-
sota (Laughter.) The most notable sky
scraper building in New York was erected by
a St. Paul architect, and that this is no idle
statement of mine I cite the fact that when
the committes of the ablest architects in this
country was called upon to select a model
building to show the progress of our archi-
tecture to be exhibited at the Paris exposi-
tion, that building was selected and the
plaster model that was taken to Paris was
the admiration and ‘the wonder of the world
—and Minnesota did it. (Applause.) That
same architect is now erecting in New York
the flnest government building that the
United States ever has attempted to build in
its history, The president of your great Erie
railroad wes only two years ago a resident
of Minnesota and skilled accountagts have
been sent down from Minnesota, since he took
charge, to open a ‘system of bookkeeping
whereby theyra know how to conduet and
operate that ~to the best advantage for
the stockholders—a condition that has not al-
ways existed in' the history of the Erle
railroad. (Laughger.)

The president of the New York Central,
chosen a few weeks ago, almost a few days
ago, was three years ago a resident of Minne-
sota, completing his railroad education so
that he could come down here and take care
of about the largest railroad system in the
country. (Laugiter.) Now, I trust my New
York friends will not think I have spoken
boastingly of Minnesota. (Laughter.) I have
tried to be, in rdance with my own na-
ture, distinetly t, and what I have said
has been for the purpose of glorifying New
York. *(Laughter.) The child which sprang
from your loius, gentlemen of New York, has
grown greater than its parent, but you ought
to be proud that you were able to have such
a child.

We have got more room for people. Owing
to Minnesota energy, brains and capital that
are setting the pace there will be in a shor
time brought to our Pacific coast the com-
merce of over 600,000,000 people—nearly balf
the population of the entire world, That com.
merce cannot reach the east, except by pass-
ing through Minnesote as a conduit, and we
will € care to skim the cream of the
trade in tramsit and leave the buttermilk to
flow on to the state of New York. (Laughter,)

Scnator Clapp, Representative Stevens,
President Bridgeman and others algo
spoke acceptably.

The banquet in the evening was slso &
very jovial occasion.

General Sully captured everything they
had—clothing, food and camp equipage,
besides 175 old men, women and children.

Pursuing Scattered Bands,

The next three days was given up to
pursuing scattered bands of Indians and
hauling and burning buffalo hides and
jerked buffalo meat and what other stuff
could be found.

The Indians, in many instances, had, in
their haste to escape, tied their pappooses
to poles, which they tied to the sides of
dogs, as a kind of shaff, and turned the
dogs loose in hopes that they might es-
cape.

Pappooses to the number of about forty
were captured during the next three days
fastened to dogs in this way.

In this battle, known as the battle of
the Whitestone hills, there were twenty
soldiers killed, thirteen of which were
of the Sixth Iowa cavalry and seven of the
Nebraska cavalry and about forty wound-
ed.

The exact number of Indidans killed was
neéver known, as the Indians took as many
as possible with them.

The country in which this battle took
place is now the western part of Dickey
county, North Dakota.

The Field to Be Marked.

The North Dakota G. A. R. has been
making a great effort to have this state
memorialize congress to erect a suitable
monument there in memory of the brave
men who fell, and the senators and
congressmen of North Dakota and Iowa
are working to get this done.

This year the people of the vieinity held
memorial services there and decorated the
graves of the men who did so much to
open the country to civilization.

THE REMARKABLE RISE
OF CHAS. WINTER WOOD

New York Tribune.

Twenty years ago Charles Winter Wood,
colored, was a friendless, uneducated
bootblack in Chicago, being then about
10 years old. One day a lawyer in the
Unity building offered him a dollar to
learn and recite the ghost scene from
‘“Hamlet,” and bis rendering of the scene
was so spirited that it roused the interest
of Professor Lyman, a teacher of elocu-
tion, who not only employed the negro as
an office boy, but- gave him lessons in or-
atory. For a time Wood had theatrical
aspirations, and he even went so far as to
organize a company of negro tragedians,
giving a number of performances that
were surprisingly successful. But Woaod
was fortunate in gaining the patronage
of a wealthy xgunufa.cturer, who sent him
to college at Beloit. There he remained
eight years, winning many honors and
graduating with distinction. In the inter-
collegiate contest at Galesburg he took
second honor, barely missing first. Leay-
ing Beloit, he entered the Chicago Theo-
logical seminary, and was graduated three
years later. In 1898 he was made the
pastor of a church at Warren, I1l., but
was speedily called to the head of the
English department at Tuskegee, a place
he now holds.

Not a few
who are in no way connected with o inter-
ested in the league will join the league ex-
cursion, taking advantage of the special ar-
rangements which have been made by the ex-
cursion managers. The eommittee has is-
sued a hundred-page booklet, which will be
sent without cest to any one who is inter-
ested. The Minnesota committee has inter-
ested the Wisconsin delegation in the attrac-
tiveness of the trip the committee has out-
lined with the result that the Wisconsin dele-
gates will accompany those of Minnesota.

EIGHT HOUR LEAGUE

First Subordinate League to Be Or- -

ganized Wednesday.

THE MOVEMENT GAINS FORCE

St. Paul and Duluth Expected to
Fall Into Line Within a
Short Time.

The new eight-hour movement under
the direction of the Eight-Hour league
recently organized in Minneapolis will
be given aditional impetus at a meeting
next Wednesday evening, when the first
subordinate league under the Supreme
Grand League of America will be or-
ganized. More than 200 aplications for
membership in the league have already
been received in Minneapolis and the
leaders in the movement think the time
i8 now ripe for pushing the work through
the organization of subordinate leagues.
It is expected that St. Paul will be ready
to organize very shortly, and soon there-
after Duluth. Other subordinate leagues
will be organized in Minneapolis as fast
as practicable.

The membership of the first league te
be organized Wednesday includes men
employed in al crafts and professions.

No dis-
tinction is made as to party, as there is
no politics in the movement.

While various persons have been men-
tioned for officers of the new organiza-
tion, nothing will be done to push candi-
dates until the meeting is called to order.
It is the intention to leve the selection
wholly to the judgment of the members
gfter assembling. The officers to be se-
lected are a president, two vice presidents,
recording and financial secretaries, treas-
urer, chaplain, conductor, and sergeant at
arms._

The main purpose of the Eight-Hour
league is “to concentrate and make eof-
fective the strong and rapidly increasing
sentiment throughout the entire country
in favor of the eight-hour day,” in order
to secure national legislation. The Su-
preme Grand league was organized re-
cently in Minneapolis with John O'Don-
nell as president and G. L. Rockwell, sec~
retary.

The headquarters of the league are at
206 Globe building.
