In his long baseball career Crooks' work has been
marked by an aggressiveness and a bulldog tenacity that has made him one of
the most popular players produced by the national game. He plays as hard in the last

MANY REPUBLICANS NOT AVERSE

Cowan's Name Coupled With Hani-

brouKh.'* Job—Second Term

for White.

Special to The Journal.
Grand Forks, N. D., June 22.—Poli-

ticians in this part of the state are inter-
ested in the report that an effort will be
made by prominent republicans to place
Judge C. J. Fisk of this city on the su-
preme bench at the next election. Judge
Fish is a democrat. The minority party
has no representative on the supreme
bench. The trend of sentiment in many
sections of the state during the past few
years has been towards keeping the judge-
ship contests as free from partizan poli-
tics as possible. Last year the democrats
indorsed Judge Morgan, the republican
nominee for supreme court justice, and
the many friends of Judge Fisk in repub-
lican ranks now propose a return of the
compliment. Judg« Fisk was re-elected
last year without opposition. The ma-
jority of the regularly called republican
convention voted to indorse him. It is

understood that Judge Wallin will retire
from the supreme bench at the close of
his present term and many republican
attorneys are advocating no nomination
by their party in case the democrats
nominate Fisk, which the minority party

is sure to do if Fisk requests it.
Devils Lake friends of Judge John F.

Cowan are discussing him as a candidate
for the United States senate. It is not
known whether Cowan has authorized the
use of his name, but men who have
trained with him politically assert that
he will be in the race. Cowan was one of
the ruling powers in the last republican

state convention. He has made a good

record as district judge. He has always

been credited with congressional aspira-
tions and he dearly loves politics. He is
a born fighter and organizer. His advent
into the senatorial contest would make a
lively fight certain.

Red river valley politicians think that
Governor White willbe renominated if he
desires the office again. His administra-
tion has been satisfactory to all factions
of the party. He has been fair and con-
servative and is in favor in all parts of
the state. He is mentioned in connec-
tion with the nomination for congress by
some of the leaders.

The northern part of the state will un-
doubtedly have several candidates for
congress. Jud La Moure is seriously con-
sidered. He will have his own county

with him simply for the asking. It is
hardly probable that his candidacy will
receive any encouragement in Grand
Forks, Cass or Walsh counties. What
Cass will do will not be known until the
Fargo factions have it out. La Moure has
usually allied himself with the slope and
will probably follow that lead again.

The state convention Is a long way
ahead, bat much figuring is already being

done on possible candidates. The repub-

lican committee is doing some work
through Major Hamilton, chairman of
the executive committee, to perfect its or-
ganization, especially In the new districts.
The fight will be all done with the repub-

lican convention, as the democrats will
hardly be able to accomplish more than
get a ticket in the field and the party
name back on the ballot. Grand Forks
county democrats and those of other val-
ley counties are against fusion.
