Valuable Suggestions for the Kitch-
en and Dining-Room,

ICES, THE PERFECTION OF SUMMER
REFESHMENTS

These frozen sweets embrace such a variety
of ‘combinations; they are easily and quickly
made, and all of them are delicious. It is
surprising, therefore, that a greater number
of housewives do not resort more’ generally
to this class of desserts during the hot weath-
er and not waste time, fuel and strength in
preparing pastries and puddings that require
lengthy preparation and cooking.

Fruit, milk, cream and eggs, when frozen,
are far more palatable and acceptable in hot
weather than when served in any other way.

Materlal; Inexpensive.

The materials required for making plain
creams and ices cost so little, afid the price
of the best freezers not beyond the means of
housekeepers in even moderate circumstances,
it is quite possible for the family to indulge
frequently in -these so-called delicacies when
made at home, and the home-made creams
and ices are certainly enjoyed more.

A Graceful and Grateful Form of Re-
freshment.

To the tired and heated guest no more de-
lightful form of refreshment can be offered
on a sultry day than an ice, frappe or granite
that the forethought of the hostess provides
so quickly for even the unexpected guest.
This manner of a ‘‘cool reception” is appre-
ciated, and wins the eternal gratitude and
admiration of the recipient.

The Various Popular Ices.

The most popular frozen dishes, all of
which may be made quickly at home, are:

Philadelphia or American Ice Cream—This
is made of good cream, or rich milk and
eream in equal quantities; the milk and sugar
heing cooked together in a double boiler for
ten minutes, then cooled and flavored with
vanilla or crushed fruit and frozen by a con-
stant and rapid motion until stiff. Repacked
in ice and. salt, covered closely and eet in a
cool place for several hours to blend. For
repacking the ice should .be coarser than for
freezing. Remember that .in freezing the
sweetening and also the flavoring loses a good
deal, therefore when vanilla is used double
the quantity* used in a pudding or custard
that is simply chilled, and make qulte sweet.

Neapolitan Creams—Are soft custards made
with eggs, flavored with extracts and frozen
same as ice cream.
- Frozen Pudd!nx—-’Either cream or custard
highly flavored with extracts, preserved fruits,
nuts, etc., per example, iced cabinet pudding,

meringue of white of one egg and two table-
spoonfuls of powdered sugar and. a table-
spoonful of dissolved gelatine stirred in as
soon as the ice is frozen.

Sorbetto—This is the Italian sherbet and is
delicious. It may be made of any suitable
combination of fruit juices, such as orange
and peach; frozen same as sherbet with a
meringue. The sugar and water are boiled to-
gether for filve minutes, strained and cooled;
then added to the fruit juice and pulp.

Mousse—Derives its name from the mossy,
feathery appearance of the ice developed in
frozen whipped cream, which is put in a
mold, packed in ice and salt and left for sev-
eral- hours.

Granites—Are water ices or fruits frozen
with codrse, granular texture by using more
salt in proportion to the ice and very Ilittle
turning.

Granites are a deliclous substitute for hot
beverages usually served at preakfast. and
very refreshing on a sultry mdrning. Lemon,
orange and coffee are the favorites.

Frappe—This is an ice half frozen, like a
soft snow or mush, not firm and solid.

Directions for Freezing.

To begin with, one must have a good
freezer and must keep it in good order. For
ordinary ice cream allow ten pounds of ice
and two pounds of rock salt to a gallon
freezer. The finer you chop the ice for the
first: freezing the quicker the work will be
done. Place freezer on a chair or bench-at
convenient height for turning the crank and
secure it firmly with clamps that come for
the purpose. Have the can properly adjusted
in the tub; have cream very cold before
pouring into the can. Cover and turn the
crank to see if it will work properly, for if
the ice is too coarse it will prevent the cylin-
der turning eagily. Put in a layer of finely
chopped ice to the depth of three inches, then
an inch of salt, and fill the tub to the top
of can with these alternate layers of salt.
Turn the crank slowly and steadily until the
mixture is chilled. e

All freezers should have two small holes in
the tub, one near the top and the other very
near the bottom. Leave the upper hole open
to allow the escape of salty water if it threat-
ens to overflow the can, but keep the lower
opening corked up tightly and do not drain
the water off until through freezing and rendy
to -repack.

After the first five minutes of the freezing

kept up until the mixture is quite stiff.

An expert ice cream maker can, with a
good freezer, accomplish the work in a re-
markably short time, as muech is due to the
skill of the operator and the exact propor-
tion as-well as quality of ice and salt. But
even the amateur can make it in a reasona-
ble length of time.

To Repack and Ripen.

‘When the mixture i8 frozen, remove the
cross-bar, carefully wiping off ice and salt
from lid and tep of can. Remove cover and
take out.and scrape the dasher; scrape down
the cream from sides of can with wooden
paddle and beat hard for several minutes.
This makes it smooth. Replace the cover,
plug up the dasher hole with a cork to pre-
vert salt from getting into the cream; drain
off all the water through the opening at the
bottom of the tub; repack with coarser ice
‘and salt, covering the can completely. Then
cover the whole with a piece of carpet or a
folded blanket and stand in a cold place for
two hours to ripen. The ripening process is
to blend the flavors and mellow the cream,
which, when first frozen, has a crude, raw
taste. Do not fill your can too full of cream,
as the mixture increases in bulk as it freezes.
The can should not be more than three-
fourths full. " When the cream is scalded it

Water Ices—Frozen slowly, with little mo-
tion, resting and turning alternately, the
chiet ingredient being fruit juices.
