
DRIVERS ARE HAPPY
Upper Mississippi Season the Best

Known for Years.

STREAMS ARE ALL BANE FULL

«oom Company Will Have Biff Divi-
lmmenut- Drive Headed
for Minneapolis. \u25a0

St. Cloud, Minn., June 25.— J. L. Webb,

boommaster for the Mississippi and Rum
River Boom company, was in the city and
reports the arrival of the big drive of logs
at Sauk Rapids last night. The dam was
cleared this afternoon and the drive will
be continued on to Minneapolis. The drive
has established a record from Little Falis
to St. Cloud, making the distance of some
fifty miles In five days. When started
from Little Falls it contained 150,000,000
feet and a crew of 150 men were employed
under Foreman Louis Harmon. The
Brainerd drive will reach Little Falls by
Wednesday night.

River men are happy at the Improved
conditions, the stage of water having
risen some fifteen inches in the past week,
with a higher level yet to come, for up-
country tributaries are overflowing their
banks and constantly adding to the vol-
ume of water iv the main river. Logs
have been "hung up" on the smaller
streams in the northern part of the state
for the past two years are coming out
with the impetus of the high water, *nd
the boom company will make a decided
cleaning up of the smaller streams.

The drives on the Crow Wing and its
tributaries, the Pine and its several trib-
utaries and a half-dozen other streams
are doing well, and by July 10 it Is ex-
pected to have these streams free from
the milloins of feet of logs that have been
high and dry on the shallow bottoms.
Logs have already been received in droves
at Little Falls, the Crow Wing, the Ake-
ley and Pine Tree companies being the
principal beneficiaries of the rise of the
water in these streams.

It Is the best season for driving in many
years on the upper Mississippi, and the
boom company will have dividends for its
stockholders this year in excess of any-
thing ever before heard of. According to
Mr. Webb, the newly instituted system of
handling logs by railorad for the Minne-
apolis. Stillwater, Sauk Rapids and Little
alls mills will have no appreciable effect
on the business of the boom company, as
it is of so small volume that it is as but
a drop in the bucket of the total volume.

TRAMPS FORCED TO TOIL
NEEDY FARMERS IMPRESS THEM

One of the Penalties of Having a
Bis Wheat Crop in

Omaha, June 25.—New wheat is moving

in Nebraska in great quantieies. Box cars
are in great demand. The cereal is being
threshed as rapidly as weather conditions
•will permit and the grain is unusually firm
and large.

The greatest difficulty is being experi- j
enced in securing men to handle the crop.
The movement of tramps across Nebraska
and Kansas just at present has ceased,
because they have been hauled. from cars
along the different lines by farmers and
trainmen and Impressed into service.
This is no joke, as a large crowd of
tramps at Orleans, Neb., discovered yes-
terday. Thirty were rounder up by farm-
ers armed with pitchforks at the water
tank near that town just after Sabbath
meeting and marched into the country.
They were parcelled out among the farm-
ers and told that they would get $2 a day
and food if they worked their best, and if
they did not they would be taken to town
and confined in jailor on the rock pile as
vagrants. As a rule, this persuasion was
sufficient and the tramps went to work
with much vigor.

UNRULY OIL
Disaster Looked For In the Fields

of Texas.'

Beaumont, Texas, June 25. —The most
phenomenal event in the history, of the
Beaumont field occurred yesterday, when
gas In the well being bored by the J. M.
Cuffey Petroleum company broke loose
and tore everything in its path away into
small parts. The drillers had pieced the
cap rock just over the oil sand and they
were removing the drilling pipe, having
taken out about 500 feet, = leaving 400 in
the hole, when the gas broke loose and
shot the pipe out and over the derrick
like a rocket. This was followed by a
roaring sound of escaping gas and water.
Sand and rock spouted 300 feet into the
air. The heavy drilling rig was lifted
off its foundation and set to one side,
while the whole top of the derrick was
torn into splinters.

Experts claim that oil will follow, and
if such should be the case disaster is in-
evitable, as there is no possible way to
shut off or control the flow.
