RINGGOLD COUNTY IN HIS COLUMN

Over 1.000 Voter* Rally to a Man

Convention—Sensational Event'
of Campaign.

Dcs Moines, lowa, June 28.— Cum-

mins forces succeeded, after a most bitter
fight, in making a break in the eighth

district, in the "reservation" territory
along the Burlington line to-day. They

controlled the mass convention held in
Ringgold county and selected a Cummins
delegation. A significant feature of the
contest was that the anti-Cummins men,
under the leadership of R. H. Spence and
Howard Tedford, held the control of the
county organization and determined on a
mass convention instead of primaries, as
the easiest method of defeating the Cum-
mins forces, led by Dr. P. L. Prentis, rep-1

resentative from Ringgold county. The
convention was attended by a crowd of
over 1,000 voters, who fairly swarmed in
from the country precincts. On the test
vote for the election of a chairman, the
Cummins men controlled the convention
by a vote of 5C5 to 456. '

Spence is the member of the republican
state central committee from the eighth
district, and expects to obtain the chair-
manship of the committee. His defeat in
Ringgold will be a serious blow to him,
inasmuch as he is opposed in the contest
tor the chairmanship by R. W. Clayton of
the sixth district. Howard Tedford is
state binder, and by reason of his bitter
antagonism to Cummins, the movement
lor the abolishment of the state binder-
ship, which has long been a source of
trouble, is likely to be carried out if the
Cummins men control the legislature.

The outcome of the contest in Ringgold
\u25a0was unexpected and is one of the most
sensational events of the campaign. The
Issue in the county campaign was the rail-
road assessment question.

The convention in Chickasaw county
yas held to-day. The delegation is favor-
able to Trewin.

AMERICAN MEAT IS OK
jjRJTOXS TUEAT IT IMPROPERLY

Result of the Prohibition of This

Meat for Military Purposes in

South Africa.

Washington, June 2S. —In view of the
temporary prohibition of American meat
for military purposes in South Africa by
the British government, Consul General
Stowe at Cape Town has 'been making in-
vestigations with regard to the cause of
the restriction and has submitted the re-
sults to the state department. The Brit-
ish enlisted men, when questioned, pro-
nounced the American article very satis-
factory and their officers stated that in
many cases the men preferred the tinned
meat to the poorer fresh article. At Pre-
toria a large stock of American meat was
at hand and no store or shop complained
against it. -...:_

In fact, the only complaints made of the
American article arose from improper care
of,it, after it had reached the Transvaal.
It was found to be the practice at British
military bases to use a layer of corned
beef cases as a floor and pile on top flour,
meal and other commodities, to protect
the latter from ground moisture. But the
cases of beef themselves suffered from the
exposure, the tins becoming rusty and
small holes letting in the air. In some
cases, after three months exposure of this
sort, the meat would be sent out to the
troops, necessarily in bad shape.

WOMAN ACCUSES HERSELF
MAKES COXPESSIOX OF MURDER

It Was to Save Her Husband, but tlie
Plan Fails and He la

Executed.

Columbus, Ohio, June2B.--Mrs. Edwin
Ruthven, wife of the Cleveland murderer
\u25a0Who was put to death in the electric chair
early to-day, made a last effort, early in
the evening, to save the life of her hus-
band. In the presence of Rev. W. M.
Langford and others she made an alleged
confession that she, and not her hus-
band, killed Policeman Shipp. Mrs. Ruth-
ven declared that on the night of the mur-
der she and Ruthven quarreled; that she
left the house, met Charles Jacobs, a
mysterious individual of whom Ruthven
frequently spoke, and he asked for Edwin,
saying he hade a job on hand. She told
him her husband was not at home but
that she would help.

She donned her husband"s clothing and
assisted Jacobs in the burglary. Police-
man Shipp appeared and Jacobs fled. She
used her revolver and Shipp was killed.
Ruthven, when told of the confession, de-
clared it was not true. Mrs. Ruthven is
serving sentence for receiving stolen
property.

Washington, June 28.—1n connection
with the talk that is going oa in Europe

about a commercial confederation of' the
old world countries against the growing

commercial power of the United States,
a recent magazine article by Dr. Alexan-
der yon Peez, a noted German publicist,
is of the highest interest. It was pub-

lished in a magazine in Munich, and a fasr
lines from it appeared in The Jour-
nal yeßterday. American consuls who
have forwarded copies of it to the state
department in this city say that it re-
flects very accurately the prevailing tone
of European sentiment. A review of the

articles.will be timely for those who are
thinking about the tariff and reciprocity

and hoping that congress, notwithstand-
ing the mighty efforts that will be put

forth by ultra protectionists, will discover
some satisfactory solution of a problem
which is becoming very vexing, both as
regards our domestic and foreign affairs.

Dr. Yon Peez heads his article "The
Struggles for Industrial Supremacy," and
declares that "not China, and not the
Transvaal war, but the race between the
great industrial countries —England, Ger-
many and the United States —forms to
coolly cauculating politicians the fore-
most, weightiest and most enduring inter-
est of. the future. Slowly has England
grown commercially, more rapidly has
Germany risen after gaining political uni-
ty and establishing the protective sys-
tem, but like a storm is the forward
movement of the United States."

After reviewing the progress of Eng-
land and Germany in commerce and
manufactures. Dr. Yon Peez passes to the
United States, "rising in the New Worid
with sinister rapidity." He says:

Its nationality has its roots in Germanic
traits. It received, either from its Celtic
mixture or as a characteristic of American
soil, its qualities of unrest, assertiveness and
unexpectedness in action. The American has
had the good luck, besides, to draw to him-
self from his two competitors a share of their
own skill and of the own acquisitions,
through emigration from Geimany and Eng-
land. From the combination of all these
qualities has resulted the undoubted superi-
ority of a mighty land, stretching from ocean
to ocean, full of coal and iron and treasures
of the soil, inhabited by a trained, numerous
and daring people, spiritually and morally
undistracted, and ardently devoted to their
various pursuits.

The three competing countries now suffer
from obstacles which hinder their free move-
ment. Germany has China, England the
Transvaal, America the Philippines. From
appearances, the United States will be the
first to throw off its burden. After that
country shall be free from the Philippine war,
its industrial advance upon Europe will be
fully manifested.

NO BETTER THAN ANOTHER
INTERESTING BANKRUPTCY CASK

Creditor Who Would Recover by Ex-
ecution and Sale Not Entitled

. to Precedence.

Special to The Journal. ,
Madison, Wis., June —A decision of

wide importance, to the effect that a cred-
itor of a solvent firm who seeks to re-
cover by execution and sale, thereby
plunging the firm into insolvency, is not
entitled to precedence as a preferred
creditor, has just been rendered by Ref-
eree H. M. Lewis of the United States ,
bankruptcy court in the case of the State I
bank of this city against the trustee in j
bankruptcy of the firm of Hinrichs &
Thompson, a leading dry goods firm here
which failed last December.

The failure of the firm was precipitated
when the state bank secured judgment on
.two notes aggregating $7,275.91, and
levied execution on the stock. On Dec.
20, or ten days later, the firm went into
voluntary bankruptcy. Its statement of
assets and liabilities showed a balance of
about $11,000 on the right side of the
ledger, but Referee Lewis finds that the
value of its assets Dec. 10, when the exe-
cution was levied, was $28,570.60, while its
indebtedness at the same time was $29,-
--500.14, a considerable part of the assets,

; including the book accounts, having been
overestimated. He decides, therefore,
that the firm was insolvent at the time
the bank levied execution, and its claim as

j a preferred creditor is dismissed.
'In deciding the case. Referee Lewis

says: "It seems inconsistent with the
general purpose and plan of the bank-

jruptcy law to hold that where , a debtor
I may be solvent by a narrow margin, one
creditor may by the levy of an execution
and a sale of the debtor's property, which
will have the effect . of rendering the
debtor insolvent, . obtain payment of his
debt in full while the other creditors can
only obtain a small per cent of their in-
debtedness."

European Sentiment on America Summed Up

' by a German Publicist

commercial treaties and tariff systems of
the European countries, especially noting

their defects, and concludes that upon the
termination of existing commercial
treaties, the relations of European na-
tions to the United States should be
carefully studied, with a view to recipro-
city in tariff duties and other interna-
tional dealings.

< uiiHcioiiMiieKN of Victory.

The United States displays a conscien-
tiousness of victory, he avers. It de-
signs to bring agriculture, as well as
manufacturing, to the highest possible
state of development. In marked con-
trast with Germany and Great Britain,
which are both great markets for the
farm products of other lands, the United
States shuts out any posibility of that
nature. Commercial treaties with that
country have, therefore, in this regard,,
no value. What America can accomplish
on agricultural lines has been sufficiently
shown since 1880. The present shattered
condition of European agriculture is
mainly her work. Now, she contemplates
war with other European industries, hav-
ing already sent* out an advance guard
of coal, iron, steel and machinery.

Equally strong in manufacturing and
agriculture, and pushing her exports with
great energy, the United States is now
absorbing Europe's money. The cash
balance in her favor in the last three
years amounted to $1,600,000,000. Through
this, that country can exercise a very im-
portant influence on Europe's rate of
interest.

After enumerating a variety of manu-
factured wares which our country is send-
ing to different parts of the world, Dr.
Yon Peez exclaims:

Should Follow Our Example.

And with all this, the United States has not
yet unbuckled one piece of the almost impen-
etrable armor in which she is incased, whiie
demanding open doors of others everywhere.
Our opportunity comes with the commercial
treaties. What should first be done in defense
ia to follow the example, in regard to tariffs
and trade treaties, which the United States
has set for us. At the European* seashore
(England is included herein), a tariff should
be established counter to that of the union,
while the European nations should arrange
tariffs touching each other which would not
materially differ from those now existing.
But only the restoration of the tripartite im-
perial alliance would offer all those guaran-
tees which are requisite in a matter of such
great importance. It is probable that the
yet powerful but much-threatened Great Brit-
ain would not remain far from such a union.

What will the United States do? That is
her affair. We only follow her example. Per-
haps she will propose an understanding. But
what says Ranke? "It is not in the nature
of predominant forces to restrict themselves;
boundaries must be established for them."
A people so young, acute and rich in future
possibilities as the citizens of the union w.ill
find boundaries to their aspirations only when
they see that attempts at further conquest
will be met with vigorous resistance.

ANOTHER MANIFESTATION ABROAD

American and British Capital Unites
to Build a Great Packing

Plant in London.

London, June 28.—American enterprise,
backed by British capital, has arranged
to build an extensive cold storage plant
and abbatoir at Barro v-in-Purnese. How-
ard Cros-by Cooke, representing New York
and Chicago capitalists, in a conferenceyesterday with the directors of the Bar-
row-in-Furness Railway company, which
owns the Barrow docks, agreed to the de-
tails of the project. The English inter-
ests are of the strongest character. The
Duke of Cevonehire is chairman of the
Barrow-in-Furness railway. Mr. Cooke
said to your correspondent:

The plans include the erection of a coM-
storage building with a capacity of 1,000,000
cubic feet. It will be the most complete
packing establishment in Europe. It will be
modeled after the latest American pattern
and will cost $750,000. We expect that theLeyland Atlantic Transport line will bring
American cattle, apples and West Indian
fruits in great quantities just as soon as
adequate receiving facilities are available on
this side.

Manager Cohen of Nelson, Morris &Company's English branch does not be-
lieve the new plant will affect American
packers. He said: "It is immpossible to
draw cattle shipments away from London.
The meat trade is strongly against decen-tralizing the markets."
