NAVAL WAR IN PEACE
SHAM BATTXJ3 AND MANEUVERS

Kojrth. Atlantic Squadron to Prac-
tice In Vineyard

Sound.

Newport, R. L, July I.—The sham bat-
tle and naval maneuvers of the North
Atlantic squadron In Vineyard sound next
Friday and Saturday will be nearly aa
extensive as those off Newport last Sep-
tember. Wood's Hole wil be the objec-
tive point, and Newport the base of sup-
plies. The flagship Kearsarge, the bat-
tleships Alabama and Massachusetts and
Che torpedo boat Bailey will participate.
The squadron will sail from Newport on
Friday morning and will steam at once
lor Wood's Hole. Naval defense mines
will be eupplied to the ships from the
torpedo station and tents from the naval
department.

The Kearsarge and Alabama will each
land at Wood's Hole one nve-inch breech-
loading rifle, and the Alabama will lay
six naval defense mines. The Massachu-
setts will land two torpedo chutes, twq
three-poundera and two six-pounders, and
will plant four naval defense mines.
Marines of the Kearsarge and the Ala-
bama will be put ashore under command
of Major C. A. Doyen, fieet marine offi-
cer. This equipment and this force will
hold the place against the fleet. After a
sham battle and the passing of the mines
by the fleet, the offensive force will be
landed from the ships and will capture the
place.

LEAD FIELDS SOLD
Control of the Lead and Smelter Out-

l»ut of the Country.

New York, July I.—With the passage
of a check for almost $1,000,000 from the
Morton Trust company of this city, to
the Union Trust company of St.. Louis,
Mo., the first definite step on the part oi
the Union Lead and Oil compair • toward.
the acquirement of title to all pui._hasable
Missouri lead fields has been taken. More
changes in titles to vast amounts are ex-
pected soon.

Under the name of the Union Lead and
Oil company the Hyan-Whitney-Elkins
eyndicate is operating in close conjunction
with Guggenheim & Sons' Smelting Co.,
which recently became the largest part of
the Smelters' Trust.

While tho primary purpose of this im-
mensely powerful syndicate is, so far as
possible, to gain control of tho lead andspelter output of the country, which it
already practically controls it has a strong
second string that It controls in the Bailey
process of making white lead. This
method, it is asserted, is cheaper and re-
quires much less time to manufacture
than the method now utilized by the Na-
tional Lead company, the white lead trust,
and will bring the union concern into
sharp rivalry with the older corporations.

ILL. CENTRAL PENSIONS
THE NEW SYSTEM IS IN EFFECT

Some 200 Employes of the Road Are
Already Eligible for Retire-

ment With Pay.

Chicago, July I.—About 200 employes of
the Illinois Central railroad will be re-
tired to-day on a pension under the sys-
tem approved by President Fish and Gen-
eral Manager Harahan early in May, and
which became effective at midnight last
night. Their pensions will be based on
their average monthly pay during the last
ten years of their service, they being al-
lowed monthly a certain percentage of
this amount for each year of their total
service.

To carry out the pension scheme the
company has provided a fund of $250,000
and each year a sum not to exceed $100,-
--000 will be set apart for payment of the
pension allowances for the year.

WAGES MAY BE CUT

The Canadian Northern, "Which Took
Over K. P. Lines, May Do It.

Special to The Journal.
Winnipeg:, Man., July I.—There is talk

of a general reduction in the wages of the
Canadian Northern railroad employes. It
is said that under the new system, the
conductors, who formerly worked for the
Northern Pacific, will have their wages
of ?125 per month reduced to $90, or $3F
per month less. The Northern Pacific road
allowed $4 per 100 miles of a run or frac-
tion thereof, and double pay for every half
hour over schedule time. Now the con-
ductors get $3.50 per 100 miles and have
to work twelve hours a day before they
get overtime. For distances less than 100
miles they are paid, not the full $3.50,
but only the proportion for the distance
covered.

Country merchants also complain that
the promised 7% per cent reduction in
freight does not apply to freight from
Winnipeg to local provincial points, but
only between stations on lines outside of
Winnipeg, as, for instance, from Baldwin
to Miami, while freight from Winnipeg
to Miami is no lower.

General Superintendent Hanna of the
Canadian Northern railroad, when inter-
viewed, did not deny that it was the in-tention of the company to reduce wages.
He said whatever the company might do
in this respect was not of public con-
cern. Other business firms might reduce
their employes' wages and nothing was
said about it. He also admitted that the
"Vz per cent reduction on freight rates
did not apply to Winnipeg.

As Winnipeg is the wholesale center of
the province, the reduction, so muchspoken of at the time it was made, is ofvery little benefit to the community.

AMERICA IS AHEAD

Japanese Railway Official Dotes on
I'ncle Sam's Methods.

S. Sugiura of Tokio, Japan, chief engi-
neer of the largest railway system inJapan, is in the twin cities for the purpose
of inspecting railroad shops.

Mr. Sugiura says there is no question
about the superiority of American rail-
roads. American methods and Americanequipment were fast supplanting Euro-
pean ideas in the orient. Formerly loco-
motives and rails used in Japan came
from England, but now the rails come
from the United States, and two Ameri-
can firms have monopolized the locomotive
business of his country.

Railroad building of the future inJapan, Mr. Sugiura says, will involve
some great engineering feats. The pres-
ent lines are built along the coast and
must be connected by lines extending
across the mountains of the interior.

Flour Rates Advance To-day.
The advance in flour rates from Minne-

apolis to the seaboard, and in lumber rates
from Duluth and intermediate territory to
Chicago, becomes effective to-day. The new
flour tariff is 19% cent 3, lake and rail, and
£2\b cents all rail. The change in the lum-
ber tariff is to 15 cents from Duluth to Chi-
cago, all- rail, with a corresponding rate for
intermediate territory. The 10-cent lake-
and-rail rate from Duluth is still in effect,
but the northern roads do not fear compe-
tition, as a large share of the business em-
anates from intermediate points.

Must Report Accidents.. All railroads have been notified by the
interstate commerce commission that, begin-
ning to-day, accidents must be reported to the
commission in accordance with the law
passed by the last congress.

Railroad Notes.
President F. D. Underwood, of the Erie

road, is credited with the intention of abol-
ishing the Erie Dispatch, the fast freight
line over that road.

W. P. Hinton has been appointed general
freight agent of the Canada Atlantic Line,
and E. R. Bremner as assistant freight
agent, with headquarters at Ottawa, Ont.

"LIBERTY IS DEAD"
Suspension of tbe Constitution, of

Cape Colony.

London, July I.—The Daily News pub-
lishes an article by its parliamentary cor-
respondent on the political situation in
Cape Colony in view of the prorogation
of the Cape parliament, the writer say-
ing that an issue of the gravest moment,
namely, the suspension of the constitu-
tion of Cape Colony, is involved. He
adds:

From the night of June 30 for an indefinite
period the king's subjects in Cape Colony will
be deprived of the protection of law and will
be governed contrary to its express provi-
sions. Taxes will be applied under warrant
of the governor without appropriation by
parliament, which has been prorogued until
Aug. 27, and is not likely to sit even then.
This illegal method has been resorted to by
the governor and the ministry doubtless at
the instigation of Lord Milner and Colonial
Secretary Chamberlain. In a word, the im-
perial government has abrogated every article
of the compact under which a free people
owes allegiance to its rulere. Liberty is dead,
6O far as our Dutch subjects are concerned.
