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THE CHINESE INDEMNITY

LATEST PHASE OF

NEGOTIATIONS

Difference of Opinion Between Great
Britain and Russia the
Chief Feature.

Berlin, July 1.—In relation to the pres-
ent status of Peking diplomatic negotia-
tions it is learned upon reliable authority
that the question of guarantees for the
bonds securing the indemnities 1is still
unsolved, a difference of opinion between
Great Britain and Russia still existing.
Russia’'s proposition is to raise the sea
toils from 5 to 10 per cent, but only if the
junk and salt taxes with 5 per cent of sea
tolls shall not yield sufficient results.
Great Britain’s objections to the Russian
proposition are believed. to be dictated
less by practical reasons since the above
taxes would most probably suffice, than
the popular sentiment in Great Britain
and by parliament. The Berlin authori-
ties believe also, like the other powers,
that Russia's proposition is not likely to
go into effect. Hence Germany confi-
dently expects a final agreement upon the
above question.

The matter of the renewal and modifi-
cation of commercial treaties with China
is meanwhile being taken up jointly by
the Peking diplomatists, since this, like
the indemnity matter, 1s expected to be
settled in unison, at least, in its general
features. Germany, with the other Chinc
sea-trading powers, advocates the prin-
ciple of the open door, the opening of ad-
ditional harbors and the greatest pos-
sible commercial liberty. Well-informed
circles here believe Russia does not op-
pose the above upon principle, though
she may object to certain details when the
treaty negotiations are more advanced.

A JURY DENOUNCED

Granite Falls People Indignant at
Acquittal of Wintner.

JUDGE ELLIOTT TELLS HOW IT IS

Second Warrant Said to Have Been
Issued for the Defendant
‘Who Has Skipped.

Judgs Elliott returned to the city this
morning from a stay at Granite Falls,
where he has been watching with some
interest the trial which has just ended
Wwherein the state endeavored to conviet
Dr. Wintner on the charge of murder.

“I never know anything more umnexplain-
able than the temper of the people of that
community in regard to this matter,” said
the judge in discussing the subject. ‘““When
I left the town last evening the excite-
ment was at fever heat. Mobs were parading
the streets and the air was hideous with the
shouts of angry men vowing vengeance upon
the jury, the acquitted man and everybody
connected with the defense. Yet it seems
to me that it would have been more natural
had the sympathies of the public been the
other way. The man who was killed was a
stranger, a gambler, who, according io the
evidence, came to the place in company with
2 pal for the express purpose of ‘fleecing’
the young doctor. This was admitted by the
state in the trial.

“It was shown that on the evening in
question the two gamblers had been playing
with Wintner and had won about $200 when
the latter accused them of swindling him.
They layghed in his face, admitted the truth
of the charge and asked him what he was
going to do about it. hTey showed him the
marks on the cards. They exhibited to him
the hand mirror they wused. Then the
gamblers put on their coats and prepared to
leave. In the meantime Wintner had gone

revolver in hand, having first locked the
door. He held the gun to the head of the
man now dJead, Lenard, and demanded the
return of his money. Lenard made a dash
for the gun, tut missed it and then threw
himself tnrough a glass door. The glass
caught and held him and while in that posi-
tion he received the shots which ended his
existence. Wintner then turned to the other
man and told him that he had better ‘fork
up’ and this demand was immediately com-
plied with.

“Wintner is not a bad apeparing young fel-
low. He is the son of a Jewish rabbi of
Brooklyn, a filnely educated gentleman, and
has a lovely sister, who was at the trial.
The only reason whic hcan be advanced to
account for the hostility of the people of
Granite Falls toward him is the fact that he
dressed more expensively than the other
young men about the town and rather held
himself aloof from local society, givicg rise
to the opinion that he was rather ‘stuck
UD.' g

NYE’S ELOQUENCE

Jury Forgot Law and Evidence in
Considering It.

Granite Falls is all torn up. The verdict
in the Wintner case, so far as can be
learned, was decidedly distasteful to the
residents of that thriving town; so dis-
tasteful, indeed, that there was talk of
trouble both for the defendant and for
the jury. A Minneapolitan who came down
from Granite Falls last evening said that
six of the jurymea were reported to have
taken to the woods fearing harsh treat-
ment at the hands of indignaat citizens.
Another report, related by the same gen-
tleman, was to the effect that the prose-
cuting attorney in the case had been heard
to tell a group of residents of the town
that if they desired to ‘‘egg’”’ the jurymen,
they need have no fear of subsequent
trouble from him. The defendant has
left Granite Falls and is out of danger for
the time being.

The verdict which is thought by many
to have been clearly contrary to the evi-
dence was a good deal of a surprise even
to Dr. Wintner's attorney, Frank M. Nye,
who, it is said, bad hoped to accomplish
little more than the saving of the doctor
from too severe a sentence. The reason
for the verdict is found in Mr. Nye’s elo-
quence. He is said to have had the
jury in tears a good part of the time during
his closing speech and to have so worked
upon their feelings that they were blind
to the cold facts of the evidence and
therefore let Dr. Wintner go.

Wintner is said to be across the Da-
kota line where he hores to evade arrest
on another warrant sworn out by the
county attorney. This warrant charges
him with holding up and robbing Mullane,
a gambler, who was in the game that re-
sulted in the fatal shooting of Lenard,
the professional. The attorney is said to
kave harangued a crowd on the streets
and stirred up much feeling against Wint-
ner and the jury. Three deputy sheriffs
are said to be in pursuit of Wintner.

HEAT AFFECTS OARSMEN

WISCONSIN UNDER THE WEATHER

Why Experts Think the Badgers
Will Win in the Vamsity
Race.

Poughkeepsie, N. Y., July 1.—The in-
tense heat is seriously affecting the oars-
men. Two of Syracuse’s men are some=
what under the weather but expect to be
in their boat on race day. Columbia’s
freshmen crew look by this morning’s
work to have been weakened and two of
the Wisconsin varsity men show the ef-
fects of the hot weather. 41l of the crews
have lost in weight. Thie Cornell boat
has averaged two pounds lgss, while in the
other crews from a pound to a pound and
a half has been lost by each man. Cornell,
however, can afford to lase some weight,
for next to Wisconsin it is the heaviest
crew on the river, avereging fully three
pounds per man more tban Columbia and
fully seven pounds to & amn more than
Syracuse. In their fireshman crew the
Cornell men are fully twelve pounds
heavier per man than any other crew in
the race.

Wisconsin’s varsity fully four pounds
heavier than Cornell and experts this
morning are using that as an argument
that she will land finst place in the var-
city because they contend the superior
weight on the leverage of the oar will do
for her in a four mifle race what it would
not do in a two-mile race.
