Recession to the East Marked the
Nineteenth Century.

RECENT HISTORY OF THE PEST

How It Spreads About—Little Ap-
parent Danger for This
Country.

Washington, July 2.—The mnineteenth
ecentury was marked by a recession of un:
plague toward the east, although in 1815
it appeared in Italy, confined to a small
district. An isolated epidemic appeared
in Greece in 1828. It appeared in Egypt
in 1845, that year witnessing the last
plague epidemic in that country and
marking its great eastward recession.

Since 1850 the disease has oscillated,
now east and now west, between the Red

sea and the Pacific in China, Indila,
Arabla, Persia, Mesopotamia, Russia,
Caspian sea, Afghanistan, Tripoli.

There have been since 1850 but nineteen
years when it has not been recorded in
one or the other of these countries.

‘While comparatively isolated outbreaks
©of plague have occurred in Asiatic coun-
tries, it seemed -improbable that there
would be any more extensive epldemics of
the disease. This hope was rudely dashed
by the appearance of the disease in 1893
in epidemic form in Tongking and Hong-
Xong, and within a short time after in
Bombay, Kurrachee and Poona, in Brit-
8sh India.

In 1892 it was deemed necessary by the
Chinese government to increase and main-
tain the garrisons on the Manchurian
frontier. Frequent and intimate inter-
course between Long Chuyan and Yun-nan,
made this the epidemic focus of the dis-
ease, since the transportation of stores
and materials was done by mule cara-
wans. The time occupied in the trips was
six days. The disease made its appear-
ance at Long Chuyanand assumed epidemic
proportions, and was conveyed by means
of the crews and passengers of trading
junks to Canton and Hongkong, where it
&p, ed in epidemic form the next year.

The appearance of the plague in Santos,
Brezil, in October, 1899, makes an im-
portant epoch in plague literature, as
furnishing the very first recorded In-
stances of its occurrence in the Western
Hemisphere. There is also considerable
difference of opinlon as to the origin of
this outbreak. It is usually attributed to
a ship, which, arriving from the infected
port of Oporto, lay alongside the dock in
Santos. Within a short time there was an
extensive mortality among rats, followed
by the appearance of cases among human
beings. It is recorded that in the months
of July and Sentember before, there was
an unexplained mortality emong rats in
Santos. From Santos the disease extend-
ed to Sao Paulp, a hill resort in the neigh-
borhood, the first case occurring in a
child of a switchman of the railroad con-
necting the two places. The employe in
question lived in a cabin beside the rail-
road. On the 18th of November, 1899, the
British steamship J. W. Taylor, from
Santos, arrived at the quarantine station
of the port of New York, with two cases
of bubonic plague on board, and having
lost one man at sea from the same dis-
ease. Prompt measures were taken, and
fortunately no spread of the disease has
occurred.

Reassuring.

Experience in other parts of the world
Jeads us to believe that even were the
disease to be introduced here, its spread
would be very limited in cities where the
sanitary conditions are good and where
precautions as to the isolation of patients
could be practiced. Cases in Vienna, re-
sulting from accidental inoculation of men
etudying the disease In one of the labora-
tories, were easily controlled. The same
may be recorded of a case Introduced into
Trieste, Austria. No spread of the dis-
ease followed. With the rigid application
of sanitary science it seems extremely
doubtful if the plague will ever secure a
dangerous foothold in the United States,
although frequent scares are likely.

This disease furnishes a striking illus-
“tration of the advance of modern medicine.
Not until 1894 did positive knowledge of
its true nature become known. Now its
cause, method of propagation and the
means to prevent its spread are matters
of sclentific certainty. It is to Pasteur
and his contemporary, Koch, in their es-
tablishment of bacteriology as a science,
that credit is due for the possibility of this
disocovery, and to a Japanese physician, Dr.
Kitasato, a student in the laboratory of
Eoch and Yersin, and a pupil of the Pas-
teur institute, that we are indebted for the
disoovery itself. When in 1894 the plague
was epldemic in Hongkong, with hun-
dreds dying dally, great apprehension ex-
isted on the part of Japan, and accordingly
Drs. Kitasato and Aoyama, with assist-
ants, were commissioned by the Japanese
government to visit Hongkong and there
study the disease, the former to make bac-
teriological investigation and the latter to
report upon its clinical and pathological
characteristics. The report of Kitasato
announcing the discovery of the plague
baoillus was published by the University of
Tokio.

The death rate from the plague varles
from different epidemics, and is estimated
at from 50 to 90 per cent. - It varies, how-
ever, spparently -according to nationali-
tles.: From the official reports of the epi-
demio in Hongkong in 1894, the death rate
of the several nationalities was as follows:
Chinese, 93.4 per cent; Indians, 77; Japa-
nese, 60; Purasians, 100; Europeans, 18.2.
The small relative percentage of deaths
among Europeans is attributed to the Eu-
ropean blood and stamina and to the early
treatment and confidence in the European
medical attendant.

An Interesting suggestion as to the
cause of the prevalence of this disease in
India and China is offered by Dr. Charles
W. Dabney, Jr.,, formerly assistant sec-
retary of agriculture, to the effect that it
may be because the people of India are so
badly fed and fed only on rice and other
grains, which contain yery little protein.
As compared with wheat, oats, Indian corn
and rhe, rice—by the protein standard—
is the poorest food of them all. Addi-
tional credence may be given to this
theory from the fact that plague so often
accompanies famine.

Hay Remains In.

A semi-official announcement has been
made that Secretary Huy will not leave
the cabinet. His sen’s death has com-
pletely upset him and for several days it
was rumored that he might retire from
public life. This rumor was emphasized
by the announcement that he was about to
go to the mountains of New England
where he would remain until autumn.
Two members of the cabinet on Thursday
thought the gossip had gone .far enough
and submitted to Interviews stating that
it was the intention of Mr. Hay to serve
as secretary of state until the close of Mr.
McKinley’'s second term.

ed States and Europe it is on an average
only half that amount. The ordinary
chocolate of trade here brings from 30 to
40 cents per pound. Adulteration is the
cause for this otherwise mysterious state
of affajrs, a cheaper article than the co-
coa bean constituting the large propor-
tion of 90 per cent of the chocolate of
commerce.

Harlan for President.

Considerable interest has been mani-
fested here in the suggestion of William
J. Bryan that the democrats nominate
John M. Harlan, associate justice of the
Supreme court, as their candidate for
President. The suggestion is based on
the premise that the issue in the next
campaign will be expansion, and that the
parties will divide on the constitutional
questions which split the supreme court.
Judging from the minority opinton in the
Downes case, Colonel Bryan thinks Jus-
tice Harlan an ideal exponent of the anti-
imperialism sentiment. The opinion is a
ringing one, and the sentiments expressed
will no doubt be freely quoted in congress
and in campaign speeches,

Harlan has been on the popular side in
most of his important decisions. He was
in favor of the income tax and is a strong
believer in federal control of the trusts.
He is nominally a republican and was ap-
pointed to the supreme court by President
Hayes; but in all the live issues of the
day Harlan is opposed to the republican
administration. He believes the inter-
pretation which has been put upon the
constitution by the president and the ma-
jority opinion of the supreme court is
dangerous and subversive of American
liberties. He feels the subject very
strongly, and not long ago remarked to a
friend that he wished every young man
in the United States would read his dis-
senting opinion all through. Justice
Harlan does not believe that Justice
Brown’s interpretation will stand as the
opinion of the court. Subsequent de-
cislons, he thinks, will greatly modify it
and it may even be eventually reversed.

On the money question Justice Harlan
is.a republican. He would be approved
by the gold democrats. On the tariff issue
he would probably accord with the repub-
lican position. Although born and reared
in Kentucky, Harlan can hardly be re-
garded as representing any particular sec-
tion of the country. During the war he
commanded a regiment of volunteers
which he raised to support the union. For
twenty-four years he has been a member
of the supreme court and a resident of
the District of Columbia.

Justice Harlan is 67 years of age. He
is a magnificent specimen of physical
strength and Is in perfect health. He is
young in his mind and disposition. He
gets up early n the morning to play golf
and can outwalk McKenna and Gray, who
play with him and wh are both many
years his junior. He can make a fine
speech, political or post-prandial.

Justice Harlan would look with favor
on a nomination for the presidency. Hie
friends are convinced from things which
he has said in private conversation that
he will not. discourage .any. movement
-which may be started. in this direction.
It is too early to say that he will author-
ize the use of his name; but it is reason-
.ably certain that he would consent to run
on a platform embodying his opposition
to the so-called imperialistic' tendencies
of the republican administration.
