HE'LL AWAIT MORGAN'S RETURN

Darin* Miller's New Assignment of
Work Thought to Be Possibly

- . ' Sisrnificant.

New York, July 2.—lt is not unlikely

that J.-Pierpont Morgan's arrival in thi_

country from Europe this week may have
an immediate effect on the affairs of the
Northern Pacific railroad. James J. Hill,
president of the Great Northern, and a
large stockholder in the Northern Pacific,
has arranged to be in New Ybrk when Mr.
Morgan arrives.

Railroad men generally believe that Mr.
Hill would like to see a change in the
Northern Pacific presidency. Charles S.
Mellen, it is broadly asserted, has been
too independent to suit Mr. Hill. The
actual control of the Northern Pacific,
however, rests with J. Pierpont Morgan.

A proposition, to place Darius Miller,
vice president of the Great Northern, at
the head of the traffic departments of the
Great Northern-Northern Pacific-Bur-
llngton group of roads is believed to have
emanated from President Hill. Should
Mr. Miller be vested with the authority
proposed he would take Northern Pacific
matters out of President Mellen's hands,
without being in any way accountable to
Mr. Mellen. Inasmuch as Mr. Miller is
distinctively a Hill man, his -selection as
director general of traffic of the north-
western group of roads would practically
give Mr. Hill control of the money-earn-
ing power of these three roads. Such an j
arrangement, it is suggested, would cre-
ate an uncomfortable, if not unbearable
situation for President Mellen.
