DEVELOPING IN CRIME
Chinese . Exclusion Forwarded by

Several Recent , Murders.

Vancouver, B. C, July 3.—The fact that the
Chinamen of this province have lately fur-
nished criminals of an exceptionally serious
type, while formerly their offenses were com-
paratively trivial. Is attracting notice. Thus,
within six months or so, there have been
five murders committed by Chinamen in Brit-
ish Columbia. At Ashcroft, a fellow China-
man was the victim; at Steveston, Chief of
Police Martin, and now at Ladner, just oppo-
site Steveston, a Chinaman has been guilty
of murdering three Celestials and badly
wounding two others. These facts will add
to the strength of the growing movement in
favor of almost complete Chinese exclusion.

Wiseacres in South Dakota Are

Already Speculating.

WHAT WILL MR. KITTREDGE DO?

northern Half of the State Has an
Abundance of Pull Grown

Timber.

Special to The Journal.
Madison, S. D., July B.—Governor

Herreid has made many appointments
since the first of January and has
made no mistakes. By the death
of Senator Kyle he is called upon
to make the most important appoint-
ment of all and the one which may cause
him the most trouble. His appointee,
barring death, will hold office until
March 4, 1903.

If the appointment Is made from the
northern portion of the state, the place
of residence of the late senator, Judge
A. \V. Campbell of Aberdeen, Attorney
Lawson of the same place, Attorney Tom
Sterling of Redneld, H. L. Loucks of
Altruria, Stover and Glass of Watertown,
Major Pickler of Faulkton, Congressman
Burke of Pierre, Crawford of Huron, and
David Williams of Webster, become avail-
able. Sterling is a good man and would
be acceptable to many of the interests
involved. Burke is already in office and
to appoint him would make an election
necessary or leave the state to shuffle
along with but a single congressman.
Crawford is out of favor with the "ma-
chine"—the men with whom the governor
is closely allied—and his chances are
poor. So, too, are Stover's and Glass.'
Major Pickler is available for, like Barkis,
he is willing, but he will not be ap-
pointed. Williams is close to the machine
and has a good pull, but the office looks
pretty big for him. Loucks would dearly
love to go to the senate. He is capable
and experienced, but his affiliations and
record have been such that it is not be-
lieved he will go there by virtue of the
appointment of so careful a governor as
Herreid,

If the appointment is made from the
north Judge Campbell ought to have a
good show, provided he wants the place
and can get Aberdeen and Brown county
to back him. He has said several times
he was not a candidate, but that was
when he bad a rival and a formidable one
right at home. He is well thought of all
over the state and is popular in many sec-
tions. If he can get the home machine in-
dorsement and has changed his mind
about going to the senate he has
a fine prospect of landing.

But no man stands closer to the gov-
ernor than Editor C. J. McLeod of Aber-
deen, and Campbell will not be appointed
over any objection raised by him. Suppose
McLeod should take a notion to don the
toga himself? He is a small man physical-
ly, but a big one mentally and he would
wear the garment as to the manner born.
The governor would be only too glad to give
him this honor, and McLeod would so en-'
trench himself during the unfinished term
that his election in 1903 to a full term
ought to be an easy proposition. If Mc-
Leod will take the office other candidates
would do well to stand from under. No
one, however, can speak for him at this
time.

Lawson of Aberdeen, is a student and
orator who has by no means reached
the height of his powers. He is not in
first rank as a practical politician, but is
popular with the politicians and has been
a useful man. He has many friends
among the leaders and is very close in-
deed to Herreid, McLeod, Williams and
other party men. If a fraction of the "ma-
chine," headed by McLeod, sets out to
elevate Mr. Lawson from the state senate
to the United States senate, the move-
ment is likely to be successful. McLeod
and Lawson are barely within the age
limit, but Senator Kyle entered the sen-
ate when he was but 37 and all the mem-
bers of congress and the state officers
are young men.

There is a big silent man in Sioux Falls,
who, under certain contingencies may be-
come a great factor. Kittredge's home ia
near Gamble's and if he were appointed
the senators would be bunched and the
north would be out in the cold. If he were
to ask for the position, or if his friends
with his consent were to seek it for him,
it is not hard to guess what would hap-
pen. Many of the practical politicians
in the north would gladly waive their
claims to see Mr. Kittredge in the sen-
ate. McLeod, Lawson, Williams and
others in northern counties are great
admirers of Kittredge and it has been
their hope for years to get him into the
senate. Location would settle the chances
of mo3t men, but with Kittredge it is dif-
ferent. He is big enough to represent
the state at large. And once in he would
be apt to stay in as long as he wanted to.
He lives in Pettigrew's town and is a foe-
man worthy of the ex-senator's steel. He,
too, has disclaimed any ambition to be
senator, but a *nan's mind, like a woman's,
cannot be expected to run in the same'
channel all the time. It is a most dis-
tinguished honor to be senator. Towne
was glad to have it even for a few weeks.
The appointee in this state will have
almost two years to serve and will belong
to the dominant party—the party that is
sure to control the next legislature and
make a long term in the upper body pos-
sible. The situation must appeal even to
Mr. Kittredge, who is engrossed in busi-
ness and the law, with much force.

Of course, Governor Herreid and his ad-
visors will not discuss the matter in the
open for some time, and possibly not at
all. When they get ready to name the
man the people will know and not be-
fore. It is not thought the governor will
go to the Hills for a senator. There is
good timber there, but the executive be-
longs to the east side and the appoint-
ment seems to belong there too. No
"Boxer" and no enemy of the "machine"
in days past need apply. Tomlinson of
SLoux Falls hasn't the ghost of a show
and there are others in his class. It Is
not to be doubted that the governor will
make a wise selection.

JUNE'S COMMERCB DOWN CANALS

4,510,075 Tons of Freight and 3,107

Passenetrrs—Grain and
Ore Business.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., July 3.—A1l

monthly records in the history of lake
commerce passing the ship canals at this
point were broken during June, when the
enormous total of 4,519,075 tons of traffic
passed through. It exceeded the next
largest month's traffic a year ago the
same month by over 400,000 tons.

The largest items were iron ore, 3,161,-
--982 tons; wheat, 8,421,802 bushels, and
other grain 1,667,157 bushels.

The vessel passengers numbered 3,197,
and the registered tonnage was 3,975,392.

MEXICANS IN A MELEE
DUB TO OBJECTIONABLE PRIESTS

Riotous Demonstration of Students
—Immoral Priests'!>«- \u25a0

Mexico City, July 2.—The public mind
is much excited and the clergy are filled
with indignation over the results of the
students' anti-clerical demonstration yes-
terday. The students to the number of
300 held a public meeting near the statue
of Columbus on El Paso and Shive drive-
way. Stirring speeches were made, show-
ing the intense feeling of the young men
and denouncing the recent immoralities of
the few priests who, it was claimed, have
been shielded and not punished. A charge
was made that Former Archbishop Labas-
tida was a traitor to his country, while
the present archbishop, Alarief, showed no
disposition to punish recreant priests with
that measure of se-verity demanded by
the nature of their offenses.

A company of mounted guards preserved
order, and the demonstration was wit-
nessed by Governor Coraal of the federal
district and by Chief of Police Villegaß.
The students, accompanied by a great
number of people from the lower classes,
marched up San Francisco street and on
the way the police arrested three men
tor insulting women while going to mass.
By this time the crowd numbered fully
3,000 people and made its way toward
the Church of Santo Domigo, where the
Dominican Fathers officiate.

Part of the crowd entered during mass
when tpe church was filled with worship-
pers, mostly ladies. Shouts were raised
of "Death to the priests!" "Down with the
clergy!" and the priests left the altar and
sought refuge in the sacristy with many
of the worshipers. Women cried and
shrieked, but the disturbance went no fur-
ther. Another part of the crowd en-
tered the Church of Santo Carrja, arriv-
ing during the 12 o'clock mass. Windows
were broken and images hurled down. The
priests were dispersed and the students
made speeches denouncing the clergy.
There were heard shouts for Father Ica-
sea, who is accused of many misdeeds.

The women present were terrified, and
the police made s«veral arrests, but many
of the prisoners were afterward released.
The leaders among the students had coun-
selled moderation and against making a
disturbance, but the mob was bent
on showing its feeling toward the clergy.
In the afternoon people assembled for
prayer in the cathedral and other churches
and to-day the Catholics are offering
prayers for the enemies of religion.

Precautions have been taken to pre-
vent further trouble, but it is believed
that if several priests who are publicly
denounced in the press are not punished,
the young men may make an attempt to
invade the temples. Public opinion is
divided as regards the demonstration made
by the students, but the liberals and non-
Catholics consider that the clergy will
now be compelled to demand the expulsion
of priests who have been causing public
indignation to reach fever heat.

HIDING IN CHICAGO
Minnesota Girl Disappointed In Love

Chicago, 111., July 2. — Driven from
her home in Fergus Falls, Minn.,
by grief over the marriage of her fiance
to another woman, Miss Carrie Hennig-
sen, 20 years old, is thought to be hiding
in Chicago. Mrs. Christine Hennigsen
arrived in Chicago yesterday bearing
letters from the governor of Minnesota
a.nd both senators to Senator Mason and
Mayor Harrison. The letters requested
that every effort be made by the Chicago
police to find the missing girl.

Mrs. Hennigsen" is 60 years old and the
wife of Charles Hennigsen, a wealthy
mill owner. Mrs. Hennigeen told Captain
Colleran that her daughter had myste-
riously disappeared from her' home in
Fergus Falls- a year ago after her sweet-
heart had married another woman. She
would not give the young man's name,
but she said he was a business man and
from a well known family in Minnesota.

A SALMON COMBINE
Assurance That it Will Be Effected

in Ten Days.

CAPITAL FIXED AT $25,000,000

Xevr Company Will in Addition Do a
Large Transportation ,'

Business. t

New York, July 3.—The plans for a com-
bination of various salmon packing com-
panies have reached a point where their
successful completion seems to be assured.
It is stated on the authority of one of the
leading interests in the deal that the new
company will probably be incorporated
within ten days. It will be known as
the Pacific Packing and Navigation com-
pany and will have an authorized capital
of $26,000,000, half preferred and half
common stock, with an authorized bond
issue of $7,000,000.

About thirtyconcerns. It is stated, are to
be taken over at first, if the deal goes
through on the present basis. The aggre-
gate annual output of these is given at
about 1,500,000 cases, cr about 50 per tent
of the total Pacific coast pack. The an-
nuf>l capacity of these concerns is placed
at about 2,000,000 cases. The new com-
pany, however, will do a large transporta-
tion business aside from its canning op-
erations. The companies to be taken over,
it is said, have a combined flee^t of over
forty vessels. (

Two large companies in the deal are the
Pacific Steam Whaling company and the
Pacific American Fisheries company,
\u25a0which rank next in importance to the
Alaska Packers' association. The whaling
business of the first named company will
not be acquired but its navigation busi-
ness will pass to the new company. The
Columbia River Packers' association will
not be taken over, at least at the present
time.

It is understood the following concerns
are in the deal, in addition to the Pacific
Steam Whaling company and the Pacific
American Fisheries company, Ainsworth &
Dunn, Blame & Seattle; Anacortes Pack-
ing company, Fairhaven Canning company,
C. T. Myers & Co., Carlisle Packing com-
pany, Lummi Island; Rosario Straits Pack-
nig company; Jays Straits Packing com-
pany, Petersburg; Boston Fishing and
Trading company; Taku Fishing company;
Taku Packing company, Shilkoot Packing
company; Western Fisheries company,
Skagway.

ARREST OF WARD
General Satisfaction Felt by the

People of Le Mars.

LeMars, lowa, July 3,—Word was re-
ceived here yesterday of the arrest of T.
F. Ward of Jersey City, by agents of the
secret service. Ward was vice president
of the Le Mars National bank. He Is
charged with having used and lost the
bank funds. He absconded on April 15.

Satisfaction is general here at the news
of his capture. Many of those who lost
by his defalcation are hard working peo-
ple who entrusted their savings to the
bank and the feeling is still very bitter
against him. His wife, who was left with
a week-old infant, left to-day to make
her home at Winterßet with her mother.
If she knew of Ward's whereabouts she
kept the fact to herself.

The caDital of the bank, $100,000, was
wiped out and an assessment of 100 per
cent has been made against the stockhold-
ers, about $30,000 of which can be col-
lected. Ward has telegrapher to Attorney
J. U. Sammis of this city to meet him at
Sioux City to-day.
