This fact was publicly admitted and deplored
by Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, the lead-
er of the party, in a speech at Southamptor.

Yokahoma—Korea has suddenly requested
Japan to close the latter’s postoffice in Korea
and withdraw the Japanese officials, thus in-
creasing the tension between the two coun-
tries. The newspapers contain veiled allu-
slons to Russian intrigue.

Kingston, Jamaica—Constant friction be-
iween the American superintendents and the
West Indian laborers employed in railroad
construction, culminated in an attack made
by Jamaicans, barbarians and Porto Ricans.
