STRIKES AND IRON
Buyers Disregard the Possibility

of Harm.

HOW MUCH WILLOUTPUT SHRINK?

Consumption Larger and . Longer

Lived Than Anything Allowed
For In Forecast*.

Cleveland, July 4.—Discussing market
conditions the current issue of the Iron
Trade Review says:

The possibilities of the strike now on in
two-thirds of the central western sheet mills
and in a portion of the bar and hoop mill*,
are the feature of the week. But even with
these the demand 'has been significantly
strong, particularly in finished lines. The
face that buyers seem to be disregarding the
possibilities of harm to the situation from
labor troubles, is one that asserts itself in
the midst of all calculations that give
prominence to apprehensions.

The one factor that persUts through tha
changing phases of the weeks la a con-
sumption larger and longer lived than any-
thing allowed for in forecast* based on pre-
cedent. It is impossible to measure the ex-
tent to which the strike in mills of the Ameri-
can Sheet Steel company and the American
Steel Hoop company will cut down produc-
tion. Both sides are willingto have a shut-
down for ten days and it will take another
to develop any real ttst.

In the iron trade the published statements
concerning the possibility ol closing down
other mills of the United States Steel corpora-
tion companies than those involved, have
been properly discounted. In any event buy-
ers have not considered that the situation
has furnished any new argument for lower
prices. Mills report that there has been a
general buying movement. Good contracts
have been placed for plates and structural
steel, the tonnage required for lake vessels
being no Inconsiderable item. Agricultural
implement concerns have been inquiring and
quite a umber are disposed to make con-
tracts. In several lines of material the mills
find orders against exceeding shipments after
a brief period of the opposite experience. The
Republic Iron and Steel company has cut its
shutdown period short, an order having gone
out for resumption on Monday, July 3.

The intense heat in the region east of the
Rocky mountains has been felt seriously in
all mills operated the past week and output
has been much below normal. A surprising
announcement of July 1 was that of a re-
duction in sheets. Some of the lightest gauges
are lowered $5 a too, others $3 a ton and
heavier sheets, $1 a ton. The new prices
put black sheets more nearly in line with tin-
plates, while the heavier sheets more closely
approximate the place of the plate sheet. Tha
eastern bar association, which was revived in
May, ia reported to have a more effective
agreement than ever, and prices east of the
Allegheny mountains are now being striotly
maintained. In the recent lull a weaker
sentiment developed in the central west in
steel bars as well as plates, but rumors of
cutting have not been verified.

BULL FIGHT A CERTAINTY
INJUNCTION AT OMAHA DENIED

No Bftre Cruel to Kill a Ball in the
Arena Than in the Slaugh-

ter Pens.

Omaha, Neb., July 4.—The bull fight at
South Omaha is a certainty. The district
court last night denied the injunction
asked on the ground that it would not be
any more cruel to kill a bull in such a
way than to kill him in the slaughter
house. '

The toreadores exhibited their lance-
like weapons on the witness stand and
showed how they drove the keen edged
knives into the backs of the bulls, thus
killing them almost instantly. The bull
fighters said they did not hurt the bulls
until the time for dealing the death blow.
The hearing was an interesting affair and
the gaily dressed Mexicans on the stand
were much excited. Their fighting outfit
was on exhibition. An immense crowd of
out-of-town people has gathered for the
first fight.

Crops Scourged in Russia Township

in Polk County.

EVEN TIMOTHY IS EATEN UP

Wheat Fields Swept Clean of Vege-

tation—Streets of Crookston
Invaded by the Pests.

Crookston, Minn., July 4.—Portions of

the township of Russia are being devas-
tated by grasshoppers, and in some lo-
calities they are destroying a large area.

Thodore Noesen was in the city this
afternoon and says that on. his farm a
tract of 160 acres seems doomed already.
Sixty acres of wheat have been swept
clean of all vegetation, and the other
crops, such as timothy and barley, are
also being cleaned out.

Mr. Noesen says that during two days'
work with a dozer he gathered twelve
bushels of hoppers, and the estimate is
that ten Jump out of the pan to die on
the ground for every one captured. Tha
insects are so numerous, said Mr. Noesen,
that it is impossible to walk through the
field with one's eyes open.

Millions of hoppers settled down In the
city this afternoon, and the sidewalks
have been covered with them. At certain
points hundreds of them would fly up in
front of a pedestrian while going the
length of a block. Those noticed in the
city have the red legs and white wings,
with dark spots, that indicate the vo-
racious sort.

San Francisco, July 4.—Minnesota fur-
