BEST RACE EVER SEEN AT HENLEY

Coach Ellis Ward Has No Complaint
but Says His Proteges Were
Clearly Outrowed.

Henley, July 5.—To the disappointment
of all the Americans at Henley, the Lean-
der Rowing club crew this morning de-
feated the crew of the University of Penn-
sylvania in the final heat for the grand
challenge cup. There was brilliant sun-
shine and puffy cross winds blew from the
Bucks shore, slightly favoring the Lean-
der's station. The followers of the Brit-
ish crew evinced the greatest confidence
and Leander money was everywhere avail-
able, but this confldence never exceeded
anything beyond even money. The Penn-
sylvanians’ friends picked up several
hundred pounds, and a Philadelphian is
said to have imvested £500 in favor of his
crew.

The -Pennsylvanians reached their boat
house at 11 o’clock, apparently as fit as
possible, while many of the followers of
the red and blue showed marks of the in-
tense strain of the final minutes. The
crew etripped, chatted and laughed as
coolly as though going out for practice.
Elis Ward, the American coach, placed a
miniature American flag upon the rudder

of hia boat as the coxswain came to the
boat house, and said to Smith: *“‘Keep

slbat as far ahead, my boy, as you can.”

Both crews, at the start, showed no
trace of nervousness and were sent away
in capital style, the Pennsylvanians row-
ing 43 to the minute and the Leanders
rowing 42. At the end of Temple island,
the Americans led by a third of a length.
At Fawley the time was 3:25 2-5, with
the Leanders three feet ahead. From there
on it was a splendid struggle, out of which
the Leanders gained inch by inch. The
mile was reached in 5:15, with the Lean-
ders half a length ahead, which they in-
creased to three-quarters of a length, At
the Isthmtan the Pennsylvanias made a
desperate spurt, but it was of no avalil,
and two men weakened perceptibly oppo-
site the grand stand, The Leanders won
by al in 7:04 4-5.

“We Were Simply Outrowed.”

“It was a grand race,” said Coach
‘Ward, as the Leanders crossed the finish
line. ““We are simply outrowed and have
no excuse to make.”

It certainly was the best and most ex-

.citing tussle ever seen at Henley. There

was scarcely the advantage of three feet
in the Leander’s station. The cheering
for the contestants as they struggled for
the lead was terrific. Even Henley had
never before heard such wild applause
s greeted the Pennsylvanians and the
Leanders all down the course and the
cheering was delirious from the partizans
of the Leanders as the latter’s boat
croosed the line at the finish ahead of the
Pennsylvanians.
