Publication That Will Jar European

Governments.

WORK OF OUR MILITARYATTACHES

(DAUGHTER OF A QUEEN
DEATH OF SOPHIA ADELAIDE

She Claimed to Be the Daughter of

Queen Victoria and the
Prince Connor*.

New York, July 6.—A woman, who with
almost her last breath held to the story
that she was the eldest daughter of Queen
Victoria and the prince consort, is dead
in this city, having expired in the German
hospital, a victim of the heat and of in-
sufficient nutriment. Through the charity
of a doctor, who believed her story im-
plicitly, and who learned of her demise,
her body will not be burled in potter's
field, but will be buried this afternoon in
Calvary cemetery.

In the Face of Muck Opposition They

Learn About All There
la to Tell.

Washington, July 6.—There probably

will be a sensation among the foreign gov-
ernments when there appears from the
government printing office the volume en-
titled "Notes on MilitaryProgress," which
has been in preparation for some weeks
In the military information division of the
war department. This book gives a great
deal of information which relates to arms,
armament, administration and organiza-
tion of foreign armies. This has been ob-
tained by our military attaches abroad,
principally by those at Berlin, Paris and
at St. Petersburg.

The Information -was obtained only by
hard work and in the face of innumerable
obstacles raised by the officials of the
European governments. Our officer at St.
Petersburg was blocked at every turn.
The most trivial and matter-of-fact infor-
mation was denied him, but he was en-
abled to obtain a great deal secretly, and
his report, which will be published in the
annual, will be something of a startling
revelation to the Russian authorities. Our
representative at Paris witnessed the ma-
neuvers of the French army and attended
a test of the modern gun, a duplicate of
which is now under construction at Beth-
lehem. That officer'was not en&bled to
obtain more than a long range view of
the celebrated field piece, hut he gives a
description of what he saw, heard and
imagined. Italy and Germany were quite
as secretive, but notwithstanding these
obstacles, our officers gained a great deal
of information which will appear in book
form and will be issued to the army as the
first of a series of yearly publications on
the same order.

The woman, who was known as Sophia
Adelaide, and Mrs. Kent, always Insisted
that as an Infant she was taken from her
royal mother and in her place was sub-
stituted the daughter of Prince Albert by
his morganatic wife, the Countess de
Reuse. Up to the time, it is said, of her
coming to America, which was shortly
after, the death of John Brown, the
queen's Highland attendant, Sophia Ade-
laide received remittances in Paris, or
wherever she might be, through the Rev.
Ward Bouvie, of Cole's Hill, England.
When these remittances stopped and she
inquired into the cause, she found that
Mr. Bouvie was dead, and thenceforth her
remittances were paid to her by John
Brown himself, it is said.

At his death they ceased altogether.
She made several ineffectual attempts to
obtain a settlement, and when these failed
she came to this country and brought out
a book, which it is said had been sup-
pressed in England and Germany. It con-
tained her contentions.

The military attaches in this country
will not fare as well as formerly on ac-
count of this experience of our officers
abroad. Hitherto the war and navy de-
partments have been exceedingly gener-
ous in their eystem of giving information.
All foreign representatives have been al-
lowed to visit our coast forts and attend
the armor plate and gun tests at Indian
Head and Sandy Hook. They have been
treated with more than ordinary courtesy
at the departments. Hereafter the rule
of reciprocity will prevail and that gov-
ernment which shows a disinclination to
be communicative will meet with similar
treatment from this government. Captain
C. D. Sigsbee, chief intelligence officer,
already has put the rule into effect with
the result that some of the foreign at-
taches here are displeased and are un-
diplomatic enough to show it.

like youngsters till parted. Paull wearsa black eye, has a broken nose, and a
huge lump on his head, but he gave Reed
his hand after it was over and. said he was
satisfied to let the war be officially
closed.

WOMEN MAY DRINK
AT THE PUBLIC BARS

Judge Palmer of Denver Decides That Any At-
tempt to Stop the Ladies From So

Doing Is Unconstitutional.
Denver, July 6.—Judge Palmer of the

district court has just made permanent

an injunction restraining the fire and po-
lice board from interfering with the sale
of liquor in restaurants on Sundays and to
"women in winerooma. This will have the
effect, through the promised acquiescence
of the fire and police board, of causing
Denver to be a "wide open" town.

As in the case when the temporary in-
junctions were granted, the board has
sought shelter behind the action of the
court and offers as an excuse for leaving
the town "wide open" the fact that an or-
der restraining them from interfering with
respect to two places has been served on
them. Now that the injunctions have been
made permanent, the existing conditions of
affairs will continue. Since the temporary
injunctions were issued, the board has
acted on the theory that all barriers to the
liquor trade must be removed and all regu-
lations which they are vested with power
to enforce must be ignored.

That this proposed action of the board
will meet with violent opposition from
many people there is already good reason
to believe. A meeting of ministers of
several denominations has been held at
which the action of Judge Palmer in mak-

j ing permanent the injunctions and the
j withdrawal of all saloon regulations by

\u25a0 the fire and police board were scathingly
criticised in a public statement.

The effect of the decision will be the
continuing of the wineroom and the sale
of liquor in restaurants on Sunday pend-
ing action by the higher court.

With regard to one of the cases, the
doctrine of woman's rights is the basis

\u25a0 for the court's opinion. The complaint
charges that Cronin has been prohibited
from carrying on his business of selling
liquors. The court says:

"The contention made by plaintiff's
counsel is that the proprietor of a saloon

I has as much right to sell whisky and
other beverages to women and to allow
them within his place of business, whether
in the saloon proper or the rooms ad-

j jacent thereto, as men. That any ordl-
I nance or law which undertakes to or does
I prohibit a saloon-keeper from thus car-
i rying on his business is illegal and void

as being contrary to the provisions of
the constitution of the United States and
state of Colorado and of the law of the
state of Colorado; that in the conduct of

I plaintiff's business he has been able to
support his family by reason of the fact

j that he has been in the nat»it of selling
j liquors to women at or near his place of
: business and to arrest him when a wo-
I man enters the premises, as the fire and j
police board and chief of police have

i threatened to do, means an absolute de-
struction of his business.

"On the other hand, counsel for the
defendants say that the ordinances are

! legal and that a court of equity has no
: right to enjoin the enforcement of an
ordinance or prevent the prosecution of a
saloon-keeper for a violation thereof.

No Law in the "Way.

"The sale of intoxicating liquors is not
an unlawful business. There is no consti-

j tutional provision prohibiting the sale of
I liquor to either men or women. Unless

there is a constitutional prohibition a
woman has as much right under the con-
stitution of the United States and of the
state of Colorado and laws of the state
of Colorado to enter a saloon and purchase
a drink of whisky as a man.

"If she has the right to purchase the
same as a man the saloonkeeper has a
right to sell tc her the same as to a m»n

and any ordinance which presents him
from selling to a woman when he may sell
to a man is an invasion of his civil right
and his property right, because the right
to sell to a woman or to a man is a prop-
erty right. Has a woman, therefore, the
right to snter a saloon or place adjacent
thereto where men are furnished with
drinks and there be supplied with
liquors?"

Suffrage Cuts a Figure.

The constitution of the state guarantee-
ing certain rights to all persons is takenby the court to mean' both men andwomen.

"Under this provision a female has as
much right to seek her enjoyment and
happiness in the taking of a glass of beer
or whisky as the male and any act by the
municipality of the city of Denver pre-
venting her from so enjoying those rights
is a violation of this constitutional pro-
vision, rt is equally a violation of said
United States constitutional provision and
cf the state of Colorado to prohibit a sa-
loonkeeper from selling to a woman.

"To prevent a saloonkeeper from sell-
ing to a woman if she has the right to
purchase and then, under an ordinance,
fine him for so doing, takes his property
without due process of law.

" 'No state shall make or enforce any
law which shall abridge the privileges
or immunities of citizens of the United
States; nor shall any state deprive any
person of life, liberty or property without
due process of law, nor deny to any per-
son within its jurisdiction the equal pro-
tection of the laws.'

"This section was not enacted for the
benefit of men only, but for the benefit
of all citizens. A woman is a citizen in
the same sense that a man is a citizen.
Her privileges and immunities as a citi-
zen of the United States cannot be
abridged by the state of Colorado or a
municipality therein. She has the equal
protection of the laws and the state of
Colorado cannot discriminate against her
in its legislation in favor of men.

Inequality Swept .Away,

The legislative act of 1894 granting equal
suffrage to woman and the vote of the
people of the state in accordance with the
constitutional provision is also quoted in
the opinion.

"By that act the last vestigate of in-
equality between man and woman under
the laws of the state of Colorado was i
swept away. Any legislation whereby a !
woman is prevented from enjoying any
right or privilege which a man enjoys,
or of defending her rights in any tribu-
nal, or otherwise, would be in violation of
these constitutional provisions.

"Any enactment relating to the sale of
liquors whereby a woman is prohibited
from purchasing liquors under the same
circumstances that a man is, is in violation
of her rights under this constitutional
provision and is in violation of the right
given to a saloonkeeper to sell to a woman
as well as to a man.

"The only provision of the Colorado
statutes restricting the sales of liquor is
that no person shall sell without a license,
and that no sale shall be made to an In-
dian, habitual drunkard or minor, nor to
United States troops, nor between sun
rise and sun set on election day. There is
no prohibition of the sale of liquor to
women. Even if there was a statute of
that character it would be unconstitutional
and void, and the passing of a law of that
character does not give a municipality the
authority to enact a municipal ordinance
of that character."

CANNERY COMBINE COMPLETE

Thirty Companies Represented, the
Capital Being Twenty-five

. Million Dollars.

New York, July 6.—The first official an-
nouncement in connection with the or-
ganization of the Pacific Packing and
Navigation company, otherwise known as
the salmon canneries consolidation, has
just been made at the office of the or-
ganizers. It was authoritatively stated
"that the papers in the deal had been
signed and that the new company will
be incorporated under New Jersey laws,
probably on Monday or Tuesday of next
week. Incorporation papers are now being
prepared. The new company will have
an authorized capitalization of $25,000,000,
half preferred and half common stock,
with an authorized bond issue of $7,000,-
--000. The issued capital of the new com-
pany is to be as follows for the present:
Six per cent debenture $3,000,000; pre-
ferred stock, 7 per cent cumulative

$6,500,000; common stock, $6,500,000; total,
$16,000,000. Among the most important
companies entering the new consolidation
are the following:

Pacific American Flatteries company, Pa-
cific Steam Whaling company, Arctic Oil
Works, Fairhaven Canning company, Ains-
worth & Dunn, Seattle; Quadra Packing com-
pany, Alaska; Icy Strait Packing company,
Alaßka; Boston Packing and Fishing com-
pany, Alaska; Thlnket Packing company,
Alaska; Chatam Strait Packing company,
Ohilkoot Packing company, Alaska; Western
Fisheries company, Alaska; Alaska Fisheries
Packing company, Alaska.

The
total yearly pack of companies which it
is now expected to take over Is placed
at about 1,500,000 cases, and it is said
that the capacity of these plants could be
increased by about 1,000,000 cases without
difficulty. The steamship interests in the
new company^ will be a very important
item. The Pacific Steam Whaling com-
pany has a large fleet, including four
ocean-going steamships. The Pacific-
American Fisheries company has nine
ocean-going tugs with other craft. It is
understood that negotiations are also
pending with the Alaska Steamship com-
pany, and it is possible that that company
will be absorbed. The Alaska. Steamship
company operates a service between
Seattle, British Columbia and Alaska.
The principal competitor to the foregoing
companies is the Washington and Alaska
Steamship company, which operates four
steamships. It is reported that J. P. Mor-
gan & Co. have just closed the purchase
of this line of steamships.
