Mrs. J. 0. Baughman of Devils
Lake, N. D., Is One.

MILLION DOLLARS ORIGINALLY

Only Son of Decedent Lived Long
Enough, However, to Squan-
der Much of It.

Devils Lake, N. D., July 6.—A well-
known and popular family of Devils Lakb

has recently fallen heir to a large sum of
money by the settling up of the Smyzer
estate in Greater New York and Phila-
delphia.

May years ago Henry Smyzer left York,
Pa., and accepted a position with the
Wycle & Smith Spice company of Brook-
lyn. He was an inventor, and through
his genius jn this direction, soon became
& member of the firm. He invented a
spice packing machine for which the Ar-
buckle Coffee company of New York paid
him $500,000 and employed him on a salary
of $10,000 a year. He died in March, 1899,
leaving an only son as sole heir to the
large fortune he had accumulated. The
young man had been reared in Iluxury,
and the sudden acquisition of over a mil-
lion dollars’ worth of property turned his
head completely, ang he immediately
lunged into wild dissipation that wouid
ave squandered the fortune if death had
not ended his career when it did. He
died about a year after his father, but
during that short period it is estimated
that he squandered almost a million dol-
lars. The estate has just been settled up,
and it is found that there yet remains
about $200,000 worth of property consist-
ing of real estate in Philadelphia, sub-
urban residerce property in New York,
and a small interest in the Wycle & Smith

Splce company of Brooklyn. The heirs
are Mrs. J. O. Baughman of Devils Lake,
her mother, Mrs. Susan Smyzer, a sister,
Mrs. Lydia Herr, and a nephew, Harry
Smyzer, all of York, Pa,

Mr. and Mrs. J. O. Baughman are well
known throughout North Dakota; they
have lived for several years at La Moure,
where Mr. Baughman was engaged in
business. They came to Devils Lake six
years ago and took charge of the leading
hotel here, which they conducted success-
fully for several years. Last year they
disposed of their interests and bought 160
acres of woodland on the east shore of
Devils Lake, adjoining the Chautaugua
grounds, which in time will be very
valuable property.

Mr. Baughman is one of the best hotel
men in the country, and now that he has
sufficient capital, it is expected he will
carry through the project that he has
been working on for several months of
erecting a modern hotel in Devils Lake,
something that is greatly needed.

Annual Convention of Christian
Traveling Men.

SOME THREE HUNDRED ARE THERE

“Gideon’s Band” Now 1,600 Strong
Although Organized but Two
Years Ago.

Madison, Wis., July 6.—‘“If you belong
to Gideon's band,” your proper place is in
Madison to-day. Nearly 300, only a frac-
tion of the total number of Gideons, are
here. The major portion are busy sell-
ing goods over the north, south, east and
west, and wishing they were in Madison.

The Gideons are members of the Chris-
tia Traveling Men’'s Assoclation of
America, and this is their second annual
convention. The sgession opened this
morning at the Methodist church, with
President S. E. Hill in the chair as mod-
erator. The first hour was devoted to a
general rally, hand-shake and register.
At 9 o’clock the reveille was sounded by
Martin Percel of Beloit, followed by sing-
ing, and prayer by the national chaplain,
Rev. L. C. Smith of Oshkosh. Then came
a song by the national Gideon quartet—
Fred Woodstock, W. W. Cressinger, A. H.
Humphrey and A. C. Pickett—all of Chi-
cago. The morning session was devoted
to reports from National Secretary
Nicholson of Janesville, National Chap-
lain Smith, National Treasurer J.
Knights of Janesville, Vice President
Adams of Madison, on the Quarterly, and
the several state superintendents.

At this afternoon’s session President
Hill gave his annual message. This will
be followed by the business meeting, elec-
tion of officers and a general discussion
of Gideon work. From 3 to 5 o’clock the
wives of the visiting Gideons will be given
a reception at the Presbyterian church
by the Madison auxiliary. This evening
there will be a campfire at the Presby-
terian church, with music, welcoming ad-
dress by Rev. B. B. Bigler and Vice
President Adams and responses by
Williams of Chicago, state superintendent
of Illinois, and five-minute talks by a
dozen Gideons. g

Sunday morning the regular services at
four of the churches will be conducted by
Gideonsg, as follows:

Religious services will also be held
Sunday afternoon at the Presbyterian
church, and there will be a young people’s
meeting in the evening at the Congrega-
tional church, with M. W. Lundy, secre-
tary of the Marshalltown, Iowa, camp, as
moderator.

Although this is the second year of
their organization, the Gideons already
have over 1,600 members, scattered over
thirty-three different states. The move-
ment was started at a meeting of Chris-
tian traveling men at Janesville. The
business meeting to-day includes a re-
construction of the charter and the per-
fecting of the organization.

MINNESOTA POLITICS

When the Glenwood Herald boomed M. J.
Dowling for governor, Frank M. Eddy denied
all responsibiltly for his home paper’'s at-
tempt to ‘‘sell Dowling a gold brick.” It is
now Geo. W. Somerville’s turn. The Sleepy
Eye Dispatch, which is anti-McCleary year
in and year out, is trying to stir up sentiment
for the Mankato schoolmaster for governor.
Editor Hays thinks Van Sant will be the
nominee, but further observes:

However, should the governor desire to
step down and out, the Dispatch wishes to
suggest the fact that the second district has
a favorite son whom she would like to see
honored by the party in the state with the
nomination for governor—a man who is
known as widely and fully as well as either
Mr Evans or Mr. Heatwole—a man of ability,
of integrity, a good politician, a power on
the stump and a man who could beat John
Lind without any ifs about it—Congressman
McCleary. With the same careful organiza-
tion of his forces throughout the state as he
has in his own district, Mr. McCleary would
get the solid support of his party and the
question of his election would never be |
raised.. Mr. McCleary is the man the party
should make its nominee, if Governor Van
Sant does not desire a renomination.

Doubless Hays will assert that this is not
a gold brick at all, but a chunk of the
unalloyed metal.

Somerville is fortunate in newspaper sup-
port. In addition to his home papers, the
Windom Reporter and St. James Gazette
are already sounding his praigses and promis-
ing their support should he feel inclined to
run, They even declare that he will have
nearly every newspaper of consequence in
the second district.

Fillmore county papers are stirred up by an
editorial war between Langum of the Pres-
ton Times and Taylor of the Lanesboro Jour-
nal. Langum declares that Van Sant ‘‘need-
lessly and with the basest ingratitude de-
feated him in his life’s ambition,” referring
to the state convention of last year, when
Langum falled to get the nomination for
secretary of state. The Lanesboro man re-
torts that Van Sant owed Langum nothing,
after the way Langum worked against Van
Sant in 1898. Further, he says that Langum
has had his share of good things, and that
Fillmore county people are condemning Lan-
gum for ‘“‘knocking.”

Langum sees a motive for the course of
the Lanesboro Journal in the fact that its
proprietor, W. W. Wall, is secretary of the
dairy and food department by grace of the
gOVETNorT.
