WOOL ON THE WANE
An Industry that Has Declined Ma-

terially of Late.

THE CAUSES OF THE FALLING OFF

fchetn . Industry Changed by Low

Price for Wool and Larger

- JDeinund for Mutton.

Washington, July 8.—According to of-
ficial reports, the wool industry of the
\u25a0world has undergone a marked decline
within the past few years. The number
of sheep in Europe has decreased 40,000,-
--000, or lit per cent in ten years. In 1573
there were, for instance, 25,000,000 sheep

in Germany; in 1897 the number was only
11,000,000. Since ISBO Spain has decreased
her cheep holdings by 50 per cent. Hun-
gary, as compared with 1870, has only

one-third of a supply. The flocks of Great
Britain, France and the rest of Europe,
Rusoia excepted, are not increasing, for
all available grazing land has been util-
ized for years.

Russia is the only old world country
\u25a0which is increasing its sheep supply, and
even there the increase is not rapid. It
would seem at first blush that this con-
dition of affairs was a serious menace to
the wool manufacturing industry, but
this is not The case, for the official re-
ports show that the stocks of wool are
as large as ever, while prices are so low
that producers declare the industry is not
remunerative. It is said that the Aus-
tralian flocks are falling off rapidly. In
Argentina millions of sheep were de-
stroyed by the floods of 1900, and the nat-
ural increase has not more than one half
overcome the depletion. In the United
States there are fewer sheep than there
were ten years ago, but it is noticed that
the numbers are again slowly -increasing.
The government calls attention to the
gradual change from the merino, or fine
wool sheep, to the mutton breeds. This
is giving new emphasis to the decrease
in flocks above referred to.

"Why the Change.

The chief reason for this last change is
an economic one. The relatively low
price for wool and the increasing demand
for mutton, the latter stimulated by the
improved methods of preserving and
transporting meats appear to have rev-
olutionized the sheep industry of the
world. Sheep can be slaughtered and
shipped from one end of the world to the
other. In 1900 it is said that almost three
million frozen wethers were shipped from
Argentine to England, and 4,000,000 from
Australia.

There has been no marked increase in
the wool output of the world since 1896.
Any small increase that may have been
has been due wholly to the wool taken
from the mutton breedp as they were
slaughtered. The result of this tendency
to eliminate the merino sheep cannot be
forecasted at present, but should it con-
tinue there is no doubt but that a de-
cided change will come in the character
of woolen fabrics, which will lose much
of their softness of finish and elegance
of appearance.

In this connection it is Interesting to re-
member the prediction of Secretary Wll-
6jd, of the department of agriculture, that
the day Is not far distant when the United
States will grow the fine merino wool
\u25a0which it bow gets from Australia, and
will be able within itself to supply its
cvn demand for the finer grades of wool-
ens. Experiments which have been going
on for years in the southern states show
that merino sheep can be raised there
with entire success. The heavy falling off
in the world supply of sheep is likely to
be the opportunity which the secretary
of agriculture has been -waiting for.

South American Canal Building.
Perhaps the most important question

Which came before the recent Latin-
American scientific congress in Monte-
video was that of connecting by a system
of canals the principal rivers of South
America. The congress finally adopted
the .scheme outlined by Senor Meliton
Gonzales, a leading engineer of the Ar-
gentine republic, and decided to lay it
before the several interested govern-
ments with a favorable recommendation.
The affluents of the Amazon and Parana
rivers almost touch each other, and a
canal thirty-seven miles Jong would place
these two immense continental streams
into communication and make them navi-
gable throughout. It is said that the sys-
tem can also be extended so as to con-
nect with the sources of the Orinoco. The
United States Is interested in the devel-
opment of the system outlined above, for
It will multiply many times the commer-
cial importance of the South American
countries, into which the railroads will
not for a great many years penetrate
tn any large way.

Extent of the Xew Oil Belt.
Geologists, after a careful study of the

question, have given it as their opinion
that the new oil belt which at present is
doing bo much to boom things in Texas,
extends from Beaumont down the gulf
coast to the mouth of the Rio Grande and
far into old Mexico. Should this prove
true, that country has before it a period
of prosperity such as its people never
have dreamed of- American prospectors
are already at work and are sinking pipe
lines in hundreds of places in the state of
Chihuahua.

Farms aud Farm Product*.

In a very short time the census office
will begin to issue its bulletins, by states,
relating to the ownership of farms and
the value of farm products. These bulle-
tins, it is expected, will throw a good deal
Of light on the claims of pessimists that

the land of the country is year by year
going into the hands of fewer people, and
that people who owned their farms a short
time ago are becoming' tenants and less
desirable citizens. They will not only
show the number of farmers who live on
their own land, but the average area of
the farms to-day and the average value of
the yearly products, thus giving an in-
telligent idea about the income of the
farming classes. This information will be
published in a way that it may readily
be compared with the census figures of
ten years ago. The bulletins are being
prepared by L. G. Powers, chief statis-
tician of the census bureau for the de-
partment of agriculture.
