- FINANGES OF PYTHIANS

SUPREME LODGE INVESTIGATING

Result of an Examination of Endow-
ment Rank Finds Made
FPublic.

Chicago, July 9.—Behind closed and
carefully guarded doors, the supreme lodge
of the Knights of Pythias to-day met here
in special session to consider alleged “in-
Judicious handling of the funds of the en-
dowment rank of the order.” Members of
the fraternal organizations, both in the
United States and Canada, are said to be
intensely interested in the outcome of the
investigation, a report of which will be
made during the present meeting by Presi-
dent G, F. S. Neal of the board of control
of the endowment rank. It is said $500,000,
the entire surplus of the endowment rank,
is unavailable for use, except at a great
sacrifice. A speclal assessment on in-
sured members and an increase in the
monthly payments on insurance are said
to be probable,

New Haven, Conn., July 9.—State In-
surance Commissioner Edwin L. Scofield
has made public the result of the joint
examination by actuaries of the Illinois
and Connecticut insurance departments of
the mccounts of the endowment ran of
the Knights of Pythias. The Investiga-
tion was made at the request of the new
board of management of the endowment
rank.

The report showed that the endowment
rank met with severe losses under its
present management in 1investments in
coal lande in Texas, in certaln of 1its
mortgage loans, and in its investments in
the Lexington hotel in Chicago, and also
in i#ts claim against the City National
bank of Fort Worth, Texas. Vouchers for
money disbursed ape missing.

It is also found that the endowment
rank, for many years, in reporting its cash
on hand in its annual reports to the in-
surance department, returned an amount
which did not exist in fact, and the case
was that there were actual overdrafts
and a balance against it. ;

In the annual report of theendowment
rank to the Connecticut insurance depart-
ment showing the condition on Dec. 31,
1900, the ledger assets were returned at
$512,861.17, and the total admitted assets
$644,969.12. The 1labilities were returned
at $419,161.14, and the balance to protect
contracts $225,807.98. The examination
made on May 21, 1901, showed the ledger
assets to be $474,907.64. The total ad-
mitted assets were $334,855.86, the liabili-
ties were $560,123.20, and a deficiency of
$225,267.34. The difference is $451,075.82.
