A LIBRARY COMMISSION

Secured by Washington State Fed-

eration of Women* Clubs.

A WOMAN'S MODEL CHARTER
A Remarkable Political Document

Prepared by Mrs. Storehouse.
One of the most interesting and significant

pieces of legislation undertaken by a woman
is that recently reported of Mrs. C. L. More-
house of New York, who has drawn up a
charter designed to provide "a safe and
sound system of government under which tho
affairs of Greater New York can be honestly
and economically administered." Mrs. More-
house is a woman of culture and intelligence,
who has long made an exhaustive study of
municipal conditions in America and abroad.
She haß been seeking especially to discover
some means of releasing New York from the
thralldom of a corrupt ring.

The instrument is complete in its minutest
detail and Governor Odell was so much im-
pressed with its sound common sense and
its many valuable suggestions that he re-
quested the author to lay It before Senator
Stranahan, chairman of the senate committee
on municipalities. There is'little chance of
it being adopted in its entirety, but there Is
also little doubt that many of its regulations
will ultimately be embodied in remedial legis-
lation.

The charter, whLch makes its strong feat-
ures decrease of taxation and municipal own-
ership of franchises, provides lor a clean
sweep of the commissioners now in power,
and would, according to its author, if adopted,
save the city from $35,000,000 to $40,000,000
yearly. It does away with the board of alder-
men, substitutes twenty-five city governors
and calls for a mayor with a six-year.. tenure
of office.

"A charter to govern all the municipal
departments of the city of New York," runs

| the preamble of the Instrument, "should be
so comprehensively and compactly framed

I that every official reading through it can
retain all the details in his special depart-
ment and carry out the minor requirements.
Our present charter Is eight times larger
than the constitution of the United States,
with the Declaration of Independence, and
with the proposed amendments is enough to
crush the inhabitants and put the city into
a receiver's hands.

"The city should be run just like a busi-
ness, the expenditure never heavier than the
Income."

WAR ON BILL BOARDS

Took Money and Razors.

SOUTH DAKOTA TOPICS
It Is rather significant that both the Sioux

Falls daily papers, the Argus-Leader and
Press, are agreed that A. B. Klttredge will
be the successor of the late United States
Senator Kyle. So seldom do the Sioux Falls
papers get together on any proposition that
it is worthy of remark, even at a time when
the whole state is on the qul vlve as to who
is to be Its junior senator. The claims of
Mr. Kittredge are undeniable, and the Press,
as well as the Argus-Leader, is frank enough
to concede their justice.

The Press has made some mention of Judge
Dick Haney, arguing with the characteristic
populist predilection for office that if the gov-
ernor were to appoint him he might have
three offices to fill and could satisfy just
that many more of his henchmen. A circuit
judge could be moved up to fill Haney's place
on the supreme bench and some good lawyer
given a berth in the circuit judiciary. With
the judge already so well taken care of,
and so many who are willing to fill the
senatorial vacancy, it is not surprising there
is ao little talk about Haney at this time.

In all that has been written and Bald about
the succession there has been a uniform
unanimity of opinion that the Black Hills had
no Bhow whatever and few have stopped to
ask if It would present a candidate. The
attitude of the Pioneer-Times of Deadwood,
however, leaves no doubt as to where the
Hills stands. It wants a senator and Is pre-
pared to show that no special election 13
necessary should Congressman Martin be ap-
pointed and that the Hills is entitled to a
senator. Speaking apparently for Mr. Martin,
it says:

As congress doeß not meet until December,
a congressman can be elected in November,
at the time of holding the election for circuitjudges. Judicial elections never awaken the
interest their importance demands. A strong
congressional candidate would help to bring
out the full republican vote and insure a re-
publican judiciary in every circuit. Without
this, there is danger that some- of the circuitsmay go by default.

While Sioux Falls is confident that Mr.
Kittredge will land, Aberdeen seenss satisfied
that the toga can be kept at home if. the
word is but spoken. A South Dakotan who
was in Minneapolis to-day said to me: "Mc-
Leod of Aberdeen can have the place if he
will accept. This Is straight goods. But he
doesn't seem to want it. Still, I hardly think
he will pass It Up. Lawson is talked of by
some, but he is not a great favorite. Camp-
bell would give general satisfaction and
would be a worthy successor of Mr. Kyle.
With so many good men there is no need
for the governor to take the offloc out ot
Aberdeen and I do not believe ha«will."

The regularity and persistency with which
the new editor of the Webster Farmer andReporter pursues Coe I. Crawford raises a
question as to the particular fly in the news-
paper man's ointment, and the inference is
strong that he is nursing a personal grievance
or else has resolved to out-Herod the coterio
at Pierre, that is bent on taking Mr. Craw-
ford's scalp. The editor is fresh from Pierre
and may have had his Instructions before ha
started. Mr. Crawford le a high-minded,
honorable citizen and if he doesn't get fair
play there will be a big row la the camp.

When th& late judicial convention was held
at Webster Mr. Crawford helped to form a
combination strong enough to defeat McCoy
of Aberdeen and to nominate a Roberts coun-
ty man. The McCoy men assert that Craw-
ford did this simply in the interests of hi 3
senatorial candidacy, and the new editor,
taking it for granted that, an unpardonable
sin was committed, proceeds to abuse Craw-
ford through the space of nearly a column.
If there had been anything Illegitimate in Mr.
Crawford's play, as politics goes, the editor's
contention would have standing in court and
his friends would not feel like apologizing
for him. But as Mr. Crawford had a per-
fect right to support whom he pleased and
to make all the capital possible out of any
combination he could form, the editor seems
to be left without a leg to stand on.

Mr. Crawford and his combination did
not win.. Several of his delegates returned
home before the convention was called to
order, believing that the delegates remaining
would be empowered, as has been the case
from time immemorial in republican cir-
cles, to cast the whole vote of their counties.
The McCoy men found they had a majority
of the delegates actually in attendance and
so proceeded to organize and pass a resolu-
tion that none but those present should have
a vote. This made it easy for McCoy and
he was at once nominated. The Roberts
county men and some others walked out
when the screws were applied. Three coun*
ties. Brown, Day and Marshall, with a mi-
nority representation In the published call,
nominated the candidate over Beadle, Spink,
Roberts and Grant counties.

Of course there were several sore spots
left The Wilmot Republican asserts that the
three McCoy delegations filled

their lists with

citizens of Webster who had "no right what-
ever to seats in the. convention and con-
cludes a pointed editorial in this manner:

Under no rule of party action are the dele-
gates present bound to support the nominee,
•and at the present time it looks as if McCoy
will receive little support from the opposing
counties. Election time is still far in'the dis-
tance, and it remains to be seen what action
the republicans of this county will take In
the matter.

The editor of the Redfield Press, one of the
fairest men in the state, also remarks:

It is an unfortunate affair, and we think a
bad mistake was made. Just what the result
will be, remains to develop later. It looks
like a little the rankest thing that has been
attempted for some" time in this state.

Mr. McCoy is a fine man and will make a
good judge for he will undoubtedly be elected.Many of'his frieDds wish that his nomica-
tion had a little clearer ring, however.

Minneapolis will acquire a good citizen and
business man In the person of State Senator
Loomis, who is selling his property inter-
ests in Davison and Sanborn counties 'with
a view to removing to the flour city. As he
has been In the grain and banking busi-
ness for years, it 1b supposed he will stick
to one or the other after his change of resi-
dence.

Mrs. H. L. Loucks has declined tie ap-
pointment on the woman's board of investiga-
tion of state institutions, offered her by
Governor Herreld. The appointment was an
excellent one and regret Is felt that for
reasons, personal to herself she could not
accept —E. C. Torrey.

Indignant DuliKh Citizen Starts An.
other Crusade With an Ax.

board crusade was begun here Sunday by
A. R. Macfarlane, agent of the property
of J.~ L. Dodge, on which some giant
billboards had been erected and been cov-
ered with pictures that were offensive
to passers by and to Mr. Maofarlane. He
ordered the bill-posting company to re-
move the boards, which it failed to do;
in default of action Mr. Macfarlane had
the boards cut down and demolished.

A LOSS TO THE STATE
STEWARD KNAPP'S GOOD RECORD

Rochester Insane Hospital Official
Superseded by Board of

Control Plan.

Special to The Journal.
Rochester, Minn., July 9.—One of the

good, men whose services will be lost to
the state through, the operation of the
board of control system is W. H. Knapp,
steward and financial manager of the hos-
pital for the Insane in this city. Mr.
Knapp, when his present office expires by
law on Aug. 1, will become treasurer and
assistant to the manager of the Rochester
Woolen Manufacturing company.

Rarely has a public official ever made a
better record than Mr. Knapp has in the
eleven years during which he has served
the hospital. In that time the hospital
farm has grown from 480 to 1,400 acres
and many buildings have been added be-
sides extensive repairs and remodelings
of old ones, the cost amounting to
$275,000. The general expenditures dur-
ing Mr. Knapp's term of office have ex-
ceeded $2,000,000. ,

His good management is shown by the
fact that while in 1890 it cost $171 per
capita to support the hospital, it cost but
143 last year, or $2.75 a week. Ths is
said to be lower than the expenses at any
other similar institution in the country.

This reduction in cost has not been
wrought at the expense of the comfort or
welfare of the oatients, there having, in
fact, been a distinct betterment in these
respects.

The other attaohes of the hospital ex-
ceedingly regret the necessity of part-
ing with Mr. Knapp and fear that the new
regime will not do so well as he did.

He will have a very good position with
a growing business institution which now
has more -than 100 employes.

GRAND RAPIDS PAPER MILL

Itaaca Company With a Capital of
9300,000 Inoopropatei.

Duluth, Minn., July 9.—The Itasca Pa-

per company, capital $800,000, has been
incorporated. It is the corporation that
has been at work some time erecting
a large paper mill plant at the "grand
rapids'" of the Mississsippi river north-
west of here.

Construction began on
an initial scale last fall, and the dam
was put in this spring.
