BLACKS IN A TUNNEL
SAVED FROM A MOB'S CLUTCHES

Negroes - Accused of Assailing a
White Girl May Yet Have an

Illegal Finish.

Kansas City, July 13.—Danger of an at-
tack by a mob on the county jail for the
purpose of lynching Roberts and Holland
(colored), charged with assaulting Grace
Davis, a white girl, has passed for the
present. Soon after daylight the mob
which had surged about the jail and
courthouse mos* of the night, broke up
and gradually dispersed. No attack was
made for lack of a leader.

It is now feared that the mob will re-
form during the day or evening and will
not again lack a leader. This fear is
based on the result of an examination to
which the prisoners were subjected early
to-day. After the "sweating" the officers
expressed themselves convinced that Rob-
erts and Holland are guilty.

The police believe that the third negro,
Maupin, was the leader of the trio. He
was taken before Miss Davis to-day. The
victim already has partially identified the
other two prisoners and if she shall pass
satisfactorily upon Maupin it is believed
mob vengeance will be certain.

Although it was stated during the night
that Holland and Roberts had been re-
moved from the jail, it was learned this
morning that they had been under guard
all night in a tunnel leading from the
jail to the courthouse and were taken
back to their cells after the mob had dis-
persed.

Governor Dockery has offered a reward
of $200 each for the arrest of the assail-
ants of Mies Davis. Thirteen men who
were arrested last night for inciting riot
were fined $5 each this morning. Roberts
and Holland will be given a preliminary
hearing July 22.

FISHING UNDER DIFFICULTIES

How Johnnie Bernie Stayed With

His Pike—Moose Instead

As becomes a portion of Minnesota, we
of this section have been used to enjoy
the North Star state's four seasons, to-
wit: June, July, August and winter, and
have been ready always to fight at the
drop of the hat—dropping it ourselves if
need were—at any imputation cast upon
our climate. But when said climate
shifts itself into winter and the rainy
season, as it has done for the last four or
five years, we begin to be uncertain of our
location, to think a change should be
made in the tariff laws, or that the Rev.
Irl R. Hicks should be converted into a
burnt offering. The burnt offering idea
is that of Johnnie Bernie. It was last
Monday morning when he suggested it.
We had been but at Deer lake on the pre-
vious Sunday in quest of Nirvana, of
which we got a more liberal dose than we
sought. Perhaps I should explain right
here that though this country is the very
home of the blissful Nirvana, our Nirvana
is rather different from that of the Budd-
hists. Ours is a man's Nirvana, filled to
the brim with the deep-throated chant of
the storm wind, the dash of the waves as
Boreas, Aeolius & Co. hurl themselves in
mad delight on the face of the waters,
and with the tempting spice of danger

that ever hovers round the footsteps of
him who invades the wild land, and an
elixir, so to speak, that is endurable only
by him of veins full of red blood and of a
true sportsman's heart. The other kind—
that of Buddha—to us seemingly only the
opportunity for eternal loafing, coupled
with the capacity of indulging in it for-
ever without satiety, we have no use for.

A Day of Work.

But little chance to loaf we got after 'we left Frank Voight's house in the gray
dawn of Sunday morning, and headed our
boat for the Moose lake portage, bound
to take a maakalonge out of the waters
of that lake if possible, and to get a few
bass. From Frank's to the head of Moose
lake and return made twenty miles of
rowing, enough In itself to distract the
mind from other worldly troubles, and
early as it was the wind was blowing in
a way ominous of a good, stiff gale later
on, while my rheumatism and Johnnies
corns were "hollering" rain as loudly as
ever did tree frog ere the advent of storm.
But on we sped just the same, made the
portage in due time, shouldered our boat
across and set to work trolling for the
long-face as gaily as if "storms were
none" and we compounded of India rub-
ber and duck's feathers. Three times
we made the circuit of the lake, but no
strike rewarded our exertions, so coming
opposite a place that looked "bassy," wo
cast anchor and went to casting. The re-
sponse was immediate, though it came in
the shape of silver bass, and Great
Northern pike, fish goodly on the table,
but of small account on the rod; and for
perhaps an hour we had very good sport.
In fact, so good did it become, that, en-
grossed In it, we failed to notice that—

In the scowl of heaven each face
Grew black as we were speaking;

that a very fair imitation of a Kansas
cyclone was at hand, and that no shelter
was within ten miles. I "got onto it"
Just as the first catspaw of the coming
wind-wrath smote the edge of the lake
a mile away from our anchorage, and
began with desperate haste to weigh an-
chor, meaning to run Into a "thorough-
fare" that led from another lake, where
we might ride out the storm in well-
sheltered water. But Just about that time
Johnnie hooked a tremendous pike. Had
it been the day of judgment that was
coming instead of a storm not a jot would
he have stirred before he fought that fish
to a finish, had it depended on his own
volition. But it didn't, for I flung the
anchor and about forty pounds of mud
and rotten grass into the boat, put out the
oars, headed the boat for the thorough-
fare and safety and "sent" her on at the
best pace I could manage.

Mr. Bernie, standing in the sterm of the
boat, was playing his fish. The fish, a
monster, was doing his best to drag the
boat out into the troubled waters, or drag
John overboard, while that master fisher
was dividing his efforts between coaxing
his reluctant prey to follow and commend-
ing me to the infernal gods.

Caught by the Storm.

Before we got half way to the opening
into the thoroughfare, the great tidal
wave caught us, flung our boat high in
air, and bore us at racing speed onward,
while a solid sheet of water that drenched
us to the skin in less time than it takes
to relate it, blotted all the world from
view. But I held our course by instinct,
managed to bit the narrow entrance to
the thoroughfare across which some set-
tler had driven piles, just leaving enough
open water to admit a boat, and swept
into the calm water, smashing Into, and
tearing away some obstruction in the pas-
sage. For another half hour I cowered
in the boat while the bottom dropped out
of the celestial water tank, and the flood
descended till said tank was empty. At
which time the boat was nearly level full
of water, and Mr. Bernie, still standing,
rod in hand, was in the stern sheets,
about as mad as a man could be and yet
remain on the safe side of the line be-
tween sanity and lunacy. He didn't mind
the soaking; he didn't care if our launch
was reduced to a pulp; it didn't "faze"
him that our tobacco was soaked; his
fish was lost, or at least he thought so,
and he was very nearly ready to invite
me to step out on the bank and "make
good" for my conduct in taking "the boat
out of danger before said fish was
boated.

But I 'bailed her out, and we found that
though his reel was stripped that the end
of the line was still attached to it, and,
following the line to its conclusion, we
finally came onto his fish, a pike of eigh-
teen pounds weight, tied up in a regular
Gordian knot among the weeds, but in
reach of our gaff and about as badly
winded as I was. We took the fiah la.

We found that the thoughtful gentleman
who had "piled" the entrance of the thor-
oughfare, had done it with a most sinisterpurpose. He had filled tb« opening he
left with a very ingeni6usly constructed
fish-trap made of willow shoots, which was
sure to take every fish trying to pass from
one lake into the other. This fiendish de-
vice, which was as big as an ordinary
balloon —or nearly co—was half full of fine
fish, and, having been torn loo3e from its
fastenings by the collision with the boat,
was at our mercy. Sorely tempted were
we to appropriate the pick of its contents,
but we conquered the temptation, released
the foully-taken captivesand if the owner
of the trap ever recovers it he will need
a diving suit.

By the time these operations were fin-
ished the sun was out again, and it wasn't
long before we were dry enough to re-
cover our normal spirits and go to fishing
again as if nothing out of the common
had happened. All along the upper lake
we went, trying each likely looking spot
with varying fortune until we reached a
spot where a cool spring guehed out on the
bank, and, landing there, we set to work
to make as much of a lunch as we could
out of the ruin of what had been an ample
one when we left Voight's. We had plen-
ty of ice-cold water anyhow, and thought
we had plenty of grateful shade in which
to eat our frugal meal, and afterwards en-
joy ac nt'ich of a smoke as could be coaxed
out of wet tobacco, which latter supposi-
tion was a mistaken one, as an innumer-
able host of "no-see-vms," the accursed
little fire-gnats of the woods, were in
possession of the peaceful shades we
meant to enjoy, and ousted us in exceed-
ingly quick time and with no ceremony at
al. The boat was good enough for us, and
into it we flung ourselves with frantic
haste, never stopping beforo a half mile
of water was between us and the winged
little pests. After that we ate our lunch
in what peace the stinging gnat-blisters
on out hands, necks and faces left vi.

A Family of Mooite.

Then we headed for a bay I wotted of,

where pond lilies grew, and bass were
often found, I at the oars and Johnnie
trolling. I had built great hopes on what
I knew of the cove, and as we made its

entrance was telling Johnnie, who had
never seen It, that we were certain of at
least balf a dozen big ones.

And no doubt had we found it under nor-
mal conditions we would have been so.
But we found a family of moose, two cow 3
and as many calves, sporting about among
the lily pads, and kicking up a disturb-
ance that must certainly have sent every
bass in it's waters flying long before we
reached it. We had a lot of fun for about
half an hour making feints at capturing
the calves, each attempt provoking a des-
perate charge by the mother cow, which
always chased us into deep water, and
then returned to try to drive her baby
ashore. But the babies, like human kids,
apparently wanted to see the game out
for themselves, and demurred to leaving

the water till the old ones grew so frantic
that we left off bothering them out of
sheer pity. After which the calves walked
ashore with a who's afraid air most com-
ical to see, and were butted into the woods
by their indignant mamas, who had them
now where they could properly handle
them, in a way that must have been very
painful to the little fellows. How well a
fisherman respects the game laws—when
he basii't a sun with him!

By this time, however, the celestial
water-tank had apparently been refilled;
again the string was pulled, the bottom
fell out and with the downpour of it's
contents the wind rose again, and shrieked
and howled its wild derision in our ears,
as we fled down the lake before It.
Through the thoroughfare, across Moose
lake, over the portage into Deer lake we
went, and straight for Voight's, five miles
from the portage, we headed, the wind now
in our favor, and the storm staying right
with us . If two mortals could present a
more perfect imitation of drowned rats
than we did when we reached Frank's dock
and fled to the shelter of his hospitable
house —I don't want to see them.
