POTATOES COOKED QUICKLY.

It frequently happens that a quick method
of preparing a good dish is what one wants.
Suppose you wish stewed new potatoes. There
is the long way around of boiling them in
their jackets, then peeling, sli¢ing and stew-
ing in hot milk. But if time is short, wash
the potatoes, peel them and cut them into
slices. Cut these slices again into smaller
pieces.  Heat some fat ‘in the frying-pan,
add the potatoes and toss for a moment. Now
add enough milk to cover and stir well. Dis-
solve a very little flour in cold mik and
with it thicken the ‘contents of the frying-
pan. The whole process of cooking requires
less than fifteen minutes, for the potatoes
when cut in small pleces cdok easily and

quickly. Add the proper seasonings and
serve.

A Philadelphin Woman Spends Her
Vaeations in the West,

Miss Elizabeth Snyder, a member of the
staff of the Woman’s Medical College of
Fhiladelphia, passes her vacations living with
the Indians in their villages, or descending
the precipitous walls of the canyon system
and exploring the old river coufses in quest
ct ethnological relics.

With the exception of last year, Miss Sny-
der has made annual visits to the far west
since 1883. At that time she spent over two
vears ir Arizona, exploring thé region of the
cliff dwellings and unearthing many valua-
ble rel:cs of a prehistoric race. One year she
grent several months on the Navajoe reserva-
tion, and iived with the Moki Indians at the
time of their famous ‘‘snake dance.” While
with the Irdians shke talks to them in their
own language.

Miss Snyder makes a specialty of éxplora-
tion. She has gone far into the recesses of
the Grand Canyon and its branches, much
farther than any other woman, and has de-
scended into the gorge of the Grand.Canyon
by all of the trails by which the bottom can
be reached.

PRESERVING SUMMER FRUITS

Various methods have at all times been re-
sorted to by man to prevent or retard the
decowposition of food substances, in order to
preserve them from season to season; o
store them up when fresh and in abundance
to be used in times of scarcity; and also be
able to transport them from place to place,
80 that the over-abundance of one season be
made to supply the deficiencies of another.

The Principle Involved in Preserv-
2 ing Fruits.

To preserve the fruits in a juicy state and
retain as much of the natural properties as
possible, the object is obtained only by the
complete exclusior of air and destruction of
minute germs which, in ripe frult, soon cause
fermentation. This is accomplished by the
application of sufficient heat to sterilize the
fruit and retard if not destroy all germe of
fermentation. All foods containing a large
percentage of water can only be prevented
irom undergoing decomposition for any con-
siderable length of time by some speciai
method of preservation, The methods com-
monly employed are preserving with or with-
out sugar, as in preserving, canning and
drying. 3

The More Modern Metheod.

Formerly all fruits were either sun-dried
or preserved with pound for pound of sugar.
Many consider the more modern method a
greatimprovement, being less troublesome and
more economical, while they 'consider that
the natural flayor of the fruit is retained to
a greater extent. Sugar is added to the fruit
to glve sweetness rather than play a part in
the preservation. If the fruit be thoroughly
sterilized, so that the germs of life are killed,
the fruit will keep perfectly well without
sugar. But the fruit must, in the first place,
be in perfect condition.

Large fruit that requires paridg should be
thrown into cold water as' soon as this is
done, so as to prevent discoloration. Hard
fruits, such as quinces, should be cooked
until tender in water before the syrup is
made. The sugar may be added to this water
after it is measured, so as to lose no part of
the fruit julces or flavor.

Small fruits should be cooked directly in
the syrup, and they will retain their shape
much better if they are sugared and allowed
to stand one or two hours before cooking, and
then put into a boiling syrup.

The Preserving Kettle.

All fruits contain one or more acids; when
these are exposed to the air and in contact
with a tin or iron surface, a direct action of
the acid upon the metal is apt to form a poi-
sonous compound. Use only agate or porce-
lain-lined kettles. Have them rather wide
than deep, in order to give as much surface
as possible and not crowd the fruit. In this

A NATIONAL PARK

Virginia Colonial Dames Will Pre-
serve a Historic Farm.

The Colonial Dames of Virginia are arran-
ging to petition congress to purchase the
Temple farm near Yerktown, for a national
park. The farm is now the property of C.
0. Maunk, a Virginian by descent, and it in-
‘cludes the Moore house used as headquarters
by Washington, Lafayette’ and Rochambeau
during the siege of Yorktown. It was in this
house that the articles of surrender were
drawn up.

The Temple farm is rich in historic asso-
-ciation. It was originally the country home
of Alexander Spotswoode, Governor of Vir-
gimia in 1710, Governor Spotswoode discov-
.ered and mined the first iron ores in Amer-
fca, thfis earning for himself the title of the
“Tubal-Cain of Virginia.”* He imported a
colony of miners from Germany and settled
them on the Rappahannock. He was removed
from -office in 1772 owing to his defending the
colony against the exactions of the erown,
‘and, going to Annapolis, he was made post-
master by Benjamin Franklin. It is said that
ne was buried at Temple farm.

His daughter married a Curtis, brother of
Martha Washington’s first husband; and his
sons were among the most influential men of
their times in Virginia. Much of family and
cational interest attaches to the Temple farm,
and the Colonial Dames will:receive the aid
of other patriotic societies, among them the
D. A. R. of Virginia, which contains several
descendants of Governor Spotswoode, in their
work for its preservation as a national park.

way and by cooking only sufficient amount of
the fruit at a time the work can be more
quickly and completely done; each part of the
fruit is exposed to the heat of the hot syrup
and sterilized in every part. The shape of
the fruit is also better preserved.

Filling the Jars.

Use large-mouthed jars with glass or por-
celain-lined tops. Do not use the rubber
bands a second time, as they cannot be re-
lied upon the second year. They are cheap
and easily obtained separate from the jars.
Try each jar, to see if it is perfect, before
the fruit goes in. Both jars and covers must
be thoroughly sterilized. This can be done
in two ways; first, scald out the jars and
covers; then place them in a large pan, on a
cloth, and set them in the oven to bake; or
fill jars and pan nearly full of cold water and
set pan on top of the stove amd let the water
slowly come to boiling point while you are
getting the fruit ready. This is the most
convenient way, as you have the jars at hand
when needed and can avoid the.extra heating
of the oven if you use gas or any of the
“summer fuels.” When the jars are needed,
empty out the water, stand the jar on a damp
cloth and fill while hot; fill the jars as com-
pactly as possible with the fruit, filling up
the crevices between the larger fruit with the
syrup; this will exclude all large air bubbles.
‘When all the fruit is in, introduce the handle
of a silver spoon between fruit and sides of
the jar to liberate all air bubbles; when these
arise to the top they will break. Then flll up
the jars, level full, with hot syrup and quick-
ly screw down the covers. The work must
be carefully but quickly done. Wipe the jars
free . from syrup; stand them on a folded,
damp cloth and set them where they will not
be in a draugnt while they cool. As the fruit
cools the jars contract and the covers need
tightening. :

Use wooden spoons or paddles for stirring
the fruit and silver or agate for placing in
the jars.

Another Method.

When 2 quantity of one kind of fruit is to
be canned, a great deal of time and discom-
fort may be saved by employing the follow-
ing method: Fill ‘the jars with fresh, care-
fully selected fruit (uncooked if the fruit is
small and julcy), put on the covers loosely,
set the jars on a rack or blocks of wood in
a large boiler or kettle of lukewarm water,
allowing the water to come up within a few
inches of the tops of the jars, which must
not touch each other. Put the cover on the
boller and let the water come to a boil and
let the fruit cook for at least ten minutes;
the kind and condition of the fruit must de-
termine the length of time. Sugar may be
added as the jars are filled with the fruit.
Very juley fruit may be canned in this man-
ner without using Wwater, or if there is not
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sufficient fruit juice to fill the jars level full,
make a small quantity of syrup and fill up
the jars before covering. The weight of
sugar is generally one-third of weight of
fruit. .

When the syrup is made and added to the
fruit in the jars allow enough water to fill
the jars mafter fruit is put in; about half &
pint should be sufficlent for large fruit like
peaches, plums, etc., as there will be a con-
siderable amount of fruit juice. Observe the
rule of one-third the weight of the fruit in
sugar for canning; and from three-fourths to
equal weight for preserving. Berries do not
require more than ten minutes’ boiling it &
small quantity is canned at one time.

Strawberries, however, should be cooked
for fifteen minutes. Gooseberries and halved
peaches require ten minutes; the peaches
must be tender, but not soft enough to break.

require twenty minutes, also sliced pineapples
the last-named fruits should be cooked ten-
der before the sugar is added, as they are
the hard fruits.

Crabapples come under the same rule,

Canned Raspberries.

These require very little cooking and are
the easiest of all the fruits to can. - They are
very much nicer and keep better if mized
with red currants, They may be mixed half
and half or one-third currants to two-thirds
red raspberries. To avoid the currant seeds,
use only the juice, allowing half pint to half
a pound of sugar; put a quart of the rasp~-
beries in the-preserving kettle, add the juice
and sugar and bring to boiling point; boik
for eight or ten minutes and can and seal,

Canned Peaches.

Pare and halve your peaches and cover with
cold water. When ready to can, weigh the
fruit and allow one-third weight in sugar, om
for each jar allow one cup of sugar and two
cups of water; the water in which the peaches
have been soaked can be strained and used.
Cook just enough of the fruit to fill two
jars at a time; as soon as they can be plerced
with a *‘splint’” and are not *“‘gritty,” pus
them into the jars and seal. A

Canned Green Gages.

Look the fruit over carefully and wash it§
some prick the skins to prevent breaking.
Fill the jars and place them in a boiler of
lukewarm water, having the water. come up
as high as possible without boiling over into
the jars; cover the boiler and steam until the
fruit is tender; then fill up the jars with
boiling hot syrup; set on a damp cloth and
release the air bubbles, then seal. If the
plums are steamed in this way before the
syrup is added the skins will be tender.
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Whole peaches, halved pears and quinces
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
