MOORE BROS. FORCED TO SELL

The Big Western System, It Is $aid,
Will afliliate With the Coms
‘' munity of Interest,

New York, July 13.—It is stated in id-
side circles of Wall street that J, Plerpont
Morgan has obtained control of the Chi-
cago, Rock Island & Pacific railroad. The
large interest recently acquired by the
Moore Brothers, it is said, has changed
bands. There is authority for the state-
ment that the Rock Island property will
be brought into close afiliation with the
comprehensive ‘‘community of interest”
plan which is forming in western and
northwesterh railroad territory. ;

It is believed the losses of the Moores
are not small by any means. The
Moore Brothers, in some parts. of the
financlal district, are credited with having
liquidated, voluntarily or under compul-
sion, in order to protect other securities,
some 250,000 or 300,000 shares of stock.
One of the etories affecting them cen-
tered about Rock Island stock and a
forced private sale of 20,000 shares to J.
P, Morgan at a price considerably below
the market.

The large holdings of Moore Brothers
conflicted with the plans of the com-
munity of interests’ plan in respect to
the Rock Island and Wall street gossip
has it that bad blood was en-
gendered as a result of the Moore pur-
chases.

At the same time that these Rock Island
purchases were made by the Moores, it is
said heavy purchases of other stocks were
also made, principally of Union Pacific,
the Atchison, and the steel stocks. When
suﬁsesuons of the steel strike and the
failure of the corn crop were heard, the
Moores are credited with having begun
to lighten theilr load. No open market
for Rock Island being available—the
stock breaking, for instance, six points on
an opening sale of 200 shares—Mr. Morgan
was appealed to. As a result, so the in-
siders say, he took 20,000 shares of Rpck
Jsland from the Moores at a private sale
at $125 a share.

metropolitan classes.
