\u25a0that these fairies had never experienced the
scramble, hustle and worry incident to a
toilet in the regulation dressing-room.

Such doubt would be quickly dispelled if
you could raise the edges of the dressing-
room tent of Ringling Brothers' circus and
peek at the preparations going on there.

The tent Is 34x35 feet in size. The top is
rather low, with no visible opening for ven-
tilation. There is no hardwood floor, no
yielding carpet, but cool matting covers the
raw grass or rank weeds nature has placed
there.

If there'is a heavy rain, this sanctuary is
safe and dry as punk, for the canvas top is
waterproof. In olden times the impresssion
made upon a visitor to such a scene was that
he entered the habitation of a frontier family.

The bareback
riders and the women who swing in the tra-
peze at a dizzy height experience no in-
conveience from their stays and find them
as Indispensable as any other part of their
wardrobe.

APPLICATION OP PRINCIPLES

State Federation Program Will Con-
sider This Point of View.

The program of the state federation conven-
tion has already reached an advanced stage.
Its underlying thought is work, in contrast
to mere theory; it will deal almost wholly
with the practical application of principles.
The general topics which will be treated will
be education, domestic science, libraries, art,
music and town and village improvement.
The musical program will be given the open-
ing evening, at Owatcnna, and will be an
interpretative recital. The reception will oc-
cupy the second evening and the closing
evening will be divided between Mrs. Conde
Hamlin for the presentation of town aniS
village improvement work in Minnesota,
illustrated by slides, and Mrs. O. N. Olrerg
of Albert Lea, who will lay before the wonen
the development and importance of the flax
industry for which Minnesota has become
a center.

The keynot of the educational program will
be the reorganization of tbe rural school
system and the accompanying changes in the
curriculum and that of the art program,
applied art, or beauty in simple things. The
art committee will provide in addition to
the program an exhibit of industrial art.

The general outline of the Tourist club
program for its two years' Mediterranean
tour has been completed by Mrs. C. W. Wells
and adopted by the club. Egypt and a glimpse
of the Barbary states will ocupy the first

half of this year and Greece wiM fill out the
remainder of the year. The greater part of
the second year will be given to the study of
Italy and this will be rounded out by a few
weeks devoted to the coast cauntry of south-
ern France and of Spain. Bibliographies and
topical outlines of study will make the pro-
gram a very complete one.

A special treat in the study of the south
coast will be an address in November by D.
C. Bell, who will speak on "Malta and Paul's
Missionary Journeys," giving the results of
his observations in following the' course of
that celebrated apostle.

Philanthropic work seems to be progress-
ing in St. Paul and a new neighborhood house
is being built on the West Side. The new
building will include a gymnasium, library,
reading-room, dancing hall and a room for
inside games. In an enclosure in the rear
will be provision for croquet and lawn tennis.
A night school and sewing class will be
conducted regularly.

WITH MONEY OF OTHERS
ST. LOUIS BROKER CONFESSES

His Firm Continues In Business Two

Years While in an Insolvent
Condition.

St. Louis, July 16.—Sensational admis-
sions Lave been made on the stand by
Samuel A. Gaylord, senior member of the
firm of Gaylord, Blessing & Co., which
failed recently. Gaylord, who Is one of
the oldest Btock brokers in the city, ad-
mitted at the hearing before Bankruptcy
Referee Cole that the company had been
practically Insolvent for two years and
had been doing business on other people's
money—on funds secured from local cus-
tomers. Deals wherein no stock ever
changed hands, being a mere matter of
bookkeeping in which the firm never for-
got to charge up commissions, margins
and interest, were admitted by Gaylord,
who told also of the employment of rela-
tives' names and the use of an insane
man's name in the accounts.

At the time of the failure they were
short $150,000 in bonds, face value, and
over 6,000 shares of stocks in New York.
It was admitted by the witness that the
failure was due to their own speculation,
through which they had hoped to pay off
their indebtedness, estimated to have
been nearly $200,000. As to missing col-
lateral, alleged to have been left with the
firm by customers, attached to promissory
notes, Gaylord admitted that all had been
hypothecated with the banks as security
for loans to the firm.

Mrs. George Gould Living- on a
Yuelit Exclusively.

New York, July 16.—While Mrs. George
Gould is daily enjoying the sea air from
the palatial yacht Sybarite, a stork Is ex-
pected to perch upon the topmast of the
craft at any time.

NEW THROAT DISEASE
Former San Francisco Physician

Makes a Discovery.
Wmo York Swi Sueoial Servioe.

Paris, July 16.—The French Academic
de Medicine has Just paid an American
doctor the greatest compliment in its-
power. Dr. C. J. Koenig, fprmerly of
San Francisco, who has become widely
known as a specialist in throat and nose
diseases in Paris, has been asked to com-
municate to the academy the details of his
double discovery of a new kind of gore

throat and of the microbe that produced
it. Dr. Koenig, who will respond to the
honor conferred on him by giving the
academy the whole fruit of his labors,
said:

The patient who was the Indirect cause of
my discovery was a man 35 years of age
and in perfect health, \u25a0with the exception of
being subject to chronic rheumatism. The
trouble began two months ago with a form
of superficial ulceration, covered with a
\u25a0grayish false membrane in the upper part
of the right tonsil. The only symptom was
a slight pain in swallowing. There was no
fever, no headache and no gastrointestinal
ailment. In spite of all treatment the affec-
tion spread to the mouth In the form of su-
perficial erosion, covered again with false
membrane, which invaded the palate, the
chepks and even the tongue.

After many weeks of close study and in-
vestigation, I discovered a bacillus to which
I have given the name "Bacillus Polymor-
phus," on account of the remarkable varia-
tions in its size and shape. It is immobile,
differing from all other bacilli in cultural
properties and susceptibility to coloration by
aniline dye. It is non-pathogenis, since
guinea pigs don't die when hypodermically
injected with the culture.

The new disease has been given the
name "Eroso Membraneus angina."
