Needs Some Attention.

PARK BOARD SHIFTS THE BLAME

That Body Attributes Delay in Open-
ing the Bath Houses to the
City Council.

‘When the bathhouses at Lake Calhoun
opened it will be in order either - for
bathers to wear shoes or for the park
board to clean up the bottom of the lake.
For several seasons there has been a
refreshment stand near the present site
of the bathhouse and patrons seem to
have had a pleasant custom of breaking
up pop bottles and throwing them into
the lake. Atany rate the bottom is nicely
paved with jagged remnants of bottles
and several serious accidents have already
occurred to bathers in the water near the
new house. A thorough dredging or the
dumping of several scow loads of gravel
would remove the danger. Rither plan
would also do much to remove a luxuriant
growth of aquatic plants which makes the
new bathing place undesirable at present.

“As Soon as Practicable.”

The park board as a body does not seem
to have waked up yet to the need for
haste in opening the new bathhouses to
the sweltering public. The board met
yesterday afternoon in regular session and
the bathhouse matter would doubtless have
been -ignored wholly but for Commissioner
Peterson. At the conclusion of the rou-
tine proceedings he briefly drew attention
to the situation and declared that seem-
ingly there was no reason to delay the
opening any longer even though the locks
were not yet in place. The situation de-
manded immediate action, he said, and
ke thereupon moved that the superintend-
ent be instructed to open the bathhouses
at Lake Calhon and in the river “imme-
diately.” .

President Folwell, who is not accounted
to be very sympathetic toward the bath-
house movement, amended the motion in
putting to read *“‘as soon as practicable,”
and in that form it was adopted. The
board’s general attitude was that of ex-
treme indifference. Commisioners Peter-
son and Jones are about the only mem-
bers that have shown an interest in the
project from the start.

Prewjous to the passage of the motion,
Buperintendent Berry and Commissioner
Jones explained the situation as they
understood it. The bathhouses were be-
ing built under the direction of the city
council, they said, and were paid for by
the city. Technically, the baththouses
should be first turned over to the city
and formally accepted and then by the
city turned over to the park board. Occu-
pation before that was done would proba-
bly be regarded as legal acceptance of the
structures. Mr. Jones was confident,
however, that the contract had been per-
formed faithfully and that there would be
no risk in waiving formalities.

Notwithstanding the latitude allowed
by the motion calling for the opening of
the bathhouses, it is belleved that Su-
perintendent Berry will recognize the
pressing demands and arrange for their
immediate occupancy. The breakwater at
the river baths has not yet been com-
pleted on account of the high water, but
it is said to be practicable to use the
building at once. In case the bath-houses
are opened before the arrival of the
locks, bathers will be responsible them-
selves for their clothes and any other
valuables left in the booths. The park
board will receive and give receipts for
any valuables left with the superintend-
ent in charge.

Other Board Business.

Several ‘kicks” were registered with
the board yesterday, among them being
that of A. C. Brown, representing the
Oakwood Improvement association, ask-
ing that the trees be trimmed on Twen-
ty-fourth and Twenty-fifth streets NE
and on Polk street. The matter was re-
ferred. .

RIO VERDE REVIVAL

Kentucky Capitalists Trying to Buy
Options of Northwesterners.

OFFER TO PAY PAR AND INTEREST

The Rio Verde Plan Once Promised
Well but Was Checked by
the Panie.

Many Minnesota people and residents of
other northwestern states are interested
in the effort now being made to resusci-
tate the Rio Verde canal and' irrigation
scheme, which, it will be remembered, was
to bring under cultivation many thousande
of acres of Arizona lands for the raising
of tropical fruits and other products. Ken-
tucky capitalists who have faith in the
enterprise are attempting to form a com-
pany to finance the deal and are securing
options on stock. This option is really in
the form of an agreement made by the
stockholders to sell their stock at a re-
duced price, the agreement and stock be-
ing deposited with the Valley Bank of
Phoenix, Ariz. To the owners of water
rights along the route of the canal they
offer to pay back what money they have
invested, with interest.

The Rio Verde Plan,

The history of this attempt at irrigation
concerns many northwestern people. Min-
nesota business men at one time held a
large part of the stock. Among these were
P. P. Parker, who has since moved to
Phoenix; A. C. Sheldon, who has recently
been in the east endeavoring to place the
bonds of the company, and Benjamin W.
Thompson, a Minneapolis merchant. The
company was formed in the latter eighties.
Its plan was to irrigate certain sections
of Arizona with water from the Rio Verde
river distributed by this canal. Water
rights were sold to those owning property
reached by the canal. The proposition was
not only regarded as feasible from an en-
gineering point of view, but gave every
promise of being successful at onéd time.
But the company was unable to place its
bonds. The 93 pinch retarded operations
and a later attempt met with the same
success.

Several of the larger stockholders be-
lieve that if R. B. Langdon had lived the
enterprise would have been in successful
operation to-day. A. C. Sheldon was suc-
ceeded as president of the company about
1894 by Donald Gramt of Faribault. Mr.
Langdon was given the contract for dig-
ging the canal and had begun work. All
at once what promised to be a successful
attempt to place the bonds failed. An en-
gineer sent to New York to report on the
feasibility of the work reported adversely
in face of an opinion from Campbell, the
well-known Denver engineer who had not
only surveyed the last route, but had as-
sured bhis clients in New York that the
canal was practical and could be made
profitable. Mr. Langdon quit work on the
canal. His death occurred about the time
that his services were proving valuable to
the promoters in their efforts to place the
bonds.

Own Water Rights,

Many filings were made by purchasers of
water rights on government land tributary
to the canal. These include many north-
western traveling men, merchants and
others. When work ceased, these people
failed to prove up on the land. They still
own the water rights, and it is to release
these claims and tbrow the proposition
open to a new lot of purchasers and land
entries that the Kentucky crowd makes its
present offer. It is learned that the propo-
sition is acceptable to most of the north-
western people interested. A majority of
the stockholders have agreed to the propo-
sition made them.

Mrs. Probst will be
remembered as the woman who last win-
ter with an ax kept three deputy sheriffs
off for three days, the occasion being the
attempted replevin of some saloon fix-
tures,

Werden Seems Qut of Place With
