BAD NEWS IN CHICAGO FROM S. D.

Local Reports Do Not Substantiate
It—Coburn Says Kansas Corn
Damage Not so Great.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, July 16.
~—The wheat market opened depressed and
quiet on a general lack of serious damage
news, prospective improvement in weather
conditions and lower cables. September
opened 7%c lower, at 6€3¢c. From the first
there was tendency to recover, and the mar-
ket turned stronger as trading progressed.
By 11:30 the full decline had been. regained
by a gradual advance, and with advices
ifrom St. Louls that France was a good buyer
in that market, coupled with some damage
news from South Dakota, sufficient strength
came out to carry September to 64c. South-
western receipts were lighter by comparison
with last year's figures. Scalpers were quick
to turn and at noon there was some cover-
ing against early short sales. September
sold to 64%c, December to 66%@663c.

Showers fell over might in the corn statea.
The precipitatdon was light but very general,
and a wide area was covered. The forecast
for a good part of the southwest is for cloudy
weather and probable thunder storms. Cooler
weather Js the prediction for Iowa and for
Minnesota and the Dakotas there is a fore-
oast for falr and cooler weather and local
showers, Temperatures in the northwest are
lower and the weather shows moderating ten-
dency everywhere.

Secretary Coburn of the Kansas state agri-
cultural board says he does not believe the
Xansas damage in corn is so great as has
been clalmed. There are, he says, some
900,000 acres of Kafir corn not affected. The
old corli in farmers’ hands he estimates at
40,000,000 bu, or-nearly one-fourth of a full
ocrop. While fully conceding that there has
been serious damage, his opinion of present
XKansas conditions is, on the whole, the most
favorable received, and is in marked con-
trast to some of the late reports of total
ruin, which; while undoubtedly true as to
certain localities, were probably not quite so
extgnsive as has been generally supposed.

THEN FOLLOW SOME DECLINES

Active Purchasing Movement, Which
Ceanses and the Market
Is Dulled.

New York, July 16.—The Grangérs and
Pacific Southwesterns led an opening advance
in prices, which was quite general. St. Panl,
Missorui Pacific, Atchison, Rock Island and
Southern Pacific gained from 1 to 13, and
Denver & Rio Grande preferred rose 2 pcinis.
The first sules of “United States Steel were
of 15,000 shares at simultaneous prices of
384 to 38%, compared with 89 last night,
with the preferred stock sclling ex-dividend,
opened at an advance of 1% and then ran off
1 point. Consulidated Gas rose 1% and North
American 1%,

There was a lower market for the principal
stocks for a short time after the opening.
When Rock Island ard Wabash preferred de-
clined a point everything else was allected
to a slight extent. Large buying orders then
appeared for the corn-carrying roads and they
rose rapidly under the lead of Atchison. That
stock sold at 743, an improvement of 2%,
and St. Paul, Union Pacific, Kansas & Texas
preferred, Southern Pacificy and Baltimore
& Ohio were 2@21% higher, while gains of a
point or over were general for (he Lkigh-
priced specialties and southern and south-
western rallroads. A good demapd for many
usually inactive stocks, ineluding Consoli-
dated Gas, Chicago & Fastern Illinois, La
Cledé Gas, Great Northern preferred, General
Electric and St. Louis & San Franclseo first
preferred benefited them from 2 to 2%.
American Linseed preferred lost ¢ points. The
United States Steel stocks fluctuated within a
small fraction, but there was active busi-
ness in them. The market became feverish
at the higher level and yielded from a frac-
tion to a point.

The purchasing movement slackened and
the market became very dull. Most of the
leaders reacted a point and intermittent ral-
lies were not maintained. Room traders were
disposed to realize on yesterday's purchases
and the general demand was not sufficient to
absorb the offerings.

The market sagged heavily during the noon
hour. St. Paul receded 13% and Atchison and
Union Pacific 1% each, and others a point.
Southern railway preferred got 1% over last
night and Des Moines & Fort Dodge 4%, and
United States Steel touched 38, the lowest of
the morning.

Stocks went down sluggishly to about open-
ing prices and a few below, notably United
States Steel, which toched 375%. A spurt
in Brooklyn Rapid Transit and then in Man-
hattan carried them up 2 points and St. Paul
recovered 1% and other stocks. fractionally.
These stocks were back to about the lowest
before 2 o’clock. Texas & Pacific land
jumped 5%;.

Texas & Pacific land made an extreme ad-
vance of eight points and then reacted.
Prices generally tuctuated sluggishly on a
small volume of trading. A rally of over
a point in Union Pacific was almost unno-
ticed elsewhere, and St. Paul touched the
lowest of the day, dropping suddenly to be-
low last night's close. The closing was
moderately active and easy.

Bonds were steady.
