—Higher foreign markets and continued bad
reports as to corn conditions were the im-
portant items In the early news this morn-
ing. September wheat opened \c higher at
65 %c. A break followed immediately, carry-
ing it to 65c, but the market was stubborn
against the selling pressure, and worked hack
to the opening level, September selling at
65%c, and December at 67%c. Toward noon
there was further weakness, followed again
by firmness. It was an up and down scalp-
ing market all day.

Liverpool had a strong turn and opened
%d higher. Second cables showed an ad-
vance of a full penny, and at the close
Liverpool was l%d to l%rt over Tuesday.
Broomhall cabled that the first Liverpool ad-
vance was on covering by shorts, who became
scared over American weather news, and that
the later strength wax on unfavorable crop
advices from Russia. The Siberian crop 13
said to be unsatisfactory. Paris closed wheat
35@45 centimes higher, and showed an ad-
vance of-40 centimes to 65 centimes on flour.
Antwerp closed unchanged. Budapest was %c
higher and Berlin %c higher. A late Paris
cable said the strength there was flue to an
estimate given out by Senator Coteau, who
figure* on a French crop of only 260,000,000.
This would mean the importation of nearly
100,000,000 bu.

A few light showers fell in Kansas. Ele-
vator firms with houses through lowa and
Nebraska bad advices of showers, but there
were no heavy rains reported. Maximum
temperatures were 102 at Concordia, and
about the same at Kansas City asd Daven-
port. Wichita had 100 degrees. Snow has out
another corn rtport of a bullish tenor. He
says that 25 per cent of the total corn acre-
age is in Texas, Arkansas, Kansas and Mis-
souri. In these states only a part of the
late corn can make a crop and the general
prospect was never worse. Portions of Ne-
braska and lowa, and Illinois, equaling an
additional 10 per cent of the total acreage,
have already suffered serious damage with
the affected area rapidly enlarging. Some
decline in condition is reported in Indiana,
Ohio, Kentucky and Tennessee, due to local
drought damage, and while loss is not yet
serious, it is significant of the widespread
area in which present corn crop is suffering.

Kansas City received 179 cars, against 287
cars last year, and St. Louis had 282,000 bu,
against 182,000 bu last year.

Primary receipts were 1,108,000 bu, against
751,000 bu last year, and shipments 735,000 bu,
against 376,000 bu. Wheat and flour clear-
ances, 518,000 bu; corn, 179,000 bu. Minne-
apolis received 128 cars, against 169 cars, and
Duluth 48 cars, against 12.

The market closed strong at the high points.
September closed at 66c; December wheat,
67%c; July, 66c. Chicago closed September
at 68%c.

Cash demand was very good, millers tak-
ing aearly everything in sight of good qual-
ity.
