SOME SURPRISE IS FELT

HERE

A Desire to Restrict Mr, Hill’s Influ-
ence Is Seen by Some in the
= Board's Composition,

Minneapolis and St. Paul railroad men
expressed some surprise on learning the
names of the new directors of the North-
ern Pacific as nominated by J. Pierpont
Morgan.. The real news to them was
that the Pennsylvania and the Milwaukee
& St. Paul had been interested in the
fight. It is believed the big systems en-
gaged in the contest to prevent Mr. Hill's
domination of the Northern Pacific. The
selections meet with general approval,
especially by the employes, who now be-
lieve that their places are secure.

Big Interests Represented.

Mr. Rea of the Pennsylvania represents
the greatest railroad system in America.
The latter now includes the Baltimore &
Ohio, not to ‘mention other interests.
These two are eastern trunk lines. Mr.
Twombly, who represents the North-
Western, is a brother-in-law of W, K.
Vanderbilt. He is a director of the New
York Central, of the Lake Shore and of
the Michigan Central system. He speaks
for the tremendous Vanderbilt interests.
Mr. Rockefeller speaks for the Milwau-
kee and for Standard Oil interests. E.
H. Harriman, who directed the Northern
Pacific fight against the Morgan-Hill fac-
tion, stands for the Union€Pacific, South-
ern Pacific, Oregon lines and various
other concerns. Mr. Hill is the ruling
spirit of the Great Northern.

The acceptance by these men of posi-
tions in the Northern Pacific board, to-
gether with Mr. Morgan’s letter, indicate
that a community of interests has been
established that is more comprehensive
in its scope-and is certain to be more con-
clusive as to the results than Wall street
or the general public bas the slightest
suspicion of.

It appears from the complexion of the
Northern Pacific board as it will be esn-
stituted as soon as the nominees an-
nounced have been elected that a com-
munity of jnterests will be effected be-
tween these companies: The Great North-
ern, the Northern Pacific, the Chicago,
Burlington' & Quincy, the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul, the Chicago & North-
Western, the Union Pacific and the South-
ern Pacific. This includes all of the im-
portant systems in what may be termed
the western half of the United States,
with the exception of the Atchison, the
Rock Island and the Missouri Pacific sys-
tem. The relations between these last-
named companies and these first-named
are unquestionably most harmonious and
time may bring important developments
between those systems along the same
lines that have been pursued by the man-
agers of the roads represented in the al-
liance announced. The noteworthy net
advances in Atchison issues, in Missouri
Pacific and in Rock Island yesterday were
certainly more than sympathetic with the
extraordinary rise in the stocks directly
affected by the news contained.

TRYING OIL BURNERS
The Wisconsin Central Making Some

Important Tests.

Officials of the Wisconsin Central are
quietly experimenting with fuel oil upon
three consolidation type locomotives, to
see ir the substitution of oil for coal will
result in economy of operation.

New Locomotives for B, C. R, & N.

A new passenger engine of the Chautauqua
type, the first used by any northwestern
road, will baul the first train into St. Paul
over the Burlington, Cedar Rapids & North-
ern, about Sept. 1. The new engines are part
-of a large order the road placed a year ago,
upon waich delivery has commenced. . The
locomotives are of odd design, somewhat re-
sembling the Atlantic type engines in use on
the Northern Pacific. Tractive power is ap- |
plied through two sets of coupled drivers, |
jeventy-five inches in diameter. Smaller |
wheels, also coupled, support the weight of
the firebox. The new locomotives weigh, in
working order, 153,000 pounds, exclusive of
tender. They have cylinder measurements |
of 193 inches by 26 and carry a working |
boiler pressure of 200 pounds. The boilers |
are of the Polpaire wide-firebox type, with |
306 fifteen-foot fluese and a diameter of 64 |
inches. The engine has a total wheel base, |
with tender of 33 feet and a rigid wheel
base of 6 feet 9 inches. Under ordinary loads
and conditions of track, they are capable of
sustaining a speed of eighty miles an hour,

President James J. Hill, of the Great North-
ern, returned from the east yesterday. He
made the trip from New York in Colonel
Lamont’'s new private car, the Yakima. He
went direet to his office and spent the day in
looking over business matters. It is under-
stood he will make a trip west in a few days.

B, C. R. & N. Work Delayed.

Sept. 1 has been set as the date for opening
the extension of the Burlington, Cedar Rapids
& Northern road into the twin cities. It was
expected to be open by now, but unforesecn
delays have been occasioned by difficulties
encountered in making a cut near Walcott,
three miles sguth of Faribault.

Lumber Rates.

The advance in lumber rates from the twin
cities and@ Duluth to Chicago, supposed to be
effective on July 1, is not being observed
in the manner intended. Some of the car-
riers are said to be still carrying lumber
under old contracts; in other words, are ap-
plving a 10-cent instead of the proposed 13-
cent rate. The charge is also made that an
8-vent rate from Cloquiet and 6-cent rate from
the twin cities is allowed on Ohio lumber
shipments.
