TAXPAYERS HEARD IN COURT

A Ten-Dayn' Continuance In Granted
»nd a New Beginning^ Will

The funds in the hands of the receiver
of the Police Department Relief asso-
ciation will not be distributed for some
time yet. Pending a complete settlement
of the questioa whether or not the tax-payers of the city have a right to Inter-vene on behalf of the city. Judge Simp-
son has decided that the order restrain-ing the receiver from distributing the
fund be continued.

At the preliminary hearing this worn-ing upon the petition of the Taxpayers'
League for the right, tq intervene, there
was very little attempt to argue the la,w
in the matter. Attorney Babcock repre-
sented the league and stated quite fully
to the court the grounds upon which the
league bases its action, his chief con-
tention being that the distribution of
the money now in the hands of the re-
ceiver among the individual members of
the association was in violation of tfce
law creating the fund itself passed by
the state legislature, Inasmuch as it
would divert the money donated by the
city to a purpose which was never con-
templated by the constitution and by-laws
of the association itself. In response to
the objection advanced by Attorney
Donohue, who appeared for Receiver
Wold, Mr. Babcock held that his clients
were injured by such illegal decision.

Mr. Donohue, entered the protest that
the taxpayers had no right of appearance
in the case since the city had been duly
and fully served with notices attending
every step of the litigation, but Judge
Simpson ruled decidedly that there was
no longer any call to establish Incourt the
right of any taxpayer to intervene to
protect any fund beongtng to the city.

Will Start Over Again.

For the association it was contended
that the proceedings had not been in-
stituted in the proper way, but the court
was inclined to take a most lenient view,
saying that the case was one exceedingly
unusual, and perhaps without a counter-
part in the experience of any -of the at-
torneys engaged, and that he hoped all
parties concerned would simply work to
the end that right should prevail.

It was at the suggestion of the court
that a delay of ten days was taken in
order to permit a new beginning in the
matter,. Tbe attorney lor the league in
that time will demur to the action of
the court ordering a distribution of the
funds and at the end of ten days will
appear with a full statement of the claims
put forth by the league. After that an-
other five days is allowed in which the
association may make its reply, and them
the court will decide the case upon the
record so made.

The court suggested this line of. action
as the !proper manner in which to make-
up the record upon which the entire case
can finally be presented to the supreme
court. if the parties interested desire tocarry it that far. \u0084 , -..

Russia's Proposal for Increased Tar*
iff. Being Considered.

Washington, July 19.—Commissioner
Roekhill has provided the state depart-
ment by cable with the following state-
ment of the present status of the negotia-
tions at Peking: ,*'" *;" ?; .

The diplomatic co?pa at Peking Is consider-
ing the Russian proposals for the eventual
increase of the tariff (maritime customs. A
solution of the problem is hoped for. The
indemnity, fixed at 450,000,000-taels and 4 per
cent interest, has been formally accepted and
Japan has waived preferential treatment. The
formal surrender of Peking to the Chinese
authorities Is expected to take place on the
14th of August

The Russian proposal referred to Is un-
derstood to be an Increase from 6 to 10
per cent of the customs duties which the
Chinese government may collect from the
Imports from foreign countries. It is fur-
ther understood that this increase Is not
to take effect at once and perhaps not at
all. It will depend upon the resources of
China under, the existing system. This
proposition is believed to be much less
objectionable to Great Britain and Japan,
as well as to the United States, than the
original proposition to make an absolute
increase In the duties to the extent pro-
posed.

Member of the Induatrinl Commis-
sion to Investigate Abroad.

Ithaca, N. V., July 19. — Jeremiah A.
Jenks, head of the department of political
economy in Cornell university and mem-
ber of the United States industrial com-
mission, who has investigated the trust
question, has decided to spend next year
touring the world. He will give a little
part of his time to the study of political
conditions in the countries which he will
visit. In an interview, Prof. Jenks says
that he would make a complete circle of
the globe and would study chiefly the
monetary systems in Burmah, Java and
the Philippine islands.

Recently, Professor Jenks has felt a
keen interest in the affairs of the Philip-
pines and ihe is very anxious to learn thor-
oughly the monetary systems of the coun-
tries whose conditions are similar to
those In the Philippines, in order that he
might ascertain what system would be
most beneficial to the islands.
