HOT WEATHER WORK

Visiting Nurses Give Instructions as
a Well as Care.

The continued warm weather has brought
an increase of work to the Visiting Nurses’
association and as many as six calls a day
have been made. As there are only two
nurses at present working for the associa-
tion, Miss Edith Lings and Miss Nellie Mul-
queen, the burden is rather a heavy one. The
cases are nearly all caused by the extreme-
ly warm weather and are more uncomfort-
able than serious. They are about evenly
divided between adults and children.

The increase in ealls and the decrease in
nurses has compelled the association to em-
ploy pay nurses several times. The nurses
visit the patients as many times a day as
is necessary, make the patient clean and
comfortable and leave stringent orders in
regard to diet and care until the next
visit. These orders are usually obeyed and
the one the nurses have the most trouble
in enforcing is in regard to quiet, The
family cannot or will not understand how
necessary quiet is to a patient and any
neighbor who comes to the house is usually
admitted to the sick room. -

The first visit of the nurse is followed by
a vigorous cleaning and patient and sur-
roundings are made as clean as one woman,
assisted by the members of the family, can
make them. The necessity of frequent baths
is not understood and one of the nurses’ first
duties is to impress upon the people that
cleanliness is conducive to health.

The district nurses in the eastern -cities
devote much time to the instruction of the
mothers in the care of babies during the
warm weather. They tell the women over
and over again how to care for the food
and the bottles and how and when to bathe
the baby. This has not been necessary -to
any large extent in Minneapolis and the
nurses have found the people intelligent and
helpful. ®

Several cases have been taken to the
rooms of the association for care, as the pa-
tients needed quieter surroundings than
could be secured at home. The nurses have
oceasionally taken care of homes and chil-
dren when the mother was in quarantine.

The association is supported entirely by
contributions and in addition to the visiting
nursing one of the nurses has been taking
paid cases to help in paying the expenses.
The cost of supporting the association is a
trifle in comparison with the work that is
done and should be raised without much
effort on the part of the busy women. A
third nurse, Miss Kitzhner, will arrive this
week to assist Miss Lings and Miss Mull-
queen. The association is planning to give
an ice cream social Tuesday evening, July 30,
at 111 Seventh street 8, to raise funds for
the work.
