STANLEY NOT IN 1T

Roy Wheaton Pilots Two Explorers
Through Itasca County Tropics

THEY WERE WELL REWARDED

The Finest String of Bass Ever Seen
in Grand Rapids Was
Theirs,

It was bitter bad campaigning, cheap and
nasty from the first,

There was heat, and dirt, and coolie work,

and sun;
There were vipers, flles and sand storms,
there was cholera and thirst;

But old Pharoh done the best he ever done,

But Andy says that the ‘““best” of *‘old
Pharoh,” as performed at the ’hest of
Kipling’s Sergeant Whatisname, was bad
in comparison with what he and Roy en-
dured and conquered when they went up
to Balsam. Balsam is the collective
name of a train of lakes tributary to
Prairie river, in this county of Itasca,
which lakes are known to local tradition
as the home of the biggest black bass on
earth. There is a local fisherman who
makes a yearly trip thither, and salts a
barrel of the heavyweights for winter use,
who swears that he has repeatedly taken
them of eight and nine pounds weight,
and will fight at the drop of the hat any
doubter rash enough to contest his state-
ment.

As it is ill to sit at Iverary and thraw
the MacCallum Moore, and as the fisher-
man in question takes The Journal,
I am ready to accept his statement with
all the credulity he gives it—be the same
more or less—and so was Andy before ‘he
went up to Balsam.

In fact, Dan Gunn, Dr. Gilbert, and I
had agreed to put the Balsam waters to
the test of trial last Sunday, but when
Saturday came with thermometer at 105
in the shade, and the same hot south
wind that had been cooking the marrow in
our bones for a week still blowing as if
it meant to go on like Tennyson’s brook,
our courage acted like that of Bob Acres
and wenth through our fingers’ ends.

Hence it fol-
lows that in such times as these, when
all the land is parched with heat, when
the sun is hatching out the eggs of all
the swimming, creeping and crawling
things that inhabit the waters, Sir Ebony
sweeps up from the cool depths with the
coming of the morning light, and takes
toll of every living thing that he can
reach in the shallow water around the
shore. This he keeps up till even his
abnormal storage capacity is crammed

‘in the evening—and keep
ght for all that any one

alighting and walking up the steeps, while |

he “bites” best when it is most uncom-
fortable to get at him, and it'to be taken
in his greatest size, and largest number
when it is to be donme at imminent risk
of sunstroke, and deadly phlebotomy by
mosquito bills. Which state of affairs was
Just what Andy and the drummer found
when Roy took them down the lake, and
through thoroughfares leading into other
and smaller ones, his design being to fin-
ish the day’s fishing in a little pug-hole
with no name, but noted as affording the
biggest bass of all.

As yet the drummer stood it better
than might have been expected, though
his efforts to flsh, and at the same time
hold an umbrella over his head, were far
more diverting than effectual.
