DEATH TO "SKEETERS"
SCIENCE TACKUiXG THE PEST

Experiment Which Will Prove What
May and What Mar Not Be

Accomplished. •

New York. July 23.—The health officer
of the port. Dr. Doty, has decided to take
hold of the mosquito question in Staten
Island, and attempt the extermination of
the peats. A part of the island adjacent
to the quarantine station has been se-
lected for the test. Dr. Doty says:

We have been at work for the last year inour laboratory on the mosquito larvae, in
order to determine bacteriologlcally what can
be done First to determine if the Insectproduces malaria; second, if so, can malaria
be prevented by the extermination of the
mogquoto and Its larvae? The teal I have
determined to make will be applied to a part
of Staten Island adjoining out station and
opposite to the quarantine islands, in extent
about three miles by one and one-half miles.
All the swamps, ponds, marshes and wetplaces wil be inspected by men from our
laboratory to determine where the breeding
places are situated. The mosquito and its
larvae will be taken In such places and will
be examined to determine the presence of
malaria. All intelligent co-operation of citi-
zens will be requested. In the treatment of
breeding places petroleum will be an impor-
tant factor. This test is in line -with our
quarantine work, as the quarantiae hospital
for yellow fever is adjacent to the district
selected for the test.

EDWARD IN ERROR
Kins: Has Misconceptions Regarding

the Hospital Ship Maine.
London, July 23.—Much gossip in Ameri-can and English society has been caused

by the presentation to King Edward yes-
terday by some American ladies of the
hospital ship Maine committee, of a medal
commemorative of the Maine's work with
a request that the king transmit the medal
to Queen Alexandra. It seems that the
idea was opposed by a number of influen-
tial members of the committee on the
ground that the king did not want the
medal, but the others carried the day.

The king's reply to the delegation which
made the presentation caused some com-
ment, as he thanked "this American com-
mittee for their loyal, dutiful sentiments,"
as he did the Kansaa legislature In
jyiswering their telegram of condolence on
the queen's death, and thanked the com-
mittee for bringing their valuable services
to a culmination by presenting the ship
to the government, whereas it was done
solely by Bernard M. Baker of Baltimore.

J. P. Morgan is understood to
own a considerable block of First National
stock bought from the estate of the late
James A. Garland, who was the bank's
vice president. Mr. Baker is very friendly
with both Mr. Morgan and Mr. Hill. It is
because of these things that Wall street
looks upon a "First National-Chase Na- I
tional deal" as a probability.

A consolidation of the National Bank of
the Republic with the First National bank 'is expected. The two banks jointlyoccupy '
the building at 2 Wall street, and the I
First National bank has for a long time
tbeen the owner of a considerable block of
the stock of the Republic. Such a con-
