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IN FLUKY WEATHER

The Constitution Again Shows Her
Superiority Over Columbia.

SQUADRON RUN OF THE N. Y, Y. C.

It Was a Close Race, However and
Fleased the Yachtsmen Who
Saw It.

New Haven, Conn., July 24.—Again yes-
terday did the Constitution prove speedier
than the Columbia in light airs and fluky
weather. It was in the first squadron run
of the New York Yacht club from Hunt-
ington to Morris cove. For the greater
part of the run the yachts had a strong
flood tide against them and some times
they barely made headway against it.

The racers started out close hauled to
the starboard tack. X

The Constitution crossed the starting
line first at 11:35:85, the Columbia at
11:35:58, the Constitution having the wind-
ward position and quickly overtaking the
large fleet which had gotten away earlier.

Wind Shows Favors

At 1:15 the Columbia, by a lucky puff
got & lead of a mile on her rival, but the
Constitution soon caught the wind and at
2:06 passed the Columbia and lead the
whole squadron. From this point on she
was never worsted. At 2:14 the wind
coming in from the southwest, Columbia’s
spinnaker was set to starboard, Constitu-
tion following at 2:25.

Off Penfleld light Columbia was a good
half mile astern,

The wind was now dead astern.

Columbia seeing that she was rapidly
being left gybed and set her spinnaker to
port but the change did not benefit her in
the least. The gap grew wider, in fact.

At 6 o'clock the finish line was plainly
visible through the haze and quite a flotil-
la was gatrered outside the breakwater to
gee the finish. At 5:25 the Constitution
took in her spinnaker and gybed over,
having the wind on her port quarter and
spreading the biggest balloon jib top sail
ever seen on & cup racer, in the freshening
breeze rushed for the mark and crossed at
6:86:41.

Columbia Comes In.

There was a trifie more weight to the
wind and a perceptible heel to the craft
when Columbia crossed the line. Several
congratulatory whistles were blown and
then the two antagonists sailed into the
harbor and dropped anchor Inside the
breakwater while the non-combatants and
steam yachts sought shelter in the Morris
Cove.

Next to finish were Quiesetta, Rainbow,
Corona, Alpena, Navahoe, Ailsa, Emerald,
Muriel, Vigilant, Elima, Katrina, Latonia,
Kumma and Hestor. The auxiliary yacht
Intrepld came in under steam and bher
competitors followed her example. Thus
no prize will be awarded in their class,
