THE MINNESOTA FRONTIER
One of the most tragic episodes in the life

of "The First White Baby Born in the North-
west," after she had grown to girlhood, is
told by W. S. Harwood in the Ladies' Home
Journal for August The "First White Baby"
is now. Mrs Charlotte O. Van Cleve of Min-
neapolis. Her father waa an army officer andthe little frontier pogt where he was stationedhad been established to prevent bloodshed be-
tween the Chippewas and the Sioux, and tosee justice done between them. A quintet of
Sioux braves had brutally killed some of theChippewas without cause. The commandantof the post investigated the affair, demanded
the guilty Sioux, and, as there was no ques-
tion regarding the crime, turned them over
to the Chippewas. One of the Sioux, a stal-
wart young fellow, was an especial favoriteof the little girl. He was a master hand atfashioning curious toys, and many were tha
treasures which has had given to the littlopaleface whom he loved. So it was with aheavy heart that she heard the decision of
the Chippewa council—the gauntlet. Fin-
across the flower-decked parade ground stood
the line of Sioux waiting for their comrades.Opposite them were the Chippewas with their
best riflemen In readiness. If the prisoners
succeeded in reaching their friends they were
entitled to liberty. One by one the Indianasprang forth, and one by one they were leftquivering amidst the summer flowers "Little
Six," the friend of the girl who stood watch-ing the strange scene from the doorway of her
lather's quarters, was the last of the five ana
the swiftest runner of them all. There' waa
an intense hope in her heart that he might
be spared, but though he withstood orfe volley
she was doomed to see her favorite spring
into the air, just as he reached the goal and
fall dead at the feeet of hia friends.

In narrating the frontier experiences, Mr
Harwood tells of a queer experience that'befel
the Van Cleve family in the first year after
settling on a farm far removed from the set-
tlements. "The winter had been unusually
long and severe, and their store of provisions
ran low. Itwas a long distance to the near-
est base of supplies, and communication wifi
the outside world had been cut ofT. Indiana
in the neighborhood one night broke into the
granary where the wheat waß stored and stole
a quantity. In doing this a large amount of
broken glass became mixed with the wheat
which the Indians left, so for many days,
amidst much merry story telling and many
a joke and laugh, the family gathered about
a large table in their living-room and spent
the short winter days picking over the wheat,
kernel by kernel, in order to free it from the
pieces of glass. For this wheat stood be-
tween them and starvation, and none of its
precious kernels must be lost. Their stock of
flour had long since wasted away, as had
mest of their food supplies, so they boiled and
ate the wheat without grinding. Relic!
reached them juat in time to prevent a sad
ending to the experience."

LAKE MINNETONKA
While the village of Mlnnetonka Beach is

the most populous point of the lake made up
wholly of summer residents, it affords very
little patronage to the steamers, a condition
which leads to mutual recriminations. The
steamboat captains say that the villagers
won't patronize them, and on the other band
the villagers complain that the steamers
afford them no service whatever, and that in
consequence they are either compelled to own
their own launches or keep off .the lake.

Many people at the Beach have no idea that
th steamers are run on any regular schedule,
and the suitable suggestion seems to be that
the steamers are run on any regular schedule,
their runs and then live up to their schedules,
even if they are obliged to make some land-
ings at the Beach without securing any busi-
ness. That would be inevitable at first, until
people had learned by experience that the an-
nounced schedules could be depended upon.

The plan of the steamer trips in connection
with the trains has been entirely changed this
year. As the route of the Navigation com-
pany wae the one thing that remained fixed
year: after year, a change in this has resulted
in m-jch confusion. Now, the morning trains
at Wayzata are met by the Puritan, and the
lower lake points are made. The boat then
goes to the upper lake and returns its passen-
gers to the points at which they embarked in
time for lunch. In the afternoon the boat
meets the trains from town and. makes the
tour of the lower lake, returning pasengers
to their railway etationa in time for the late
afternoon trains. The Mayflower is running
especially for the accommodation of those
coming by the Milwaukee road to Hotel St.
Louis. It meets the morning train there and
proceeds at once to Excelsior, Lake Park and
the Beach. The run to Spring Park and re-
turn Is then made, reaching lower lake points
in time to land passengers for the early aft-
ernoon trains into town. As coon as the Mil-
waukee afternoon train arrives at 2:15, the
Mayflower exchange passengers in a way that
returning only in time for the 6 o'clock Mil-
waukee train into town. The Puritan and
Mayflower exchangepassengers In a way that
enables them to make all the train connec-
tions and the different points on the lake.

On Hotel St. Louis hop nights, Tuesday
and Saturday, the Mayflower makes the trip
for those and on the remaining nights of the

\u25a0week makes a run to the upper lake. On hop
nights there is seldom any difficulty in getting
about, for several of the boats make the cir-
cuit of the lower lake picking up passengers.

The Fanny L. is being run this season for
the special accommodation of Lake Park peo-
ple. It makes the tour of both lower and
upper lake with the usual stops In the morn-
ing, the lower lake in the afternoon, and the
lower lake again in the evening. The evening

trip starts from the Park at 7:30, going from
there directly to the Beach.

The value of an established schedule is
shown by the crowds that are found on the
trips that are generally known. For a num-
ber of years the Victor has had special days
for all-day trips to the upper lake, and often
has so much business as to be forced to get
another boat to help carry the crowd. This
year the Victor makes its upper lake trip for
south shore residents on Tuesday and for the
north shore people on Friday.

The Dcs Moines Federation of Women's
clubs has opened a tent on the Midland

\u25a0Chautauqua grounds, and it is a favorite
rendezvous for club wonrten. One of the in-
teresting features of the Midland Chautauqua
this year Is the women's club hour every
afternoon. At first the programs were given
in a small tent, but the large numbers made
it necessary to change the place, and the
auditorium is now used. On the opening day
a general picnic was given. Wednesday Miss
Harriet Garton of Dcs Moines presented a.
pretty operetta, and Friday Miss Helen S.
Hays of Chicago gave a practical talk on
home nursing. Saturday afternoon Lorado
Taft demonstrated how women can promote
art and encourage artists and the manner
in which women's clubs can benefit the move-
ment to elevate the art standard, quicken the
interest and through their earnest support
make It possible that art can take great
strides in this country. In reference to the
work of the federated clubs in behalf of art,
Mr. Taft believes that an art circuit could
be formed and thus could be circulated some
of the best pictures that are painted. The
latter part of the sculptor's lecture was de-
voted to a talk on the greatest American
artists, including Whistler, Henry Abbey,
Sargent, Alexander, Chase, Cecelia Beaux.
DeForest Brush, Abbot Thayer and Homer.
At the close of the highly instructive and
interesting hour Mr. Taft was escorted to the
parlors of the Woman's club by Mrs. T. M.
Walker and Mrs. C. L. Watrous, where the
benefit of his superior advice and criticism
of the present and prospective works of art
was given. There is no project dearer to the
hearts of the members of the Woman's club
than the establishment of an art gallery, and
they are constantly working for it.

The Kentucky Federation of Women's clubs
i3engaged in a distinctly unique and original
line of work each summer. Early in June a
band of young women go into remote moun-
tainous regions, where they establish a camp
and give the mountaineers lessons in cook-
ing, sewing, cleanliness and nursing. They
distribute magazines and illustrated papers
and teach the children games and Innocent,
healthful forms of amusement. The first
venture was made three years ago, at which
time a camp was established at Hazard, forty
miles from Jackson, the nearest railroad sta-
tion. Last year the camp was at Hlndman,
a few miles farther from a railway station,
and at this point an effort is now being made
to establish a permanent school. This year
the school is at Sassafras. The tents will be
used only for classes, as the young teachers
have obtained board «with a woman who prof-
ited by the instructions given at Hazard
three years ago. The mountaineers seem will-
ing to travel almost any distance to attend
the classes, in which they seem to take the
greatest possible interest.

The civic division at the Woman' club of
Keokuk, lowa, has forwarded a petition to
the general manager of the Burlington rail-
road asking the co-operation of the road in
the improvement of the union station grounds

at Keokuk.

The New York state federation has recently
formed a most commendable resolution to the
effect that it will found one free library at

least every year. Each federated club will
be asked to assist in the work by the contri-
bution of either money or books.

MONEY ANDJVIATRIMONY
Marriage Endowment Association

Called to Time.

Chicago, July 26.—The League of Edu-
cators, a matrimonial endowment asso-
ciation with eadquarters In Chicago,
has been calle dto time in two states.
Auditor Hart of Indiana has notified the
league to remove its agent from that
state or obtain a license which will re-
quire a deposit of $25,000 in good se-
curities. Attorney General Oren of
Michigan has informed the league it must
stop doing business there or its agent
will be proseouted for fraud.

The league is said to promise to pay-
certain sums to members who marry
within a given time. Attorney General
Oren holds this to be fraudulent. He ia
credited with saying that many com-
plaints had been received from various
sections of his state. State Auditor Hart
said he was going to ccc that the com-
pany "makes good its promises after Its
members are married."
